GENERAL WHEELING TOPICS.

A fcignal triumph was scored for the
chamless wheel in Paris two weeks ago
when Constant Buret, the champion long
distance rider of France in a twenty-four-hou- r

race against Uivierre and Cordang,
brokimore than thirty recordsand eclipsed
hl ov. n w orld's record for the time by over
ninetcn miles. What is most astonishing
in the Frenchman's performance Is not that
he reached the 900 kilometer mark, but
thai he managed to get inside the record
at flfty-ioi- mllPH and also succeeded in
breaking tb& kilometer record.

This feat Is most remarkable when it is
considered that the rider was practically
just starting on his long ride, when, he
would naturally husband his strength for
the heavy work later. He did this, too,
with a steady jdownpour of rain
beating uiou the back of his neck.
Buret kept up his magnificent pace
during the entire twenty-fou- r hours with
the exception of an occasional dismount
for a rub down. In the last hour of his
race he made more than twenty-thre- g miles.
Cardung, the Dutchman, and Rlrierre, the
other competitor, who was seen In Wash-
ington in the six-da- y race, were eimply
kllled off and dropped out early in the
contest.

That this wonderful performance waa
accomplished on a chainlets wheel cannot
fail to furnish food for reflection as to
the value of that type of machine. It has
been generally thought that the new wheels
wUl be little more than an experiment for
some time to come, but the news of the
Frenchman's vrondcrf ul workon itdi.spos-e-

of that impression. Buret's competitors
were mounted on the usual chain wheels,
and, notwithstanding the fact that they
are famous riders, they were simply tied
to the post from the start, when compared
with the young baker.
