A surrey belonging to Attorney Milton
J. LAtnt-'Tt- , and occupied by Mr. Lambert,
his wife, Mr. Walter Stewart and Miss
Stewart, passed Mr. Ruppert's delivery
wagon soon after It had left the inn.

Tlif driver of the delivery wagon tried
to pa& the surreys about a mile south
of tlie iun. Uefore Mr. Lambert could get
out of the way, the delivery wagoa ran
into his surre- -, turning it over a slight
embankment, throwing the occupants from
their srats into the road. They luckily es-

caped with soveral light bruises. The two
horses attached to the surrcy became
frightened .and started to run down tile
road, but wore stopped.

The delivery wagon after striking the
surrey was driven down the road at full
speed and collided with the carriage of
Mr. Schneider. One ot the wheels of h.s
carnage wns smashed, but the occupants
escaped unhurt.

At the same time he grasped the bag
and attempted to snatch it from the
woman's hand. Mrs. McCIoskey, howevor
clung bravely to her possessions, and cried
loudly for help.

The place in somewhat isolated, aud no
tne came to her rescue.

The strength of the biute soon over-
powered Mrs. McCIoskey, and she was
forced to yield her hold upon the bag, and
the negro ran and was soon lost to sight
in the woods about the homo.

CURFEW LAW FDH THE CITY

Rev. J. H. Bradford Urges En

actment of Such a Statute.

MAJOR MOORE'S OPINION

District Commissioners Will Give
Due Consideration to the Clergy-ii- .

mi's X'ronoKitifm Chief of Police
Helieves theKnw Would .Be

in This City.

The Commissioners have received a com-

munication from Rev. J. II. Bradford, of

this city, the corresponding secretary ot
the Hoys' and Girls' National Home

AsS'itlution, containing a recom-

mendation that aeurfew law be enacted
for the District of Columbia. Accompany
lug tlie letter wnsa copy of an ordinance
such as iu force in various cities of the
West. ,

jv
The Commissioners referred the matter

to Chief of Police Moore, with the re-

quest that he prcseufc, as soon as possible,
his opinion as to the practicability of
such a law in this city.

Alajor Moore delivered his opinion on tho
subject yesterday. It was to the effect
that the law could not well bo enforced
here for u? variety of reasons, which aro
specified In his communication to tho
Commissioners. He says, first, that the
time is not ripe for such a radical change
as the adoption of the law would en-

tail, lie says that It would, In his opinion,
be resented as an infringement on tho
personal liberty of individuals. He cites
the opposition to the ordinance ot pro-
hibiting newsboys from crying their papers
on Sunday In support of this view.

Furthermore, ho says that It would be a
positive hardship for hundreds of children
to be kept in the house" during the heated
period ot the year, when they are ac-
customed to gather In the public parks
of the city. Also that there are many
chlldreu under the age ot fifteen years
who are without parents or guardians, and
who arc compelled to earn their own
living. Major Moore closes his opinion
with the statement that much more t

be urged against the report along the sumo
lines.

In view ot the unfavorable report ot
Major Moore, the Commissioners stated that
they would express no opinion as to the
matter, but would give it their close at-
tention. Accompanying Mr. Bradford'slet-te- r

are extracts from letters written by
mayors ot various cities where the law
prevails, praising the operation ot the law,
Some of thoEe cited are Lincoln, Neb.;
Omaha, Neb.; St. Joseph, Mo.; Lawrenco
and Kansas City, ICan. Fully 200 others
are also given. In each of these cities It
is claimed that there has been a very
material decrease in crime and misde-
meanors among the youth.

An ah.traot of the ordinance submitted
will show its purposes. It prohibits per-
sons under fifteen years ot ago from
being on the streets, alleys, or public
places iu the city at night after 9 o'clock
from March 1 to. August 31, and lrom
September 1 to last day of Febraary
after 8 o'clock, unless such person is ac
companied by parent, guardian or other

ASKED TOMOYE ELSEWHERE

People on. Thirteenth Street South,

Requested to Leave.

Authorities Anxious to Multo the
Street Reputable and Measures

Taken to .That End.

The authorities are endeavoring to de-
vise a plan to clear Thirteenth streetsoutn
ot the Avenue of the bawdy houses and
convert the thoroughfare into a handsome
and respectable boulevard extending from
Pennsylvania avenue south to the Agri-
cultural Department.

Tho first Important step In this matter
was taken yesterday when a lieutenant
of the police, acting under instructions of
tho authorities, personally called upon the
keeper of each house on both sides of Thir-
teenth street in the Division and informed
them of the proposition.

The mntter has been under consideration
by the authorities for some time past for
the purpose of adopting the most feasi-
ble means to accomplish the removal of
thesu people. A police lieutenant was
called Into consultation and tho question
of clearing Thirteenth street of its ob
jectionablo element was discussed at
length. The lieutenant was instructed to
visit the proprietors of the Thirteenth
street resorts and suggest to them in a
friondly way the propriety of moving off
the street. His mission waa performed
to the letter yesterday.

The object which It Is proposed to ac-
complish, as stated by ah official to a
Times reportorlastnlght is not to inaugurate
a crusade against the inmates of tho Di-

vision, but rather to induce them to re-

treat further away from the public eye.
The authorities reallzo if such resorts

must exist, that it in far better that tho
territory which they occupy should bo
limited us much as possible, and remote
from residences.

As at present tenanted, the thoroughfare
Is abandoned by people who would other-
wise pass through it at great convenience
in going to and from Pennsylvania avenue
and the Agr cultural Department and
grounds, as well as to South Washington.
Thirteenth street Is the only ono paved
with asphalt westof street,
which leads from the Avenue to the Isalnd- -

Some of the most notorious resorts are
located on this street, and their keepers
are opposed to moving. Tbo idea of the
authorities is not to force them to retire,
but to counsel their removal, and bring
about tho purpose in a quiet manner. The
rents along there are very high, and
property owners, some of them keepers ot
the houses, object." There was much ex-

citement along the street yesterday, occas-
ioned by tbe lieutenant's visit, and ono
woman was thrown- - into hysteria and
another fainted. '

Will Cease to Treat With Spain

if Mediation Is Declined.

PROTECTING THE MINISTER

If the American Government Shoutd
Ask Gen. Woodford to Return mi
Open Htipture Would Follow mid
Cuba' Would Receive the. Benefit
The Report Cannot Bett'pnnrmed.

The matter of most moment in inter-
national politics yesterday at the State
Department was the report that circum-
stances might demand the early recall of
MiuUter Woodford from Spain. Tlie report
was based ou the belief that America
would ceasa to treat with Spain if she de-

clined to uccopt American mediation In
Cuban affairs, and on the published state-
ment that Mr. Woodford was in such HI

favor with the Spanish populace tliat he
needed police protection on his arrival at
Madrid.

One official, who ought to know, was
asked what would be the resulting condi-
tion if Spsln rerusea to treat on the basis
of the iuJcpcud'-'nc- e of Cuba, which Cuba
regaidB as the condition precedent, and
Minister Woodrord was recalled.

"There is no precedent that I know of,"
he said, "from which 1 can make an-

swer. I believe, however, that it would
result In more favorable conditions for
Cuba. Spain would undoubtedly recall
Scnt-- r De Lome, aud tho filibusterta; e.c
pedition and Its success would be matters
ot aitiinst daily occurrenw.

'There would be no foreign espionage on
our merchant mariue and no dally report-
ing of 'suspects' by Spanish officials to
the local officials. All ot this would end,
or course, in an open rupture, a clash some-
where around Cuba.

"I don't think there Is any doubt what-
ever that it the tension between Spain and
America is as may be inferred from the
dispatches, Spain is inclined to be ohstl--

nnte, and, by the Avay, The Times pub-
lishes today ome decidedly interesting
coimr.rnts from the French papers, all of
which are backing up Spanish pride."

If thenewsoftheseveranceof diplomatic
relations be correct and Minister Woodford
should withdraw from Spain in the event
the Spauish government refuses to com-
ply with the demands ot tbe American
Government, it would be the first Incident
ot the kind In our diplomatic history.

The State Department officials declined
to discuss the dispatch, but there is an
impression that this Government may ulti-
mately take such a step as a preparatory
measure to more harsh proceedings. The
diplomatic history of this country af-
fords no precedent for the withdrawal ot
a minister. At the department no official
could be found who was able to recall an
incident similar to that Indicated in the
dispatches from the other side.

There have been caes where such action
was threatened und where our diplomatic
agents were instructed to demand their
passports In the event certain things
were not complied with, but the things
demanded by the American Government
were complied with, and the withdrawal
was not necessary. A notable Instance or
this character was the instruction to Min
isier Sickles with respect to the demands
made upon the Spanish government grow-
ing out of the Vlrglulus affair, and to
Minister Egan as the outcome of the revo-
lution In Chill. In neither case,, however,
was it necessary for our representatives
to go to the extreme length of their instruc
tlous. If Minister Woodford has been In-

structed to demand his papers his action
will establish a precedent for the future
guidance or the department-Ther- e

is a belief about the State Depart-
ment, whether well founded or not, that
thete is more than the pergonal comfort
of Minister "Woodford's family back of his
'allure to take them with him to Madrid
at the present time.

WHAT WOODFORD WILL DO.

President Suid to Favor Making the
Distractions Public.

It was stated at the State Department
yesterday that President McKInley was
in favor or making public the instructions
to Mr. Woodford. No one could locate the
rumor, but there were some uncharitable
enough to say that the report was in-

tended for consumption in Ohio, where a
bold Cuban stand just now would be a
very popular play-N- o

8tate Department official will, of
course, speak for Mr. McKInley, nor will
any ot them give any explicit reason why
the instructions on so popular a
subject as Cuba have not been
given to the public, even sub-
stantially, to correct public sentiment
and repeated misstatements. A suspicion

has been cast over the whole Spanish
imbroglio by the rumor in circulation yes-
terday that the State Department waa In
no hurry to make Spain respond, but that
on the contrary, the final settlement was
made at Spalns request.

J"udgDay, of course, would uot discuss
these propositions, but he consented to
answer one question. He was asked if
there was any reason why the instructions
should be kept secret.

The department," he said, "does not
think it advisable to give them out at this
time."

So the desire of Mr. McKInley to force
tbe hand of Spain seems to be repressed
by his own State Department. That de-
partment, it is said, is anxious to keep
all things in abeyanco until Coiigressmeets.
