SUICIDE AT ST. ELIZABKTK'.s.

An Ins.iiiie Man Ends IIK Life by
Strangulation.

John O'Donnell, an Inmate at St.
Elizabeth's Insane Asylum, committed sui-

cide yesterday afternoon by hanging u

a IU tie tool shed on the grounds ot
the institution. O'Donnell was a soldier
and was conunittted to the institution last
July as a Government patient from a fort
iu Nebraska, where he had been detailed.

Yesterday about noon he ate his dinner
as uua' a ml start ed outapparently to stroll
upon ttie grounds- - It was about 2 o'ciock
In the afternoon when Foreman Maloney,
who has charge of the laborers on the
place, had occasion to go to the little tool
'ied where some of the rougher imple

menls xirv kept. There, dangling from a
rope attached to one of the lower rafters,
was O'UonneU's dead body. Be had louud
a small piece of rope somewhere about the
ciied and attached one end to one or the
tarter-- . The roof is low, and there was
no room to suspend S3 he had tied
aiuKis-c.-md-

, placing ft around his neck, al-
lowed his weight to rail forward, anddeath
i exulted from strangulation- -

When found his head was not more
i nan three feet from the ground. The
body was not thoroughly cold when dis-

covered, and ttie physicians who examined
it immediate iy after did not think: that
the man had been dead for more than an
hour. Coroner Carr was at once notified,
and, after investigating the circumstances,
gave a certificate of death, with suicide
as the cause.

O'Donnell was thirty-fou- r years of age,
and origlnrtlly came from Troy, N. Y.,
where it was learned late last night that
he lieu some friends residing. An effort
will be made to communicate with them
and advise them of the suicide, but, uuless
they are heard from today, the body will
be interred in cemetery on the aslum
grounds
