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IN HfaHORY OF D8. WHITHAH

Services Held at the First Congre-

gational Church.

Through His Effort.-- the Oregon
Country Was Saved to Till.--, Gov-

ernment A hie Speaker.

A memorial meeting was held at the
First Cougsegatlonal Church, corner of
Tenth and G stieets, last night, in remem-

brance or Dr. Marcus Whitman and wife,
who weie massacred half ,i century ago
today In Oregon. They were American
board mlslonaries and it was said last
night on excellent authoilty that it was
duu to the effort ami wisdom of Dr.
Whitman timt theOiegon country, embrac-
ing what aie now the States of Oregon.
Washington, Idaho, Montana, and Wyo
ml rig, were saved to this Government.

Mr. Justice Brewer, of the Supreme
Court, presided. He said that he wis
but a preface, as It were, to what would
be presented to the audience in three vol-

umes. It was fitting that the fiftieth
anntversciy of the death of Dr. Whitman
should he commemorated, because what he
did was noble and heroic, and because
It bore rich fruitage to this Bepu'jiia
By the common judgment of those who
have studied the subject the credit of
having saved the great Oiegon oouutry
to this Republic must be given to Marcus
Whitman. His service to the Government
was gieatei than that which Secretary
Sewaru did when he concluded Hie pur
chase of Alaska.

Kev. Dr. s. M. Newman, pastor of the
Church, made an address, in which he
explained how the memorial meeting came
to be held. He gave large credit for it to
Prof- - George L. Ueed, of Philadelphia,
who, as a boy, in Cincinnati, was impressed
by Dr. Whitman when the latter returned
from his tide across the continent to ap-

prise the authorities at Washington of
the status of affairs in the far Northwest.
He said that Webster had denounced the
Oregon country, sajing that he would not
vote to appropriate 1 cent to hold that
region. President TylershaTed that opinion
Dr. Whitman won over the Administrat-tio-n,

and in the summer or 1813, with
nearly 1,000 followers, he set out on his
long journey from Westport, Mo., for
Fort Waila-Wall- Three jears later the.
treaty between Great Britain and America
was .signed, giving to the latter the
Oregon countrj by virtue of the right of
settlement.

Gen. 0. 0. Howard was the next speaker.
Mr. Jutlc" Brewer introduced him bj
remaikmg: "You will agree with me
that no one ih better fitted to speak of a
hero than one who is himself a hero."

Gen. Howard narrated the history ot
Whitman. He was born at Bnshville.N. Y ,

in 1802, and was sent to school at Plain-fiel-

Mas0., when he was eight years old
He remained there ten years and then
went lo Fairfield, N. Y., where he com
pletcd his course in medicine. He prac-
ticed mcilcine in Canada for four yjirs
and then returned to his native town. He
would hi ve entered the ministry but for
the dissuasion ot his brothers. In 13J2
the notice of the missionary board was at-
tracted to the far-of- f country ot Oregon
by four riathead Indians, who, aavmg
heard of the Book of God, Trom a trapper,
traveled all the way to the Mississippi
Itiver to get tome facts concerning it.
JoN?n Lee was sent as a missionary in
1834 to teach the Indians out there.

Soon after Dr. Parker and the young
phjsielan Whitman started, but went In
company only so tar as Fort Independence
in the heart of the Becky Mountains.
Theic they disagreed, and Parker con-
tinued westward under the voluntary guid-
ance of a friendly Kez Perces chief. Whit
man leturned to the States for recruits
and later made the trip. It was in Octo-
ber. 1M2, when he heard officers of the
Hudson's Eaj Trading Company make the
boast that the country belonged to Eng-
land, because of the arrival or a hundrd
Canadians. Then "Whitman, not heeding
the season, started for Washington. He
returned v.ith enough people to hold tie
region.

The last speaker was Senator "Wilson, of
Washington. He corrected a ropular error
propagated largely by the last census,
which was that Washington and Oregon
were derived from the Louisiana purc'use.
He gave most credit to Dr. "Whitman. Be
told of the university at "Walla Walla,
founded in bis honor, and said many elo-
quent and generous thing to the honor of
the great missionary.
