EUROPEAN ALLIANCES.

"I lit Aie Many and Humify iti All

A member of one of the Furopean legi-tion- s.

who is thoroughly well informed
on European politics. In conversation
with a reporter for The Times, said last
night with regard to the wisdom of an
alliance between Great Britain and the
United States as far as this count is
concerned

"With the exception of a. very few dis-
patches from Furope, there has been
verv little In the cable news that has
found credence among the least informed
of the diplomatic corps Papers have
puroorted to give polls of the nations
which were rldiculousl wrong and could
find credence onl among the mot Igno-

rant To understand anj expression com-

ing from a European court, it is alwavs
necesar to have before the mind .is
upon the map the alliance relations of
the individual and of all the other na-

tions
"It is us to notice how vastl these

relations have ch mged 111 a ver short
time Ihe treat mutations that have
occurred or have been discovered since
the recent Greek war would change the
treat map of Europe greatly.

"Prior to that unfortunate struggle the
alliance between Germany, Austria and
Ital and the dual alliance between Rus-
sia and Trance were the cogent forces.

"As w heels within these were an alli-
ance betv.esn Prussia and Italy, by which
the latte agreed to confine herself to
strietl defensive warfare in case she be
came involved in a conflict b reason of !

trie triple Alliance. This treaty was con-
cluded b M. de Giers at Monza.

'alien there was the famous secret
tteatv between Russia and German,
which Hismarck exposed in order to force
Russia to break with France.

"England held an alliance with Austria
and Ital regarding operations In the Ot-
toman eirp-r- This was because Eng-
land was compelled, so long as she held
Cjorus, to defend the integrity of the
Ottoman einpiie

"Such was the condition which the
Greek war disturbed It will be interest-
ing to note in the above connection that
Russia also had a secret treaty with Den-
mark to woik for the resto-atio- n of
Schlcswrg-Holstei- n to that kingdom and
to protect Denmark against further ag-
gressions of the Germans

"The Greek war was deliberate! fo-
mented to involve Europe m war. There
were moments prior to and during that
struggle when the peace of Europe trem-
bled The statesmanship that averted a
tremendous struggle evolved new alli-
ances

"'Russia, France and Germany were the
nations with most concern f6r the peace '

of Europe Russia is engaged in devel-
oping her resources and civilizingniriads
of War could hardl be
disastrous to her through defeat but it
could be through loss to her plant.
France desires peace beond all things.
War " ould destroy her new and rich
colonial empire or at least senouslj crip-
ple her plans for its exploitation Ger-man- v

is in much the same condition
"Therefore these powers determined

that there should be peace, and have
formed an alliance which is sufficiently
powetful to command it against an dis-
turber

"In order to make this condition more
ecute a mihtar convention was con-

cluded with Turkey, which by guaran-
teeing to the Sultan absolute safet has
rendered useless and nugatory the obli-
gations of Great Britain under the treaty
of Berlin, to defend the sublime parte
against invasion

"It "111 be noted that when the war
clouds lowered recentlv in the East, the
sultan promptly allowed the czar to send
a portion of his Black Sea lleet through
thoDard melles with for
Port Arthur Great Britain did not con-
sider it exoedient to close the SufM
against him, and, therefore, 'Ihe czar has
row a shorter route to the Orient froma sufficient base of supplies ' than has
Great Britain

"With these alliances the United States
