AMID FLOWERS AND FLAGS

The Seventy-Sevent- h Amtunl Gradu-

ation Ceremonies of the Univer-
sity One of the Mont aieraorahlc in
Its Existence Li.st of Graduate
nnd Honors.

The seventy-sevent-h annual commence-

ment exercises of the different depart-

ments of the Columbian University which

took place last evening at Convention Hall
was an occasion never to be forgotten by
those who were present. This is especially
true of the graduates who, under the
brilliant glow of thousands of

electric lights and a profusion of
national colors and amid the plaudits of
thousands of admiring friends, passed
from the "old college days" to the thresh-

old of a new life to face the realities of
a stern, cold world.
