The Itevivnl of Falconry.
(Krom the Richmond Dispatch.)

What strange fascination men can find
In the old sport of falconry, that cruel
swoop of a flerce monarch of the air on
the track of a bird whose only safety lies
In flight, Is a mystery to those whose
knowledge of the pastime Is limited to
what they have read about It in old books.
Sportsmen who have taken to this method
of capturing game birds declare that this
is the essence of exciting sport. They
argue that the man who goes shooting
with a modern breech-load- may kill
more birds but he has only the satisfac-
tion of knowing that he has trained him-
self to be expert in the killing process,
whllle the falconer has educated one of
the wildest and most unlikely creatures
in existence to obey his will as he directs.
Besides, say the falconers, what is the
shooting of a bird on the wing, com-
pared with the exciting spectacle of a
falcon swooping with lightning-lik- e swif t--

I ness on a partridge that Is speeding for
all Its wings are worth to get away.

natever its opponents may say, cer-
tain It is that the sport of falconry, the
noble old sport that has been sung about
by ancient poets and pictured on number-
less canvases by famous painters. Is be-
coming a fashionable country pastime,
whose followers are as enthusiastic over
their favorite amusement as ever was
a golf crank or yachting fiend- - It is
essentially a cruel sport, but no sport
that has for Its ultimate object the kill- -
ing of a bird or animal can be considered
humane, and the death of the quarry by
the talons of the hawk is probably as
painless an end as being killed by a
rifle shot.

I lakes place with a half" dozen or more
hawks, carried on the cadge, a wooden

the Hold. The birds are hooded. The
hoods are of silver, and the tuft enables
the owner to reacllly single out his bird

' from others. Yhen the moment for ac-- i
tlon comes, tlie falcon is taken from the
cage and carried on the gloved hand of

j the falconer, ready-t- o be freed at any in-

stant for the flight after the game. When
j the covey is reached the falcon Is re- -
j Ueved of its swivel, hood and leash, and

released. She will dart up In the air and
wait there until the quarry Is sighted,
circling round and round the spot where
she has been released. When it is seen
that the falcon is ready, a rush Is made
by the falconers and the dogs that

the party to the spot where the
covey of partridges has heen located.

Up rise the frightened birds, and, see-
ing their enemy, the falcon, waiting to

j seize them above, while unknown dangers
confront them below, the birds wing their
way forward, bent on escaptlng. It must
be a fast-flyi- ng partridge that can out-
strip the falcon In a race. The old and
crafty birds of the covey know this well,
end their tactics arev to -- head for the

j densest bushes and seek safety In con-
cealment. "The falcon, with a similarly
active instinct, singles-- out. a young bird

i that has sense enough only to fly blindly
j on in hope of Us wings saving it from the
i falcon's foDt. It is usually a short race.

With a swoop that the falconer, who is
an enthusiast, watches and admires as
the angler does the expert's cast of a
line, or the yachting man the swift sweep
of a boat in a race, the hawk is down on
the partridge, picking it up with her foot,
and carrying It off to a place of safety,
where it caa gorge at ease on the prize.

Sometimest as a reward for clever work,
the falcon Is allowed to continue its meal,'
but if other .wgrlc. Is. required of it, the
dead bird is added to the bag of the par-
ty, and the hunt is resumed.

'When the next covey is reachsd, an-
other bird is allowed'fo show his prowess.
Rarely will a bird kill npre than one
bird out of a covey, a point that the
falconers use, In answering their critics,
7vho assert that the sport is a cruel one.
;for say the falconers: "We get a great
'deal more sport than the man who shoots
bird3. with less killing than he considersnecessary to a successful day."

New York, June 25. Henry Clqws, In

I future, to sustain a. sharp shaking up
s.ucH as a xoreign war is apt to lnmct.
Such an event starts Inquiry as to what
are the national resources, what use has
been made of them, what has been neg-
lected and what is within reach.

"This sort of national survey has re-
vealed to us a way to new openings forour commerce; It has discovered to us
our rank and standlnrir amomr the nations.

, and surprised us by its demonstration of
) our power to command the deference and
' respect of the world's greatest powers. It
j has uncovered to us a greater future in

the world's competition for international
trade, which is the one thine the coun
try most vitally needs, and the absence of
which has cost grave forebodings over
the prospects of our In-
dustries. It has also created the occa-
sion for offers of with the
world's foremost commercial power in the
promotion of a policy f peacetul access to
the commerce of all nations and for the
defeat of the policy that would subject
international iraue to military nictation
and monopoly. These are among the
things that the war already offers us as
its rewards, and it is not surprising that,

j the spirit of the people is becoming more

"The following is an extract from a let-
ter which I recently received from an In-

fluential member of Parliament represent-
ing one of Great Britnln's largest cities,
which speaks for itself:

" 'Just a line to say that I do not agree
with your circular letter, which I have
Just read, where you suggest that the
Philippines should be given back to Spain
for Cuba. I hope you will keep the Phil-
ippines. It is time your peoiile began to
do some work in the world outsldo your
own country. You will have to do It
eventually and you may as well begin
now as wait. I am afraid it will not be
many years until we have to do some
joint account fighting with continental
countries for possession of the parts of
the world which are misgoverned at pres-
ent.

"The following Is my reply thereto:
" 'I have your esteemed letter of the

10th instant, and your views about the
retention of the Philippines aro getting to
be a growing feeling here. The position
which your country has taken in sympa-
thy with our own has revolutionized the
feeling of the people of this nation. It Is
a common thing In theaters and large as-
semblages where they have bands of mu-
sic, after playing the "Star Spangled Ban-
ner" to tune up "God Save the Queen,"
and the enthusiasm 13 almost as great for
the queen as it Is for the President of the
United States. I have in my office the
English flag by the side of the Stars and
Stripes, and It is no unusual thing now
to see the Union Jack unfurled to the
breeze in different parts of the city. AH
this represents an unmistakable desire
that the English-speakin- g race should
stand more unitedly together hereafter
That union means the domination of the
world and peace, prosperity and civiliza-
tion to mankind.' "

SOUTH AFBICA.

Ivlplliiffs ChurncteriHtic Descrip-
tion of the Bourn.

By virtue of his recent visit to
South Africa Rudyard Kipling was
the honored guest of the Anglo-Africa- n

Writers' Club, at their dinner,
writes the London correspondent of the
Montreal Herald. Rider Haggard, who
presided, Introduced his brother novelist
in a speech of graceful and candid praise.
He said that such men as Kipling are
the watchmen of the empire. If we are
plunged into war, then it is that we shall
see the advantage of Kipling; then will
our Kipllngs give us backbone, and ex-

cite the patriotism of the nation. "He
has communed with the very spirit of our
race: in future his name will be one of
the few inscribed in living letters on the
books of his generation."

Mr. Kipling, who Is a modest man, hur-
ried through a few words of acknowledg-
ment and depreciation, and then plunged
into the heart of his speech, it was all
about South Africa, and the problems
which offered there. He went with open
eyes, and he gave his hearers, as men
who know more about It than he does,
the result of his observations and the
effect of his views.

"it seems to me," he said, "that of all
the strong men who are building up our
empire, there are none who need our help
and sympathy and understanding more
than the men who are carrying out our
work in our Africa. You must take my
thoughts as the disconnected maunder-Ing- s

of a casual traveler but here they
are. It seems to' me that those men have
to deal with a --very large amount of
primitive and agricultural simplicity,
which simplicity objects to all things
which we understand as the elementary
rudiments of civilization -

"It objected to the simplest precautions
against the spread of disease among
sheep. That was inqultlous. It objected
emphatically to all measures for the sup-
pression of rindepest. That was wicked.
It objected more or less to everything
which would develop the country to rail-
ways and to roads (0 of all kinds. That"was

What It was posterity will never know.
The meeting attached a capital "R" to
the "roads," and an entirely different
spelling, and burst into a shout of laugh-
ter. Mr. Kipling's tnoralizatlon was
drowned.

"It objected also," Ir. Kipling con-
tinued, "to little things like compulsory
education and compulsory inoculation,
and it founded a political party to give
effect to its views. That party I found to
be the most real, lively and aggressive
thing in our Africa as I saw it. I saw
nothing more pathetic than the program
of progress laid down, unless it was the
howl of protest with which that very
modest program was greeted. There, it
seemed to me. was the difficulty on the
very threshold of a new land.

"Behind that state was another, and In
it was a city armed to the teeth a city
divorced from all considerations of busi-
ness, a city rotten through and through,
with every old, worn out effete notion
of continental policy and continental
hush money and thc'IIke hopelessly inept
and crippled, except for the efforts of
energetic men in its midst. We created
that state. We are responsible for It. We
made it; we financed it; we supplied it
with men.

"I have never seen whltejnen squashed
before, but r saw fh'ern there. Boers were
riding through tho streets armed to the
teeth. It was a peculiarly sickeningsight.
There sticks in my .memory one dinner
in Johannesburg, given to me by white
men who daren't speak tlieir minds be-
cause they were spied on. I was chucked
back Into the methods or three hundred
years ago to see how T liked it and I
didn't."

Mr. Kipling went tin to explain that
when one has been Lord Almighty over
ten square miles of earth It Is not "plea-
sant to be hustled by white men, who say.
"What's on your farm and what's under-
neath It, and what will you taka-fo- r It?"

"Upon my word," he said, "you cannot
blame them for hating- - the "White "man.
The land belongs to them; but unfortu-
nately no man and no race can keep a
land he cannot develop, sooner or later

the energetic man comes and offers a
mortgage. Presently the 'mortgage is
foreclosed, and then tho first owner calls
heaven and earth to &ltjiiis that his suc-
cessor la a liar and a "swindler and a
thief. So wo must be careful. We are
tho elder brother among tho nations. We
cannot afford to do the Irjffigs-- that others
do. If we are impatiqnt, hot headed and
whack people on the head, there Is a sort
of feeling In the world nhat, being the
older brother. It Is vry Jacked of us.

"It seems to me that dt Is our duty to
be infinitely patient, because the came
we are playing Is game. The
most enorgeWc race 5a coming down
chock-a-bloc- k on the weaker. Tho
weaker race Is 'being turntfJ under, and
that Is never a pleasant operation for
those who are being turned, Our busi-
ness, It seems to me, is to teach thm
by example and iby precept how to de-
velop the country. It Is no use getting
angry. Our people have to live with
them. The colonials and the Dutch arc
married and Intermaried. until you can
hardly toll where one leaves' off and the
other begins. There is a dream of a
Dutch republic, and it seems to me that
there is room enough in the land for
botfh always under the ideals of the
white. There .is no romance about it.
It Is plain business of 'sit down and
work. " Mr. Kipling suggested more
railroads and more towns as a means of
putting life into the sterile land.

Speaking . gain of the Transvaal, h sail
we had let tho thing go On much too
long. "They consider themselves our
masters and our bosses; that is what
they believe in tho Transvaal to this
day. We have allowed them to put back
the clock throughout the whple pf South
Africa, and make a festering sore, whose'
Influence for evil. If the sore were wiped
out tomorrow, would last for ten years.
"It would not be desirable, I think, to
claim our rights by force. But when I
was there it ncemed to me that, misled
by various offers of ' continental help, it
was just possible that they might rise
and cause trouble.
