The War late yesterday af-
ternoon received the following cable dis-
patch from Gen. Shafter, via Haiti, giving
a complete account of the landing of tho
troops:

Playa del Este (via Haiti).
"June 23, 1S9S.

"Adjutant General, U. S. Army,
D. C.

"Had very fair voyage. Loss less than
fifty animals, six or eight today. Lost
more putting through the surf to
than on transports. Command as healthy
as when we left. Landings difficult. Coast
quite similar to that in vicinity of San
Francisco and covered with dense bushes.
Landing at Daiquiri unopposed. All
points occupied by Spanish troops heavily
bombaided by navy to clear them out.
Sent troops toward Santiago and occupied
Juragura City, a naturally strong place.
This morning Spanish troops retreating
as soon as our advance was known. Had
no mounted troops or could have cap-
tured them, about COO all told. Railroad
from there; have cars and engines in pos-
session. With assistance of navy disem-
barked G,000 men yesterday and as many
more today.
"Will get all troops off tomorrow, includ-

ing light artillery and greater portion of
pack "train, probably all of it with some
of the wagons; animals have to be jumped
to the water and towed ashore.

"Had consultation with Gens. Garcia,
Roder and Castillo, 1 p. m., of the 20th,
twenty miles west of Santiago. These
officers were of the opinion
that landing should be made east of San-
tiago. I had come to the same conclusion.
Gen. Garcia promises to join me at Jura-
gura City tomorrow with between 3,000

and 4,000 men, who will be brought from
west of Santiago, by ships of the navy,
to Juragura City and there
This will give me between 4,000 and 5,000
Cubans and leave 1,000 under Gen. Rabi
to threaten Santiago from the west. Gen.
Kent's division is being this
afternoon at Juragura City and will be
continued during the night. The assist-
ance of the Navy has been of the great-
est benefit and given.
Without them I have landed in
ten days, and,, perhaps, not at all, as I
believe I should have lost so many boats
In the surf.

Communication From SnittinKO to
Mole St. XIchoIriK.

Gen .Greely, chief of the signal ser-
vice of the Army, received a message
from Col. Allen, who has cnarge of the
signal works off Santiago, yes-
terday, stating that the cable is now
working all the way from Santiago to
Mole St. Nicholas.

The first dispatch over the repaired
cable was sent to Col. Allen by one of
the French telegraphers at Santiago yes-
terday morning:

Col. Allea Immediately notified Gen.
Greely, who cabled a repiy. The work of
repairing the cable was conducted by Col.
Allen, and every message that leaves the
beleaquered city of Santiago will be cen-
sored by Col. Allen, acting for the Ameri-
can Government. He yvill cause all such
dibpatches to be Interrupted at the Plaj'a-d- el

Este station, and if satisfactory, they
will be allowed to be sent on to Mole
St. Nicholas

The cable was repaired In view of the
early occupation of the city by Gen.
Shafter and his army, when he will be
able to cable direct from Santiago to the
White House War Room and to the War
Department.
