The President Writes Messages

in Their Behalf.

HOBSON, POWELL, NEWC03IB

The Hero of the Merrimnc to Be
Trmixfcrrod to the Line uiul Pro-ntot- ctl

Cailet INnvell Promoted
lo Be BiihlKii Intent. Xeivcomh anil
HIm Crew to Receive MciIqIn of
Honor-Ca- jif. IIoiIknoh Retired.

Three heroes of the war, Richmond
P. HohFon, Joseph W. Powell and Frank
JL Newcomb, were honored yesterday by
three Individual messages from the Pres-
ident, wherein it was recommended that
(their distinguished services be recognized
by promotion and the thanks of Congress.
.One message was to the Senate'and the

other two" were addressed to Congress.
They are as follows:

Executive Mansion,
"Washington, June '21, 1S3S.

To the Senate of the United States:
I nominate Naval Cadet Joseph W. Pow-cj- ll

to be advanced two numbers under theprovisions of section 15CC o the Revised
Statutes and to be an ensign in the Navy,
for extraordinary heroism while In

Vge of the steam launch which accom-
panied the collier Merrlmac for the pur-
pose of rescuing her gallant force whenthat vessel was. under the command of
2Cs.val Constructor Hobson, run into the
mouth of the harbor of Santiago, Cuba, on
tne to inM,, and aexterously sunk In thechannel. william. Mckinley.
To .the Congress of the United States:

On the morning of the 3d of June, 1S9S,
Assistant Naval Constructor RichmondP. Hobson, United States Navy, with a
volunteer crew of seven men, in charge
of the partially dismantled collier Mer-
rlmac. entered the fortified harbor of San-1-

Cuba, for the purpose of sinking
1he collier In the narrowest portion ofthe channel, and thus interposing a seri-
ous obstacle to the egress of the Spanish
fleet which had recently entered thatharbor. This enterprise, demanding cool-
ness, judgment and bravery amounting to
heroism, was carried Into successful ex-
ecution in the face of a persistent fire
from the hostile fleet as well as from the
formications on shore.

Roar Admiral Sampson, commander-in-eblp- f
of our naval force in Cuban waters,

.In an official report, dated "Off Santiago
de Cuba. June 3, 1S0S," and addressed to
the Secretary of the Navy, referring to
Mr. Hobson's gallant exploit, says:

"As stated In a recent telegram, before
osmlng here 1 decided to make the har-
bor entrance secure against the possibil-
ity of egress of the Spanish ships by ob-
structing the narrow part of the entranceby sinking a collier at that point. Upon
calling Tjpon Mr. Hobson for his profes-
sional opinion as to a sure method of
sinking the ship, he manifested a mopt
lively Interest in the problem. After sev-
eral days' consideration, he presented a
solution which he considered would In-
sure the Immediate sinking of the ship
when-sh- e had reached the desired point
In the channel. The plan con-
templated a crew of only seven men
and "Mr. Hobson, who begged that itmight be intrusted to him.

"As soon as I reached Santiago and had
the collier to work upon, the details were
commenced and diligently prosecuted,
hoping to complete them in one day, as
the moon and tide served best the" first
jright after our arrival. Notwithstanding
every effort, the hour of 4 o'clock in the
morning arrived and the preparations
were scarcely completed. After a careful
inspection of the final preparations I was
forced to relinquish the plan for thatmfrning as dawn was breaking. Mr.
Hobson begged to try It at all hazards.

"JThls morning proved more "propitious,
as a prompt start could be made. Noth-
ing could have been more gallantly exe-cwt- ...

A careful inspection of the
harbor from this ship showed that the
Mdrrimac had ln sunk in the channel.

""I cannot myself too earnestly express
MS' appreciation of the conduct of Mr.
HSbsen and his gallant crew. I venture
to say that a more brave and daring
thing has not been done since Cushing
blew up the Albemarle."

The members of the crew who were with
Mr. Hofeson on this occasion have already
been rewarded for their services by ad-
vancement which, under the provisions of
law and regulations, the Secretary of theNavy was authorized to make; and the
nomination to the Senate of Naval CadetPowell, who, in a steam launch, followed
the Merrlmac on her perilous trip for the
nriKse of rescuing her force after thesinking of that vessel, to be advanced in
rank and to the erode of ensign, has
been prepared and will be submitted.

Cushing, with whose gallant act inblowing un the ram Albemarle during the
civil war Admiral Sampson compares
Mr. Hobson's sinking of the Merrlmac.
received the thante of Congress upon
recommendation of the President, byname, and was in consequence, under theprevisions of section 150S of the RevisedStatutes, advanced one grade, such ad-
vancement embracing fifty-si- x numbersThe section cited applies, however toline officers only, and Mr. Hobson. beinga member of the staff of the Navy, couldnot under Its provisions be so advancedIn considering the question of suitablyrewarding Assistant Naval ConstructorHobson for his valiant conduct on theoccasion referred to. I have deemed Itproper to address this message to you
with the recommendation that he receivethe thanks of Congress; and, furtherthat he be transferred to the line of theNavy, and promoted to such position
therein as the President, bj and with theadvice and consent of the Senate, may
determine. Mr. Hobson's transfer from
the construction corps to the line Is ful-
ly warranted, he having received thenecessary technical training as a gradu-
ate of the Naval Academy, where he
stood number one In his class; and such
action Js recommended, partly in defer-
ence to what is understood to be his own
desire, although he being now a prison-
er in the hands of the enemy, no direct
communication on the subject has been
received from him, and partly for thereason that the abilities displayed by
him at Santiago are of such a character
as to indicate especial fitness for the du-
ties of Vie line.

To the Congress of the United States:
On the 11th day of May, 1JSS, there oc-

curred a conflict in the Bay of Cardenas.
Cuba, in which the naval torpedo boat
Window was disabled, her commander
wounded, and one of her officers and a
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part of her crew killed by the enemy's
Sri

In the face of a most galling firefrom
the enemy's guns the revenue cutter Hud-
son, commanded by First Lieut Frank
H. Newcomb, United States Revenue
Cutter Se.rvlce. rescued the disabled
WInslow, her wounded commander and
remaining crew. The commander of the
Hudson kept his vessel In the very hot-
test fire of the action, although in con-
stant danger of going ashore on account
of the shallow Rater, until he finally got
a lino made fast to the WInslow and tow-
ed that vessel out of range of the enemy's
guns, a deed of special gallantry..

I recommend that, in recognition of
the signal act of heroism of First Lieut.
Frank H. Newcomb, United States Reve-
nue Cutter Service, above set forth, the
thanks of Congress be extended to him
and to his officers and men of the Hud-
son, and that a gold medal of honor be
presented to Lieut. Newcomb; a "silver
medal of honor to each of his officers,
and a bronze medal of honor to each
member of his crew who served with him
at Cardenas.

It will be remembered that Congress,
by appropriate action, recognized the
several commanders of ships of war for
their service In the battle of Manila, May,

The commander of the revenue cutter
Hugh McCulIoch, present and in active

with the fleet under Com-
modore Dewy on that momentous occa-
sion (by executive order under the pro-
visions of section 2757, Revised Statues),
Is the only commander of a national ship
to whom promotion or advancement was
not and could not be g;iven because he
already held the highest rank known to
the Revenue Cutter Service.

I now recommend that, in recognition
of the efficient and meritorious services
of Capt. Daniel B. Hodgsdon, U. S. Rev-
enue Cutter Service, who commanded the
Hugh McCulIoch at the battle of Ma-
nila (that officer being now in the sixty-thir-d

year of his age, and having served
continuously on active duty for thirty-seve- n

years), be placed upon the perma-
nent waiting orders or retired list of the
Revenue Cutter Service on the full duty
pay of his grade.

TAX ON STOCK CERTIFICATES.

The Question n to "Original Issue"
Held Under Advisement.

The Bureau of Internal Revenue has
seen fit to withdraw and reconsider the
decision which was given out Saturday
relating to the stamp tax on stock cer-

tificates. The question as to what certifi-

cates of stocks are to be regarded as
"original Issues" within the meaning of
the first clause of schedule A Js held un-

der advisement by the commissioner and
the final decision will be promulgated
prior to the 20th instant.

It was thouiatural desire of the Depart-
ment to construe this section of the law
In such a manner as to bring the largest
returns of revenue, but it Is believed that
the decision is untenable, and the Depart-
ment will likely recede from Its position
in the new decision. Decisions covering
some of the minor questions raited by the
new revenue act were made by the law
division of the Bureau of Internal Reve-
nue yesterday as follows:

In the matter of the tax on customs
brokers It was' held that these brokers
afe required to pay a special tax of ?10

and to take out the regular stamp for
each place of business when they have of-
fices in the different cities. It is held
that the first clause of Section 3231 R. S.
applies to every business for which

tax is required to be paid wheth-
er under old laws or under the new reve-
nue bilL

Leaf tobacco brokers who buy for deal-
ers and manufacturers and brokerage for
commission are required to pay the
special tax as commercial brokers.

Inquiry was made of the bureau as to
the method of computing the tax on for-
eign bills of exchange, as to whether the
rate of exchange should be computed at
par or at the rate prevailing on the day
on which the bill of exchange is drawn,
there often being a slight difference be-
tween the two. It held that until a
change of rule, stamp taxes due on for-
eign bills of exchange may be reckoned
at the par of exchange, according to the
country.

An important rule made yesterday was
that affecting the withdrawal of deposits
from savings banks, which, is usually
done simply on a depositors pass-book- s.

The bureau holds that a stamp is not re-
quired in the case of payment made by a
savings bank to the depositor simply on
his pass-boo- k, where nothing in the form
of a check or order for a payment of
money is drawn. Memorandum checks
given by clearing houses in its daily set-
tlement of balances with the different
banks, if these checks are "issued" with-
in the meaning of the act of June 13, are
required to be stamped.

Warehouse receipts Issued for whisky,
in bond are subject to a stamp tax. An
important decision affecting Importers
will be rendered today by the customs di-

vision. This relates to the payment of
the Internal revenue taxes on articles im-
ported which are liable to the stamp tax
when exposed for sale. The department
will probably hold that the Importer
stands on the same footing with the lo- -.

mestlc manufacturer, in that the goods
imported are not liable to payment of the
tax until they are exposed for sale.

The officials at the bureau felt conf-
ident yesterday that enough stamps will
have been sent out by July 1 to supply
fully the demands made upon the col-

lectors of Internal revenue, and that
while It Is possible these stamps may not
be In the hands of the people, they will
be where the people can get them by ap-
plying for them. Reports from collectors
indicate that many banks and private in-

stitutions are coming forward to the re-

lief of the Government and will place the
stamps on sale In small quantities. There
will be plenty of stamps unless the de-

mand far exceeds the expectation. Some
15,000,000 stamps were shipped yesterday.

Another very interesting point which
will come up at the Bureau of Internal
Revenue within a few days for a decision
Is that regarding the "tax on telegrams of
newspapers. More dispatches are sent on
newspaper business than on any other
business In the country. Dispatches from
one town to another are usually sent by
making a separate dispatch of each single
item. It is a question whether matter
sent to a paper will be regarded as one
continuous dispatch or each item as a
different dispatch, and whether the pay-
ment of the taxes on each separate dis-
patch can be avoided by the correspond-
ent filing all his Items In the form of one
continuous dispatch. A ruling will prob-
ably be made on this within a few days.

TELEPHONE SATES HEDTJCED.

Bill Passed Yesterdny Fixes ilie
Rate at Fifty Dollars.

In the District appropriations bill as
finally agreed upon in conference and as
It will become a law Is a provision re-

ducing the charges for telephone service.
To the section authorizing the commis-

sioners to issue permits for the construc-
tion of overhead telephone lines outside
the fire limits by any Individual telephone
company or corporation the following is
attached:

"Provided that from and after the pas-
sage of this act it shall be unlawful for
any person or any telephone company do-
ing business in the District of Columbia
to charge or receive more than $50 per
annum for the use of each telephone on
a separate wire; $10 for each telephone,
there being not more than two on a wire;
530 for each telephone there being not
more than three on a wire and ?25 for
each telephone, there being four or more
on the same wire."

Lajs of Camp Alger.

Camp Alger was an uncomfortable place
yesterday.

And yet the poor rookies who had en-

listed to fight the Spaniards were com-

pelled to fight themselves all day; to hum-

bly obey the ordets yelled by the officers.
It was a dull, dead day, and was the

deader for the absence of half a dozen
regiments on practice marches and sham
fights. The Second Brigade left camp
at 6 a. m. and made a splendid appear-
ance as they marched out In heavy or-

der. The Sixth Massachusetts put up an
especially good showing In their brown
suits and high-point- campaign hats.

A close guard was. stationed over the
camps of the Second Brigade and the
day was one of misery for the sentinels
and corporals. No one was allowed in or
out of the lines without being held by
the sentry and examined by the cor-

poral. Probably CC0 people were held up
in this manner during the day and many
of them returned home with an unpleas- -'

ant opinion of Camp Alger.
Many of the boys were overcome by

heat yesterday. The air was too hot to
breathe and not even an apology for a
breeze showed up until sunset. The
troops on the march fared much better,
as few of them were sent back 'and all
reached the river safely.

Whole companies were granted leave to
go for baths at the pools near camp
during the afternoon, while the rest of
the drilled troops lay around quarters
and howled for anything cool. The new
recruits were drilled pretty steadily all
through the day, and if they enjoyed it
they were not inclined to show it.

Another volunteer died yesterday. He
was Private Warren, of Company II,
Sixth Massachusetts. He had been ill
for some time with typhoid fever, and
was removed to Fort Myer hospital last
week, where he- died. The body will be
sent to his home, in Stoneham, Mass.

Measles are having a run In camp, and
nearly every- - regiment has a number
of cases at the hospital. Seven cases
were sent to the Division Hospital yester-
day from the Fourth Missouri. The
patients are Privates J. W King, of Com-
pany D; A. L. Pilburn, of Company D;
J. W. Glunt, of Company H; W. E. Scott,
of Company ; John Noblet, of Company
B, and Walter Hallburton, of Company A.

Gen. Gobln began ""his brigade parades
last night, and in place of the usual
regimental dress parade the Twelfth,
Eighth and Thirteenth Pennsylvania
regiments, which compose the Third
Brigade, were Inspected in a bodv. The
troops made a splendid appearance and
were applauded by the spectators. Many
of the officers from other regiments at-
tended the inspection, which Is a iruch
better method of lining up the troops
than the usual dress parade.

The first field court-marti- al held in the
volunteer service met yesterday after-
noon at Second Division headquarters to
try Lieut. Ames and Private Hodges, of
the Seventh Illinois, and Private Geb-har- t,

STOCK MARKET ACTIVE

Manipulations Largely Confined to
the Industrial Stocks.

Neither ProgrrcKN of IIONtilitied Xor
General OntHide Situntlon Great-

ly Affects TrniiHiictloiiH.

Xew York, June 27. The opening of the
last week of the fiscal year brought no
Increase of activity to the dealings on
the stock exchange. In the standard
stocks there were a number of Irregular
and generally limited movements, and
the day's active manipulation was large-
ly confined to the industrials.

Neither the progress of hostilities nor-th-

general outside situation afforded
many striking incidents. It is highly
probable that at any moment there may
come the Intelligence of a decisive battle
before Santiago, and while-n-o apprehen-
sions are entertained as to the outcome
of the fighting, speculative sentiment Is
naturally concerned with the extent of
the casualties and the general cost of
the victory.

In the outside situation there was to
be noted a slight hardening of the money
market, which waa to be expected in
view of the contraction Incidental to Fri-
day's large disbursements and the pop-
ular subscribing to the Government loan.
Otherwise the day's occurrences of finan-
cial Interest were limited to traffic returns
and the advices relating to the growing
crops. In the main these were satisfac-
tory, but against their normal effect
there was the authoritative statement
that the recent report in regard to
the settlement of the Northwestern rate
war was decidedly premature.

The industrial stocks, like American
Tobacco, Spirits and Rubber, together
with Sugar Refining, the Leather shares
and People's Gas, furnished a large pro-
portion of the day's transactions. Else-
where the dealings were heaviest in Rap-
id Transit, Union Pacific, Northern Pa-
cific and the grangers. In standard
stocks declines averaging per cent
were common.

The close was uncertain and fairly ac-
tive.

The dullness of the last week or more
was pronounced yesterday in the New-Yor-

stock market. There was no dis-
position to buy anywhere- and not much
to sell. Everybody In. the-stre- Is wait-
ing for good news of victory, and de-

cisive victory, too, before he will embark
on any new speculative ventures. The
story has been told several times hereto-
fore in this column, and there is noth-
ing new in the situation. Prices are high,
especially In the grangers. War Is on and
victory has been discounted in the mar-

ket. There has been some decline from
the highest prices, but still there are
many that think the market high enough.
In face of this there comes no news from
the front of decit-lv- victory for tho
American arms. The one new factor in
the situation yesterday was the official
announcement by the Navy Department
that the fleet Intended for Spanish waters
is now forming and soon will be on its
way across the Atlantic. This fleet, while
its "mission seemingly promises a speedy
ending of the war, cannot but be looked
on by the street as a disquieting element
In the situation. There are possibilities
in the sailing of an American fleet to
European watera that one cannot fall to
think seriously of. There are possibilities
of international complications that per-

haps have not been present in equal
measure in any move to the present time.
And so themarket was dull and not strong
yesterday. The promise for the future
continues to be excellent. Without doubt
the large chances are that the sailing of
Commodore Watson and his battleships
will hasten the ending of the war. Shat-
ter Is now at the gates of Santiago. The
city will almost surely fall within the
week. With Santiago will go Cervera and
his ships, the second section of the Span-

ish navy: It is noticeable, too.that the
talk of peace is almost constant In Eu-
rope for the last three or four days.
European nations are" anxious for peace,
and probably will not wait many weeks
longer for Spain to give up. There should
be a good advance when Santiago falls.
I am not one of those, however, who be-

lieve that there will be any tremendous
boom in the market. I do not expect
twenty points rise even when Spain
gives up.

The grangers were weak yesterday and
others of the railroads followed them.
The grangers are in the best position of
tie railroads and the general public can-

not make itself sec profits In buying oth-

er stocks when they are weak. There Is

a large section of the speculative public
that believes the grangers are too high at
present for any bull campaign. Their
price now is such as usually is arrived at
only at the end of a long and successful
bull movement.

Tobacco and Sugar were both strong
yesterday despite the lax condition of the
remainder of the market. The reasons
are not easily seen- - The prospect of Ha-
waiian annexation is as fine as It has
been at any time. There is no doubt
whatever that within a few days Hawaii
will be American territory. It has been
the theory that Sugar would go down as
the prospects of annexation grew bright-
er. Sugar had a tumble last week of sev-
eral points and perhaps the rally yester-
day is only the natural recovery.

The earnings of the Louisville and
Nashville for the third week of June In-

creased ?21,000. The earnings of the Mis-
souri, Kansas and Texas for the same
period increased 52,000.

People's Gas was sold yesterday on the
rumors that there is to be another suit
against the company. The talk of a suit
is generally put down by Ihe street as
largely newspaper fake. It was noticea-
ble that several of the insiders of Gas
bought the stock on the down grade. It
is thought by some that the insiders are
putting opt the story of the suit for the
express purpose of setting the price down
for advantageous buying.

There Is a tendency evident in some
quarters to buy the low priced stocks
again instead of the grangers and others
that have had all the recent advance.
This was somewhat noticeable yesterday.
Northern Pacific stocks were strong. Un
