The District of Columbia had full
swing In the House yesterday and the the
bills reported from the District Committee
were disposed of in rapid succession until

andthe measure for acquirement of the Great
Falls water power was reached.

Strong opposition was manifested. In no
fact it was made apparent as soon as the
bill was taken up that it could not pass
at this session at least.

The lirst bill called up by Chairman
"Babcock was that for the extension of
Eleventh Street northwest. It passed
with the amendments previously adopted the
limiting the appropriation to $1,000, and the

retaining la Congress the power to revise 4o
and reject all condemnation proceedings.

The bill for the prevention of smoke in
the Dlbtrict of Columbia was taken up.

It provides that on and after six months to
from the passage of the act the emis-

sion of dense white, black or gray
smoke from any smokestack or chimney,
uted in connection with any stationary

in
engine, steam boiler or furnace of any
description within the District hhnll be
deemed a nuisance, and the Commission-
ers are required to suppress it.

Mr. Dalzell wanted some information as
to the bill.

Mr. Curtis replied that there had been
a great deal of complaint in the city of to
injury done by black smoke from soft
coal. The committee had ascertained
that nearly all the cities of the Union
have such ordinances on the same lines
as the pending bill. The bill was passed.

The resolution authorizing the Commis-

sioners to set apart spaces on B Street
northwest, between Seventh and Thir-
teenth streets, for the sale of country
produce raised by the tellers was taken
up.

The resolution was recommended by

the District Commissioners who stated
in their communication that the receipts
from the charges provided for would
cover all expenses for watchmen, etc.

The resolution was passed.
The bill for the felief of FInetta Nalle

was taken and passed up. It releases the
Government's inteiest In certain lots in
the District.

The Senate bill for the relief of Michael
McNulty was passed. Mr. Jenkins ex-

plained that McNulty had purchased cer-

tain real estate in the District before
acquiring citizenship in the United States.
The bill relieved the property of the
cloud Imposed by the law prohibiting
aliens from owning real estate in the
District.

The Senate bill to extend Rhode Island
Avenue from Florida Avenue to LeDrolt
Avenue was nextUaken up. It appropri-
ates J50.000 to pay the awanj ind provides
that all of the expense should be paid out
of the revenues of the --District.

The House went into Committee of the
Whole.

Mr. Babcock explained that the only ob-

struction to Rhode Island Avenue was
near I,eDrolt Park. It would require the
condemnation of S1.440 feet of ground to
open the avenue entirely through to sub-
divided lands. The appropriation had
been reduced from $73,000 to $50,000.

A letter from the commissioners recom-
mending the legislation was read. They
stated that the opening could be effected
only by condemnation and estimated the
COst of the proposed improvement at $S1- ,-

no.
Mr. Dockery said he was not at all sur

prised at the appearance of this bill. He
gave notice that he would stand alone, if
nwossary, it defending the integrity of
the District revenues. He added that the
owner of the land to be condemned called
on him (Dockery) the other day and
asked his support for the bill. He was
opposHi to further depleting the District
treasury at this time. He said Congress
had already appropriated a total of $930.-0-

for the northwest section of the city;
that including the estimated cost of the
opening of Eleventh Street the total
would far excoed Jl.OW.OOO.

Mr. Babcock replied that some of these
expenditures in fact, most of them came
from the Appropriations Committee and
not from the District Committee.

Mr. Dockery replied that the commis-
sioners estimated the cost of opening
Rhode Island Avenue at SS1.440, yet the
committee proposed an appropriation of
only 550,000, well knowing that the latter
would not cover the cost. He Insisted
that the time had come to call a halt on
these appropriations, else the District
surplus would vanish. Mr. Dockery sug-
gested that the wholo subject go over'
until the next session of Congress, thn
to be taken up for careful consideration.

Mr. Cannon called attention to the fact
that a Senate amendment In the deficiency
bill appropriates $230,000 to pay for land
condemned to widen streets to reach the
proposed new bridge over Rock Creek at
Connecticut Avenue. He asked Mr. Bab-
cock if he would insist upon the House
accepting that amendment.

Mr. Babcock answered that he would,
as the money ought to be appropriated
and expended.

Mr. Cannon added that in view of all
the expenditures authorized from the
District revenues the Rhode Island Ave-
nue bill had better go over until next
session. Otherwise, he said, the District
will fi nd its surplus gone, and will be
forced to borrow money. Mr. Babcock
replied that the Connecticut and Massa-
chusetts Avenue bridges were authorized
by the Appropriations Committee. If, he
continued, Messrs. Dockery and Cannon
were bent on opposing the pending bill,
they could raise the point of no quprum;
that he (Babcock) would be powerless
and in the face of such opposition, he
would withdraw the bill. He was wil-

ling to leave the question to the judgment
of the House. If the majority thought
the bill ought to go over he would ac-

quiesce.
Messrs. Dockery and Cannon continued

to protest against further calls upon the
District surplus, sas'ing it would be ex-

hausted at the rate proposed. Mr. Bab-
cock, by way of response, asserted that
the tax collections of the District could
be largely increased. He said "there
were millions and millions dollars' worth
of personal property that escaped taxa-
tion entirely."

Ho said the District had not needed
the money and neither had it Been col-

lected by taxation; that the collection
supplied all the revenue Congress would
expend.

This assertion seemed to surprise Mr.
Dockery, who suggested that there
must have been great dereliction on the
part of the District officials Mr. Bab-
cock called on Mr. Cowherd, who had
been a member of the subcommittee that
inquired into the subject of taxation, for
corroboration of his statement.

Mr. Cowherd replied that he had ob-

tained specific information cm the sub-
ject, and it was true that there was
practically no tax levied on personal
property In the District of Columbia.
Bank stocks and similar classes of per-
sonal property were not taxed, and the
commissioners had stated that there
was no necessity for this taxation; that
the collections were in excess of the ex-

penditures as authorized by Congress,
and hence there was no occasion to gath-
er money into the District treasury.

On motion of Mr. Dockery the bill was j
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amended so as to substitute $1,000 for $50.-0-

as the appropriation. This was in
keeping with the previously declared poli-
cy 'to retain in Congress the power to
finally pass upon all awards for the
opening and extension of streets. 'As a
striking illustration of the degree of in-

terest manifested by the House in District
legislation it is fair to record that this
amendment was adopted by a vote of 9

to 3 noes.
Mr. Mudd protested against putting the

entire expense on the District. He con-
tended that the organic law required the
general burden to be borne equally by the
United States and the District and he In-

sisted upon complying with that law. He
protested against the policy of ex-

pending all public money for Improve-
ments in one section of the city. He
wanted some money expended In the
southern and southeastern sections of the
city. He had not Introduced any bill for

southern portions of the District be-
cause It would not be considered. More
than that, he could get nothing from the
District commissioners. They were se-
lected by agencies entirely Interested In

northwest section of the city and
were wholly committed to these Influen-
ces. Mr. Mudd declared that speculators

kindred interests wielded the influ-
ence necessary to control the District
commissioners and added that there was

possible hope of getting any recom-
mendation from them in behalf of the
southern and southwestern sections of the
District. He had published in the Rec-
ord a table showing the amounts expend-
ed on streets, roads, etc., and where those
sums had been expended. The table
showed that a very small proportion of

money had been expended except in
northwest.

In reply to a question, Mr. Mudd said
did not intend to reflect upon the Dis-

trict Committee; he had said that the
commissioners were appointed at the
instance of res!den:s of one portion of
the city and that they were amendable

those agencies and to none others.
The bill as amended was then passed.
Mr. Mudd, who Is a member of the Dis-

trict Committee, was severe in his crit
icism of the policy of the commissioners

devoting, as he claimed, all their at-
tention and conferring all their favors
upon a single section of the city.

The next and the last bill called up for
the day was the substitute for the Senate
bill to acquire by condemnation land and
water rights at the Great Falls of the
Potomac.

Mr. Pitney wanted to send the bill over
the next session of Congress, but Mr.

Babcock, Insisted upon an immediate con-
sideration.

It was manifest from the outset that
the bill could not be passed in the ab
sence of a quorum, for Mr. Pitney, with
the sanction of other members, served
notice that he would make the point of
no quorum.

(

The long and rather tedious debate In-

dicated that there would have bean little
or no obstruction offered the bill had the
provision contemplating the use of the
water power at Gj;eat Falls for an electric
plant to supply light to the city of Wash-
ington ben eliminated.

Mr King of Utah delivered an able and
unanswerable argument in favor of the
bill. He quoted from the reports of all
the authorities that have ever investi-
gated the subject to show that they all
agreed in the opinion that the United
States should acquire entire and absolute
control and possession of the water power
at Great Falls. Gens. Casey and Cratg-hil- l.

Col. Elliott. Capt. Galllard, other en-

gineer officers and all the District com
missioners were quoted on this point.
Mr. King read from the records to show
that suits have been instituted against;
the Government to obtain damages every
Ime the water facilities have been ex-

tended. These suits aggregate ubout $500,-0-

and he contended that the Government
ought, by prompt and decisive action, to
clear them out of the way and to provide
for unlimited water supply in the future,
without being harassed ' by the allega-
tion of joint ownership.

The only plea Mr. Pitney could sot up
in response to the strongargument of Mr.
King was that the water supply was am-
ply sutiicient for the present and that by
rigid economy, by. reducing the supply to
a basis of forty gallons per capita per
day it would be sufficient for &ome time
to come.

Mr. Mudd set up the startling plea that
Maryland still owns the Great Falls, with
all the land and water right appertaining
thereto.

After a fruitless debate of nearly two
hours the House adjourned without tak-
ing any action on the bill. It will go over
until next session.

MB. WISE MAKES TROUBLE.

IIIh Action Mny Pnt n. Stop to Ut'isln-lntlo- n

ly CnaiiiiiMMis CoitHcnt.
The members of the House have been

in a remarkably comdasant mood of
late. Every day bills were passed by
unanimous consent and the mutual con-
cession scheme was moving nicely. But
Mr. Wise of Virginia started a ditllculty
yesterday that threatens to put a stop
to all consideration of bills by unani-
mous consent. He objected to a bill of-

fered by Mr. Bailey, saying that some
Democrat had objected to a bill he (Wise)
had endeavored to bring up.

Mr. Bailey said he did not believe in
reprisals, but if it had to be applied he
gave notice that it should be applied
without exception or discrimination.

Mr. Henderson, from the Committee on
Rules, reported a special resolution from
that committee creating a select com-
mittee, to consist of thirteen members on
the twelfth census.

Mr. Cannon asked if the committee
would report a census bill this session.
Mr. Henderson replied that he could not
tell; that the Senate had passed a cen-
sus bill and there was no committee to
consider it.

Mr. Henderson replied that the resolu-
tion only authorized the Speaker to ap-

point the select committee. The resolu-
tion was agreed to.

The Speaker laid before the House the
message of the President in relation to
the promotion of Naval Constructor Hob-so- n

and other naval officers, who have
recently rendered distinguished services.

Mr. Hitt asked unanimous consent for
the passage of a bill for the Foreign Af-
fairs Committee.

Mr. Bailey asked if the bill related to
the war.

Mr. Hitt replied that it did Hot.
"Then I shall have to call for the regu-

lar order," said Mr. Bailey.
In taking the stand he has of resisting

all requests for unanimous consent to
consider measures under present circum-
stances, Mr. Bailey is supported by all
the Democrats.

Mr. Wise, who is holding a seat to
which his title Is questioned by his own
constituents, who refuse to indorse him
for renomination, has undertaken to
coerce the whole House into passing a
pet bill of his. "Until he Is called off
from his attitude no
other bills will be passed by unanimous
consent.

After passing District Tillls (reported
elsewhere) the House adjourned until 12

o'clock today.

More Money Needed.
The Secretary of the Treasury trans-

mitted to the Senate yesterday a com-
munication in which he requested an Im-

mediate deficiency appropriation of ?00,-0-

for the Bureau of Engraving and
Printing.

The communication also sets forth the
fact that the demand for revenue stamps
has been so far in excess of the esti-
mates that it has been necessary to in-

crease the force and also to work over-
time in that bureau, which has increased
the expense.

The communication was ordered print-
ed and referred to the Committee on Ap-

propriations.

Conference Report Rejected.
The conference report on the Indian ap-

propriation bill was presented to the Sen-
ate j'esterday and rejected. A further
conference was ordered.

A VERY DULL AND PROSY DAY

Senator Clay, Roncli nnl CnflTery
Deeluiiu AfXiiliiMt Annexation. Hut
Advance Xo Xeiv Arvrumentx Mo-

tion to Muct nt IX O'cloelc Agreed
To Current HunIucmn Trnnmieted.

Patience, perseverance and a steady de-

termination to sit out a tiresome, un-

profitable and seemingly limitless disserta-
tion on the evil results that will follow
the annexation of Hawaii by the United
States, Is the patriotic resolve with which
the friends of that measure begin the sec-

ond week of Its consideration In the Sen-

ate.
Yesterday's session was wholly devoid

of Interest or enthuslam. The day was
hot, and the speeches tame. . Senators
Clay and Roach each went over the
ground on the antl side of the question,
reading their speeches, which seemed to
contain no new features. Senator jCaf-fer- y

then took the floor and talked at
considerable length. His remarks were
interrupted, however, at 5 o'clock by
Chairman Davis, who moved for an
executive session.

The motion was received with some
surprise, and it relieved to some extent
the strained and unsettled relations oc
casioned by the sharp encounter on Sat-da- y.

It revealed the endeavor on the
part of the' friends of annexation to be
reasonable and courteous and at the
same time unyielding- - in carrying out
their duty.

The other necessary business of this
session, in the meantime, is not being
neglected, and at the rate it Is disappear-
ing there will soon be nothing left but
the Hawaiian resolution.

Only eight senators were in their seats
when the gavel fell at 11 o'clock.

Mr. Davis's resolution, which was Intro
duced on Saturday, providing that here-

after the Senate - should meet at 11

o'clock, came up, and Mr. Jones suggestel
the'absence of' a quorum. He said this
was a very important resolution.

The roll was called, and in ten minutes
forty senators had answered to their
names.

Mr. Lindsay said It seemed that many
of the senators who had on Saturday
voted to meet at 11 o'clock were not
present, and he moved that the sergeant-at-ar-

be authorized to request them to
appear Immediately. The motion was
agreed to.

At 11:13 a quorum was, secured, and Mr.
Davis's resolution was agreed to.

Mr. Clay then took the floor to speakj
against annexation.

H"e declared that the same stroke of the
pen Which afinexed the Hawaiian Islands

e all the legislation which
we have enacted against the landing of
Chinamen in this country.

The annexation of these Islands is the
first :tep in a gigantic plan of territorial
conquest, said Mr. Clay.

"The arguments made by the friends of
annexation is that we need the Hawaiian
Islands in our campaign in the Philip-
pines. I say we had no business captur-
ing the Philippine islands. This war was
not begun for that purpose," said Mr.
Clay.

Mr. Roach was the next speaker. He
said he did not expect to advance any

and if henew or interesting arguments,
should, he would not be listened to by his
opponents, in view of their disposition to
absent themselves from the chamber. In
this connection he referred to an edito
rial In The Times which stated that too
much courtesy had been shown the

At the conclusion of Mr. Roach's speech
Mr. Jones demanded a roll call to secure
a quorum- - Mr. Caffery then took the
floor to speak against annexation.

and graduated into musical drama. The
foundation laid in Jts --previous studies
was of great assistance in so supreme an
effort and the result was a performance
of "Fra Diavolo" of which tho manage-
ment must have been as proud as the au-

dience was pleased.
"Fra Diavolo" is the half way line be-

tween heavy and comic composition. It
marks just such a middle class as Wag-
nerian enthusiasts, chagrined at finding
some one other than their idol could in-

cite harmony, claimed Pierte Mascagul
laid down in publishing "Cavallerla ."

Occasionally brilliant in its rich
humor and true wit, there is in the libret-
to a powerful story told in epochs of
dramatic interest. The. music, while
light and often of the variety termed
"catchy," has a certain dignity totally
lacking In many works of greater pre-
tensions. Jt possesses much of the fire
and movement of Bizet coupled with that
delicacy and beauty that seems to be the
identifying portion of Gounod's work.
Unlike "Carmen" and unlike "Faust' it
has still many of the characteristics of
both. "

After an absence of many years from
the local stage the opera appeared to
double advantage in the hands of such
a singing and acting company as Mr.
Parry's. Orchestra, chorus, scenery and
light effects were of the usual variety,
while the cast could hardly have been
surpassed. Charles Hawley, who as-
sumed the title role, has already exhibit-
ed his merits here frequently and won
universal praise only two weeks ago by
his labor in "The Chimes of Normandy."
As the redoubtable bandit whose mis-
deeds had won him the mephistophelian
soubriquet of Fra Diavolo, he showed
force and fire rare even in the most ac-
complished actors. His. dea'th scene was
done without a suspicion of ranting, and
yet with ability that made impossible
the suggestion of more' feeling. Mr. Haw-
ley has a magnificent voice of fereat
range and sweetness, and all the lyrics
given him well delivered. Tho rob-
ber song, "On Yonder Rock Reclining,"
could not have been better rendered, and,
in common with many other of his solos.
won an encore. Frank Deshon and Tom
Springer, as Beppo and Giacomo, had
plenty of chance, both for fun and force.
The twin parts have probably never been
better played here, and the audience gave
ready evidence of Its appreciation. Harry
Carter sung, looked and acted the rather
reminiscent role of Lord Allcash in an
excellent vein, bringing laughter for his
humor and applause for his vocal num-
bers. With Viola D'Armon, the Lady
Allcash of the evening, he was heard In
the many duets given the two characters
and never failed to score Heavily. Miss
D'Armon has a contralto as fine as is
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large wide-bri- white rough-stra-
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and white hats in an assortment of
shapes which Is really unlimited.

Not only did the entire
performance go with smoothness and ease
that could ordinarily have been only the
result of weeks of labor, but every

gustus Thomas has often shown us,
drifts into the Paris of humanity and
humaness not the Paris of a Du Maurler
but that of the world. The people one
meets there are such as he would be
proud to know In real life and the situa-
tions. hrough Which they travel are of
the most delicate sort. Under such con-
ditions one cap forgive Mr. Gillette's in-
