A somewhat similar consultation, it is
saW, took place with Major Panizzardi, the
Italian military attache, and Esterhazy
oOBMsnted to follow their advice.

In the meantime, however, the German
Emperor had become jnssessed of the
papers delivered over by Esterhazy to
the German military attache in Paris,
while others of equal import and similar
origin were in the hands of the King of
Italy. Urged by Major Panizzardi, the
King of Italy was disposed to take a
hemane view of the Dreyfus situation
and allow the proofs of his innocence to
be published. The German Emperor,
however, was opposed to this policy, his
idea feeing to keep the documents, and
only bring them out when it would be to
Me purpose to do so. His idea was to
sow disorganization in the French army
and destroy the confidence of the French
nation In its generals.

Such is the story that the Dreyfus peo-
ple say eame directly from the German
military attache. It is said that Ester-ihaz-y

sold to the latter no less than 162

secret documents relating to the French
army. After the arrest and conviction of
Dreyfus the German colonel was, at his
own request, transferred to Berlin.

Bfeterhaey was arrested and tried, but
the trial resulted In his liberation. The
proceedings were secret and the testi-
mony was guarded with the greatest care.
Hie chief witness against Esterhazy was
Col Picquart. of the headquarters staff.
The verdict was not unexpected.

Before Esterhazy was arrested the Fi
garo printed several remarkable letters
written by the major, the authenticity of
which he did not deny. In one of the let-tte-

he says:
"I stoat! not leave (for Turkey, where Tie

intended to join the service) without havi-
ng; played a trick of my own on those
amtaMe Frenchmen."

Other passages from the letters are as
follows:

1 am capable of great things or crimes,
if that could avenge me I would not
harm a little dog, but I would have a
hundred thousand Frenchmen killed withpleasure.

"Frenchmen are not worthy of the car-
tridges intended to kill them!"

Maj. Esterhazy is, it is stated, the ille-
gitimate son of one or the Austrian
Counts Eeterhazy and n. French woman.
Recognized, but not legitimized by hisfather, he was, according to French usage
and law, enabled to bear the latter'sname, though not his title. It was due to
this circumstance of his birth that he
entered the French army by way of
what Js known as the Foreign Legion,
though, as a native Frenchman. He wascevr and his conduct was good and hispromotion was rapid.

He became one of the household order-
lies of President Grevy and from therepassed on to the headquarters staff. Hewas popular among the foreign legation.
He was placed upon the retired list afterthe conviction of Dreyfus upon theground of ill health, but the friends ofDreyfus say he was retired because theleak in the war department continuedafter the convicted officer had been sent
to his desolate hut on Devil's. Island.

After all this the people hardly know
wtoat to exject to follow the major's sec-
ond arrest, but that there will be sen-
sations that will shake the capital none
doubt.

THE VOYAGE FROM TAMPA.

Interesting ' Incident Described by
SerKt. Connelly.

The following interesting letter lias
been received by L. C. Grimmnitz, of this
city, from Sergt. James ' Connelly. Com-
pany C, Twenty-firs-t Inrantry, now be-

fore Santiago.
"At Sea, on Board the Steamer Sara-

toga, June 15. While the ship is not roll-

ing too hard, 1 will write you a few lines.
I don't know where I can mall them,
but will take my chances. We left Port
Tampa yesterday at 4:30 p. m. It was
terrible to lay around on this ship since
the 8th in theiarbor. Think of keeping
men in a freightship where-- they had to
unload horses and mules because they
were dying for lack of air! It's enough
to discourage the patriotism of any sol-

dier. We don't know whither we aro
bound. It's a beautiful sight to sec the
fleet this morning. Our escort was small
until wc reached Key West.

"I am going to write a little each day
until I have a chance to mail the whole
letter, so that you can see the different
phages of our trip. At Key AVest a licet
joined us the Indiana, some cruisers,
gunboats and torpedo boats about fif-

teen in all..
"June 17 Land is sighted to our south.

There is a high sea running.
"June IS The weather is fine. The fleet

stopped at S a. m. The hospital ship gath-
ered the sick from all the ships. Land
has been in sight all day to the south-
west. We had inspection this morning on
the upper deck in our bare feet and un-

derclothing.
"Capt Sparrow is in command of tho

company. Major Ebstein is in command
of the second battalion. We don't know
our destination, but wc think it will be
Santiago; if so we will be there in the
morning. We have been traveling very
slowly, sometimes stopping entirely. The
ship rocks so that it makes it difficult to
write. There has been no seasickness
yet."

"June 13. There has been a high sea all
day and very slow steaming. My idea is
that we are going around Cape Maysl.

"June 20. The weather is fine. High
mountains appear straight ahead. We
expect to land today. I am regimental
color bearer today, but don't know wheth-
er I will succeed in planting the colors
on Cuban soil or not. It is noon. The
fleet has stopped at the mouth of Santia-
go harbor. There seems to be high hills
on each side. Gen. Shafter and two gun-

boats have gone to interview the com-

mander of the blockading fleet.
"June 2L The lleet closed in toward the

harbor again this morning. We remained
out about thirty miles last night. We are
grouped at noon about twenty miles from
the harbor.

"June 22. 8 a. m. The first shot was
fired from a shore battery at the Texas.
She returned the fire with terrible de-

traction. Several shots fired at her by
the enemy went wide of the mark. We
were in a good position to see, as we
were lying outside of the battleships.
Three batteries were firing on the Texas,
and she bilenced all of them in about an
hour and a half. Soon two other bat-

tleships began firing on batteries to our
right, but the land guns did not reply,
During the firing of the Texas a light
battery came down the hill and opened
up without effect.

"June 23. Our ship and two others mov-

ed close to the harbor again this morn-

ing. These ships contain the Thirteenth
Infantry, Ninth Infantry, Twenty-fourt- h

Infantry and four companies of the
Tenth Infantry. There has been no fight-
ing since yesterday afternoon. It was said
last night that one man died on the Tex-
as from the heat. One of our transports
passed us this evening, having landed
her troops, but where, I don't know. AH
the men are cheerful, and anxious to
land. We have a gunboat as a guard
ship, and we move out to sea at night.
We have only had three or four showers
since leaving Tampa. This will make our
sixteenth night on this ship.

"June 24. All has been quiet in the
vicinity of the harbor today. Our three
ships steamed in at 4 p. m. We are three
miles from shore and five miles from the
mouth of the harbor. While I am writ-

ing three of the transports came along
the shore from the east. All are un-

loaded.
"June 25, 7 p. m. Last night we came

to a point 2 miles east of the harbor, and
landed this morning at C a. m. The first
troops that landed did not have much
trouble in driving the enemy back. Yes-
terday the Rough Riders got in a scrap.
Some Americans were killed and wounded.
Also some Spaniards. Captain Capron
was burled this evening at this place.
Thousands of Cubans are landing here.
I cannot describe their destitute condition.
They carry nothing but a gun. something
to eat, half n cocoanut shell for a cup.

"June 2G. Each man has three days' ra-
tions. I am waiting to go out on post
duty. I forgot to tell you that I landed
the colors all right. This place is called
Siboney. At present this will be the base
of supplies. This is a bad place to march

MAJOR MOORE'S SUCCESSOR.

Chief Cleric Sylvester Probably
Will He Selected.

Speculation is rife concerning the prob-

able successor of the late Major and
Superintendent of Police, William G.

Moore, who died Tuesday morning.
Until the commissioners make an ap-

pointment, Capt. Manvllle A. Austin will
act as head of the department. "His
name was prominently mentioned yester-
day as a. probable candidate, but it is
understood that he greatly favors the
appointment of Richard Sylvester, the
present chief clerk of the department.
The latter is believed to bo the logical
candidate. He will not discuss tho mat-

ter, however, and in answer to an in-

quiry yesterday, stated that he thought
there would be time enough to consider
that question after the funeral of the late
superintendent. Mr. Wight has also
taken this view of the situation, and an-

nounces that no appointment will be
made before Friday.

The general opinion in police circles is

that no man in the department or out of
it is better fitted for the place than
Chief Clerk Sylvester. He has been con-

nected with the force ror a number of
years, and is conversant with all the de-

tails of its management. Maj. Moore
relied, in a great measure, on him, and
nearly all of the affairs of the depart-
ment were Intrusted to his attention.

It is said that the appointment of Mr.
Sylvester as chief would be the first se-

lection of a Superintendent or Police from
among the employes of the ddpartmont.
In nearly every case, tne district Com-

missioners have gone outside for a can-

didate. Maj. Walker, Maj. Dye and Maj.
Moore had never been identified in any
way with the department before their
selection as Superintendent of Police.
Many persons are urging the selection
of one who has made himself familiar
with the needs of the po::ce force, and
who has had experience iri' Its executive
management.

Mr. Sylvester is a native of Town. City,
Iowa, where he was born in 1S57. During
the war his parents moved to' Memphis,
Tenn. He turned his attention to repor-tori- al

work on the St. Louis Press, his
father then being associated with Mr.
Stilson Hutchins on that journal. He

served in both Congressional and State
conventions, and came to Washington in
a newspaper capacity in his twentieth
year and served as a correspondent of
several Western newspapers. He was
later appointed disbursing oiiicer of the
Ute Indian Commission, and on returning
to Washington, accepted the office of
chief clerk of the police department,
which place he now holds.

In 1SS5 he married Miss Laura V. Mc-Fa- ll,

daughter of Col. John McFall. of
St. Louis and has a daughter and two
S'MS.

The selection of Mr. Sylvester to take
charge of the Washington police depart
ment would make vacant the office of
chief clerk.

Among the ellgibles for this office Mr.
James Arthur Kemp stands at the head
of the list in the order of seniority of serv-

ice. He is assistsant to 'Mr. Sylvester,
and in the absence of the latter the duties
of the chief clerk have frequently devolv-

ed upon him. He Is an expert telegrapher,
stenographer and typewriter. When he,

left school he entered the employ of the
Western Union Telegraph Company,
where he remained until ne was appointed
telegraph operator to the Department of
Justice. He has acted as private secre-
tary to several representatives and sen-

ators.
He was born In October, 1S62, and lives

at Rockvllle, Md.
The office of chief of police pays $3,300

per year, that of chief clerk, $2,000, and
assistant chief clerk, $1,600.

TROUBLE IN GUATEMALA.

Central Americans Refuse to Hei
live Ynnkec Victories.

San Francisco, July 13. The Pacific
Mail steamer, San Jose, from Central
American ports, reports that Central
Americans are in sympathy with Spam,
and refuse to believe the news of an
American victory.

There are grave fears of a revolution
In Guatemala, and the government,
though not alarmed, is'dctermlncd'lo deal
promptly with any rebels.

The San Jose shipped from San Jose de
Guatemala Champerlce 102 cases of rifles,
5,000 rounds of cartridges, six cases of
cannon and two Gatling guns. This ship-

ment was from the government arsenal
and when It was received on board all
these were marked "Guayaquil, Ecuador."
The purpose was to make it appear that
the arms were being shipped outside the
republic so as not to arouse suspicion.

The authorities at Chemperice remain-
ed silent when questioned as to the pur-
pose of this shipment. Each case contain-
ed tvo dozen rifles, or 2,448 rifles alto-
gether. It is assumed that the shipment
means trouble, as each time the Pacific
Mail boats have shipped arms from one
port to another a revolution has followed.

SERIOUS LAB OB TROUBLE.

Prospect of it Large llullders'
Strike.

New York, July 13. Strikes !nv61vlng
thousands of workmen are threatened in
the building trade. The Internal troubles
of labor unions are dragging trade after
trade into the matter. Serious trouble is
imminent, as the board of delegates of
the building trades refuses to allow any
interference with Jts members on the part
of the Building Trades' Council or Dis-

trict Assembly No. 253, of Building Con-

structors. The board of delegates also
will not permit any strikes against its
members ordered by the Council. Thus,
while the board and the Council are at
loggerheads, the boss builders are pa-

tiently awaiting a clash. Then, they tay,
they will have a decided opportunity and
will benefit thereby.

The one strike ordered by the council
against men" of a union represented in the
board has failed. This presages a clash
in the near future. Many of the local
assemblies have already withdrawn from
District Assembly No. 253. Others are
preparing to do so. The board of dele-
gates represents thirty organizations,
with a membership of 23,000, covering
nearly all the building trades.

IMPORTANT CONTRACT CLOSED.

I'lers, Floats and Railroads to He
Unlit at Santiago.

New York, July 13. D.'Vnn Aiken & Co.,
of this city, have closed a contract with
the Government to build piers, floats and
railroads nt Santiago, and the work will
begin as soon as the necessary men and
materials can be transported froiri New
York to Baiquiri. If the weather clears
the expedition will start tomorrow. It
will be made of up the steamer Rouma-
nian, recently purchased by the Govern-
ment; the ocean-goin- g tugs Britannia and
Gladsdcn and six steam lighters. The
Roumanian will take as passengers 1G0

skilled mechanics and 230 negro laborers.
This expedition is the Immediate result o
Gen. Mlles's dispatches from the front.

The llrat things he asKed for were pile
drivers, timbers, lighters and mechanics
to build piers to get the heavy guns
ashore.

Col. Hecker was detailed to arrange for
sending whatever was necessary to pro-
vide temporary piers. The contract with
Van Aiken & Co. was the result. The firm
does not care to say anything about the
terms of the contract, except that there
was little difficulty in coming to an agree-
ment.

The government furnishes the Rouman-
ian to carry the supplies and the laborers.
It also furnishes the tugs and the light-
ers. One tug, the Britannia, was pur-
chased, and the Gladsden was chartered,
as were the six lighters. Van Aiken &
Co. will furnish ' two steam

dummy engines, small platform
cars and flight steel ..rails, and ties with
which raUroads can, be .lju'iit from., tjhe
piers toward Santiago,, and,', lumber and
piles for building piers, and .floats.

It will be about a weekrbefore the out-
fit can reach Santiago,", Byat time thocity will probably have. bee,n captured or
surrendered. Either event yill make no
difference In Van Aiken c& Co.'s con-
tract.

TIt was learned today-.tha-t as soon as
Santiago is ours, most,jof the troops now
surrounding the city will be sent at
once to Porto Rico. q:he nucleus of the
Porto Hico expedition will be 10.000 of the
regulars now before Sarkiao. To these
will bo added as many volunteers as
Gen. Miles may think t necessary. Thegarrison to be left at Santiago will con-
sist of Cubans and th regiments of es

which have beep held In Southern
camps, and especially for that purpose.

It will be harder work to embark thetroops and supplies for Porto Rico
than it was to disembark the San-
tiago expedition. It Is said that It
would be practically impossible to put
troops, supplies and munitions of war
aboard transports again without piers,
lighters and flats. For that reason Van
Aiken & Co. will push their work
with all possible speed.

THE CHINESE REBELLION.

A Report Thnt Franco May Inter-
vene "With Troops.

Canton, July 13. Owing to the defeat
of the imperial troops near Woo-Cho- a
thousand picked soldiers have been dis-
patched there, convoyed by two gunboats.
The prefect of Woo-Cho- reports the im-
perial losses to be 1,500 killed, and adds
that unless he is before Fri-
day he will be forced to surrender.

The rebels declare , their Intention to
overthrow the Manchu rule, and they
promise ample reward- - to each locality
supplying recruits. They are in camp
two or three miles east of Woo-Cho-

and expect to advance today or tomor-
row.

It is reported that the French minister
has informed the government at Pekin
that France may be obliged to intervene
by force of arms, owing to the menace
to French commercial Interests in the
southern provinces.

New York, July 13. The stock market
today was fairly steady and it did not de-

velop pronounced weakness until the re-

ceipt of the news In respect to the situa-
tion at Santiago. 'This was followed by
general and rapid1- recessions, which in
some cases extended to two points, and
the declines took place upon a fairly
large volume of business.

The professional board room traders
were particularly aggressive sellers of
the market, basing their ventures on the
yellow fever outbreak and also on ru-

mored friction and apprehended compli-
cations at the Philippine Islands.

There were no important developments
apart from the course of the war during
the day bearing upon the general market
or particular stocks. In respect of activi-
ty Sugar, American Tobacco and Manhat-
tan were the noteworthy features.

In the latter dealings the market be-
came somewhat steadier, a moderate re-
covery following the receipt of Washing-
ton advices that our land and naval forces
had been ordered to proceed with the cap-
ture of Santiago.

The trading in the bond market, though
on a smaller scale than yesterday, was
still active and the tone there was steadier
than in the stock market.

The domlnent influence in the stock
market yesterday was the leport of yel-
low fever among the troops before San-
tiago. There was eo. much positiveness
in the statement that the Street was
obliged to believe that the War Depart-
ment was ' concealing the truth. This
only made the fear of the fever and of
its extent worse. The department told
the facts or some of them finally at 5
o'clock, after the market had closed.
These facts are not reassuring, but it is
certain that they are not as bad as the
uncertainty was. There are only fourteen
cases, and these have been isolated
promptly attd effectually. The market
had, a bad tumble during the day, and
there was no rally of any importance.
The net decline was from half a point
to two points, and the closing price was
near-th- o bottom. It is undoubtedly the
fact that there was a prospect of a bull
market yesterday. It would have come,
but for the news of the yellow fever and
the special cabinet meeting. This knocked
the hopsfulnetis out of traders for the
time being. It is difficult to say what ef-

fect the news, as it was developed late
vesterdav afternoon, will have on the
market today. There are some who be- -
lieve that there will be a rally, but there
are others who are equally positive that-th-

effect of the fever news will be
On the other hand there Is now

the best prospect yet developed of the
surrender of Santiago within a few hours.
It Is the belief of the War Department
officers that the Spaniards will not care
to hold out after the beginning of the
bombardment at 12 o'clock. If they do,
their persistence can only result in the
destruction of the city and its inhabi-
tants. If the market does not begin its
rise this morning, it Is almost a foregone
conclusion that the surrender, should it
occur, will send it up sharply. And then,
during the remainder of the week, there
should be a continuance of the rise. The
talk of peace ought to be good for fur-
ther buoyancy in the marKec rnrt wsck
and for some time to come. T am of the
opinion that the tone of speculation from
this time oa for several weeks will be
excellent.

Texas Pacific seconds will undoubtedly
sell higher, despite the rise that already
has taken place In them. There was
excellent buying in the bonds yesterday,
and apparently it was by the same people
that have caused the rise so far. The
Goulds are believed to be buying heav-
ily.

Illinois Steel has' been n favorite for
several days. J Yesterday the demand
continued and began to attract attention.
There is talk of the purchase by the com-
pany of the Elgin, Joliet and Eastern. It
is understood that the question whether
this shall be done, together with that of
consolidation with the Minnesota Iron
Company, will come 'up at a conference
of committees from the companies today.

The Continental Tobacco Company, an
embryo opponent of the Tobacco Trust,
failed before ft' was started. It Is under-
stood that the Drummond Company of
St. Louis, and D. R. Scott & Co., of De-

troit, never have had the slightest inten-
tion of joining the new trust.

As predicted in these columns yesterday
morning, there was no larger divi-
dend declared at the meeting of the
Northern Pacific directors yesterday than
has adready been made. But the regular
quarterly dividend of 1 per cent was de-

clared.
