EOOTBAXI, RTJLES REVISED.

.Goal From Tonclulotvn Will Count
for But One Point.

After "deliberating for nearly six months
trie Intercollegiate Football Rules Com-
mittee lias ended Its labors, says the New
York Sun. Very few radical changes
have been made In the methods of play-
ing the game, but the code has been sim-
plified and in some places altered with
the idea of making it plain and intelligi
ble to both players and officials. 7 The'
many reforms, if they can be called such,!
inaugurated by A. A. Stagg and the West-
ern Intercollegiate Football Association
last Fall have been almost totally ig-

nored by the Eastern men, so that a wide
difference in the styles of play between
the East and the West this year will
prevail. If there are any East versus
West games In the Fall, they will have
to be played under compromise rules, or
under the old code as It existed las,t year.

The only "change of any great impor-
tance in' the rules as revised by the Uni-
versity A. C.'s committee Is a clause In
the scoring code which calls for one point
for a goal kicked from touchdown, in-

stead of two points. The change can be
attributed to the efforts of Cornell and
Princeton, whoso delegates on the rules
committee were warm advocates of the
reform almost from the first meeting.
The idea upon which the change fs based
was suggested In many games where
goals kicked from touchdowns decided the
contest. It was shown that there was
an inequality in the scoring of points in
this way, due to the location of the
touchdown and the subsequent goal trial.

Frank Morse, the half-
back, was one of the first to explain why
the new rule should be passed. He said
some time ago:

"If a team makes a touchdown in the
middle of the goal line it counts, four
points. If the touchdown is made in the
corner of the field, it Is also worth four
points. The goal trial from trie first
touchdown being at a point directly oppo-

site the posts mnkes it a comparatively
easy matter to send the ball over the
bar, thereby securing two additional
points. But the goal trial from the. sec-

ond touchdown is quite another proposi-
tion and is much more difficult to make.
The ball must be punted out in the first
place and then the kick must be made at
an angle. Yet the goal kicked under such
circumstances is not worth any more
than the goal kicked from in front of the
posts. Therefore, it seems unfair to
make two radically different plays of
equal value, thereby nullifying a diff-
iculty that may be experienced from a
high wind and a hard basis for a kick.
It was suggested to the rules com-
mittee that a remedy would be found
in compelling all goal trials to be made
in front of the posts, no 'matter where
the touchdown had been scored. But
this was regarded as too tanie, and was
consequently turned down., The plan
for allotting one point instead of two
was finally looked upon with favor, al-
though Yale objected to the last, it is
said. It was a matter of short discus-
sion whether the scoring of five points
for goals from the field should be chang-
ed or not, with the result that the com-
mittee unanimously decided that the rule
should remain as 1. stood. By that it
openly showed that field goal kicking
6hould be encouraged in all institutions
t here the game is played, and the Com-
mittee did 'not hesitate In saying that
if any change was to be made It would
be in the direction of increasing the
value of a field goal. Many football men
have advocated a rule that would allow
six points for a goal from the field, so
that tho branch of the game would be
developed everywhere. They still be-
lieve that the rules committeo should
have made the chancre.

The rule covering the mass play cre-
ated a great deal of discussion, but wds
finally left untouched. This means that
tho University of Pennsylvania eleven
can continue to use the "guards back"
interference. The committee took notice
of the fact that in the big games played
by the University of Pennsylvania. Har-
vard, Yale, Princeton, Cornell and Brown
not a single member of any of these elev
ens was seriously injured by mass plays,

but that there were some ac-
cidents in games played by minor Insti-
tutions where the elevens lacked both
physical strength and skillful knowledge
of the fine points of play. As the com-
mittee was engaged ,In legislating chleiiy
for the benefit of the big college elevens,
and incidentally, of course, for all insti-
tutions in the East, it was deemed ad-

visable to let the rule stand until it has
received another thorough trial. The rule
makers, however, seemed to be of the
opinion that it might be a matter of
choice among minor schools and colleges
to either follow the rule as It exists or
abolish mass plays altogether by an
agreement among themselves, prompted,
perhaps, by the members of their .faculty
and instructors. It was pointed out that
the rule as it reads now has been the
means of freeing the game from many
instances of apparent brutality, which
were common occurrences when the "Hy-

ing wedge" and other such methods' of
attack were in vogue. As the committee
also believed that more Improvements
would be made in play after a close study
of the present rule by the less exper-
ienced teams, it was felt that the time
was not ripe to make alterations.

The Yale delegate was outspoken at all
meetings of the committee in saying that
the game as it was played lat fall was
as near being complete In style and
methods as it could be, and that therefore
it was inadvisable to inaugurate unnec-

essary reforms that would make it im-

perative fcr all teams to waste time in
learning the new points. He believed
that the game could not be improved
upon except in minor details, and that the
public should not be bewildered by con-

stant changes that might deprive the
game of many of its most interesting fea-

tures. This argument, which was un-

doubtedly based upon sound judgment,
carried the day, it would seem, for the
other members of the committee fell in
line and thereafter refrained from In-

troducing any of the many suggested

was one scheme, though, that
received a great deal of thought. It
was the proposition to allow the quarter--

back to run with the ball. This sug-

gestion has been made from year to
year until it has come to be a matter
of serious consideration. There were
a couple of members who believed that
a rule permitting such tactics might be
inserted with good results, but the
others, still averse to changing the fun-

damental principles of football, used
enough arguments to have the matter
tabled. The committee's principal reason
for not allowing the quarterback to use
increased privileges was that It might
tend to complicate matters on tho field
and produce a great many disputes. The
advocates of the play, though, have all
along pointed out that the simplicity of
the idea would make it a matter easy
for officials to control. Instead of being
compelled to have the ball "touch a
third man" before taking it, it would be
anything except a complex play for the
quarter-bac- k to take a ball directly from
tho center rush, pass it, kick it or run
with it, as he might see fit. In tha--t way,
it has been argued, the quarter-bac-k

could make the game faster and much
mjore entertaining.

The best work done by tho committee
has been in tho formation of footnotes
and an index to all the rules. This was
done for the reason that the rule book
was so complicated that the officials
found it a rather difficult matter to lo-

cate their duties. In the case of disputes
with captains over various points of play
inabllity to turn to the rules quickly
caused long, tiresome delays. With the
new book there will be no more trouble
of this kind. There will also be no con-
flict of authority between a referee and
an umpire, such as occurred during the

Indian game last fall. Tho
duties of each official will be plainly set
forth, and each rule over which the ref-- -
eree or umpire has jurisdiction will bo
marked accordingly. The new rules have
been drafted carefully, adopted 'by the
"Big (Five" and will probably be in the
printer's hands very shortly.

CYCLING NEWS AND GOSSIP.

In addition to being a very clever man-
ager, Dave Shaifer, the trainer of Jimmy
Michael, the Welsh wonder, appears to
be something of a prevaricator, if the re-

ported interviews with him- - are true
About the middle of last week a New
York newspaper published' a 'sttory about
Michael, in which Shafer talked in his
usual braggadQcio style. Several state-
ments he makes are interesting. In the,"
f)rst place the trainer ;orfers to give any-
one $100 who can prove 'that a contract
was drawn up for the appearance of Mi-

chael to ride in this city last Monday
night.- - This is-- tberraee in which he
failed ito.ritle, and1in whose place-Harr- y

Elkes, 'the Glens Ealls, rider, was substi-
tuted. This assertion, of Shafer's grows
out of tho fact thai the reporter spoke of
the number of Washington people who'
were disappointed because Michael failed
to rido on Monday last-a- s announced.

So far as a contract is concerned
Shafer is perfectly right. No such thing
existed. The smooth way in which the
trainer juggles rhlngVls evidenced clear- -'

ly by the following condition of faats:
An agreement was drawn up for the ap-

pearance of Michael. In this city on Mon-
day, August S, with fhe proviso that In
case it rained 'on' that date tho event
would como off the Wednesday follow-
ing August 10. As Js perhaps well re-

membered by the local public rain
with both races. While in

Baltimore Michael 4sent a telegram' to
The Times announcing that he would re-
main in Washington and race if it took
a whole week of waiting. This action
was purely voluntary on his part and
the part of his managers, and they au-
thorized the management of tho Park
Bicycle Club to advertise the meet. After
every date in the week of August S had
been ruined by rain, the date of August
15 was selected and announced satis-
factory to Michael. The midget, with
his trainer, left the" city Saturday,
August 13. for New York to tranbiact
some business stating that they would
return to the city in time for the Mon-
day night meet. Monday morning at 11
o'clock word was received that tho rider
and his trainer had left for Washing-
ton. At 2:29 In the afternoon, too late
for publication, a telegram was re-
ceived from Philadelphia that Michael
had been suddenly taken sick. The
locyil management was informed that
tho midget had collapsed, and that he
would hardly be able to ride again this
season. r

Another statement o'f Shafer's that Is
particularly exasperating, in the Tsame
interview, Is the way in which he calls
attention to Michael's condition. He
states that if the midget is a sick man
he would like the reporter to see him
every afternoon from 4 to 5 o'clock train-
ing at the Willow Grove track, and the
form in which he Is riding. The inter-
view is published in the morning issue
of a paper of last Wednesday, so the
interview must have been given some
time Tuesday. As Monday was the date
for the midget to ride Iri this city, and
he did not show up on account of sick-
ness, some one must be prevaricating,
and the local management of the Park
Bicycle Club made the victims of a con-
temptible hoax. Judging from indlcat-tlon- s

it must be Shafer's doings, and
ih's fact ought to be remembered
against him when he comes to thla city
again, as he surely will. It only serves
to show the character of a man. By his
deliberate deception the management of
the local bicycle track has suffered to a
more or lets extent, though perfectly
Innocent of anything wrong.

Another little fact that can be set down
against Shafer occurred Monday night,
August S, when a crowd of over 5,000 peo-
ple assembled at the park track to wit-
ness the race, rain coming up and pre-
venting. Shafer , was heard to say to
Michael that the-- best thing they could do
was to shake Washington. The, town, he
said, was no good" and-th- people practi-
cally no good, though only before to a
reporter he remarked op the general ap-
pearance of the people entering the stand,
and volunteered the information that at
no place up north did such a class of peo-
ple attend bicycle racing: That Shafer is
a shrewd Individual has all along been
conceded, but when his tricks savor of
such tactics they lose their shrewdness
and border on He can
chuckle over the manner in which h.e
disappointed the local people, but the
time may come whea he will rue his ac-
tion. Had he not opened his mouth the
matter would have dropped and nothing
more would have been said of, it. As it
is. his Interview practically vindicates thepark people from having anything to do
with the of the Welsh
rider.

That Fred Titus Is in good condition
and a winning form is clearly evidenced
by his work Saturday at Philadelphia.
On the Tioga track, from scratch, he
won the ten-mi- le handicap race from a
large field of entrants, in the good time
of 24:401-- B, B. Stevens, the steersman
of the n quad, which was In
this city helping to pace Moran in his
race with Harry Elkes, finished second
from the mark. On the after-
noon of the same day Titus rode a pur-
suit race at the Woodside track against
B. B. Stevens and John Zimmerman, and
defeated them. In this attempt he broke
the five-mi- le unpaced competition reeord
by five seconds. The previous record was
11:37, while Titus covered the distance
in 11:32. His excellent condition means
a good race Thursday evening at fhe
track of the Park Bicycle Club, when he
will ride in a pursuit race against Frank
Starbuck.

The tandem heat race which will be
run Thursday will show the full number
of professional teams that can be secured
In this city, and also a number of out-
side contestants. Fred and Billy Sims,
who have been regarded as the champion
tandem team of Philadelphia, wllll make
their first appearance In this city on a
tandem. Their ride over in Baltimore
last Tuesday, when they defeated Titus
and Starbuck, is still fresh on the minds
of those interested in the sport. Titus
and Starbuck, it is understood, are anx-
ious to have another go at the two
brothers, and the ride Thursday will be
their opportunity. Unlike the Baltimore
event, the tandem race Thursday will be
run in heats, and the winning team will
have to capture two of these 'before the
race ends. A race similar to this was
held recently at the park, and necessi-
tated the running of three heats. Walt-ho- ur

'and Steenson managed to win one
heat, while Sims and Schade won the
other two. With Titus and Starbuck,
who, in Baltimore, are widely advertised
as a' star team, the Sims brothers.

Duffee will bp managed by a former at-
tache of the association as an independ-
ent.

The American Cycle Association, which
controls Taylor and several other riders,
are as disgusted as the larger associa-
tion. Money has been hard to get with
them, and many of their pacemakers,
managers and others are clamoring for a
settlement which does not seem to be
easy to get. They will give one or two
other races during the season, but it is
because they are compelled to do so. They j

nave a contract with Jimmy Michael,
made through the latter's manager, Dave
Shafer, but it has proven an elephant on
their hands so far. Now that Michael
and Shafer are at outs, and there is lit-
tle likelihood that they will come together
again, this contract is worth le.s thanSpanish Ss. Michael will ride a couple of
more races and then, all reports to thecontrary notwithstanding, will join tho
horse race, colony, where he has an offerawaiting him to ride for Phil Dwyer atSheep'shead Bay.

"French" Taylore is anxious to returnto his home. He is thoroughly disgusted
with his treatment in America. He hasnever won a notable victory, and vet hehns broken the world's record for one
mile, as well as one hour, and has brokenrecords In nearly every race in which hehas competed.

The racing season has been a failurethroughout the country. The big asso-
ciations which have placed their monev
in the sport have lost heavily, while the
track owners wear elongated faces for
the same reason. The season was sched-
uled to close next month with a series of
great races between the best
of the middle-distanc- e champions, who
have been in this country all the year.

It is estimated that the National Track
Team Association lost over ?25,CO0 during
the season, while the- - International Cycle
Track Association lost half that much,
and It is hard to estimate the loss of the
American Cycle Racing Association,
which not only controlled racing men but
tracks as well.
