Worcester, Mass., Oct. 4. The Demo-

cratic State convention was lied today in
th convention- - hall, and the Hon. Alex-

ander B. Bruce, of Lawrence, was nomi-

nated for governor and the Hon. Edward
J! Slaltery, of South Framingham, for
lioutenant governor.

The meeting was a most harmonious
one and the candidates were unanimously
nominated. About five hundred delegates
were present when the meeting wa3
opened by Chairman C-- T. Callahan.

The platform adopted was a reafllrma-tio- n

of the Chicago platform, with a few
new planks in it. The platform declares
lor free coinage of silver, the direct nom-

ination of candidates in caucus, the olec-tio- n

of United States senators by direct
vote, and the indorsement of Bryan- -

It opposes the advances of foreign na-

tions and entangling alliances.
Regarding finance, the platform states:
"The financial policy of the party in

power has entailed a ruinous condition
upon the people. The present manage-
ment of the national treasury is devoted
wholly to the interests of the money
power and the bondholding classes, and
totally adverse to the people. The Gov-
ernment has become the financial agent
of the money-jobbe- rs of Europe and
America. It has purposely planned to
entail upon the people a perpetual na-

tional debt. It has transferred the pow-
ers and prerogatives of the Government
to the banks, which, are its creatures and
which ought to be subject to its para-
mount authority."

Regarding the recent war, the platform
says that "the military administration
during the recent war has been a stigma
on the hUtory of the republic and a dis-

grace to civilization."

men in that business in this State. He
began his political career in 1SS4, being
a member of the board of aldermen and
two years later was elected mayor. He
is a director of the .Merchants' National
Bank. Lawrence, and nt of
the Wilder Savings Bank, of Boston.

Oyster Bay, Oct 4. CoL Theodore
Rosevelt and the other nominees of the
Saratoga convention were formally noti-

fied today at Col. Roosevelt's home here
of their nomination. Chauncey M. De-pe- w

made the speech of notification, and
CoL Roosevelt's reply is, at the same
time, his acceptance o the nomination.
There will be no letter of acceptance.

The colonel's speech dwelt almost alto-
gether on national issues, and indicated
the direction his campaign is to take.
Col. Roosevelt followed the speech as It
had been prepa'red so closely that'it was
necessary for him to refer to his manu-
script "everj few moments to be sure that
he would not change the deliberate rvord-in- g

of it in the least.
' ThT notification committee and the
guests, four or five in number. Included
Edward Lauterbach, Candidates John P.

Chauncey Depew made the speech noticing joi. Roosevelt of his nomination.
He closed by saying:

"Senator Piatt and I have been in poll-ti-

for forty years, and our associates
since they were voters. We have many
Times performed this duty, but never
wnen we were more heartily in accord
with the Judgment of the convention ormore certain of the election of our can-
didates."

CoL Roosevelt replied, In part, as fol-
lows:

"National issues are paramount thisyear. It is not more possible to conducta state election now without regard to
national Issues than it was nossible n
to conduct one in 161 or 1SG3. As It
then was, so it now is, the interest of
xne nation as a whole, which is of vital
and absorbing interest to each citizen.
Then, as now, the Republican nartv was
forced to find new Issues, to confront
new problems. Then, as now. it was
loreed not to follow, but to make prece-
dents. In 1SC1 we had to preserve theRepublic for Its great destlnv: In 1S95 we
have to take a long stride toward the

-- accomplishment of that destiny.
. "The Republican party, therefore, in Its
State platform, does well to reiterate
the promises under which it was possible
to elect a Republican President; pledges
which made it possible to restore pros-
perity to our country, and to put the na-
tion where It Is possible to work out theglorious future which Is now before a
seunited nation.

"The issues for honest money, for pro-
tection to American industry for
the upbuilding of a merchant marine.

adequate to carry the commerce of the
world, and to form a naval militia in
times of war, are as vital this year as
they were in the great contest which was
so successfully fought In 1S0G.

"We must further strengthen our. navy
and build up our army, so that they may
be equal to any demand made upon them,
as we work out our destiny. Hawaii and
Porto Rico are ours, and in the East and
West Indies the interests of the nation
shall be safeguarded.

hands."

After the departure of the notification
committee. Col. Roosevelt was assailed
by a number of newspaper men who
wanted to know whether it was true, as
published in New York this morning, that
he had given $13,000 for the campaign
fund.

"That," said Col. Roosevelt, with all
the emphasis of which he Is capable, "is
a campaign He. I have not been asked
for a dollar by the party, or by any rep-

resentative of the party; nor have I given
a dollar. That's all."

Col. Roosevelt will probably go to New
York tomorrow to be ready to speak at
the Carnegie meeting In the evening.

JUDGE VAN WYCK ACCEPTS.

Xew Vorlc'n Democratic Cttberniitor-Ii- vl

Candltlate Xottllcd.
New York, Oct. 4. The Hon. Augustus

Van Wyck received, official notice tonight
that he had been nominated for governor.
He received the information in the library
of his Brooklyn home. The news was
conveyed to him by the Hon. Frederick
Schraub, who was accompanied by a
number of prominent Democrats, named
as the notification committee.

Van Wyck spoke as follows:
"It is a pleasure to meet you, gentle-

men. The action of the Syracuse conven-

tion was a startling surprise to your
nominee for governor. It was so unex-

pected and so foreign to his aspirations
that he paused for a time to consider
the advisability thereof and his action
thereupon, but soon reached the conclu-
sion that the judgment of the Democracy
of this commonwealth, pronounced In
State convention assembled, must be ac-
quiesced in without the slightest thought
of his personal preferences or comfort.
He does not misjudge the real meaning
of the selection. He well knows that It
was not intended as a personal compli-
ment, but as an expression of high re-
gard for the Democracy of Kings County,
which has so long, with absolute un-

selfishness, sustained the great leaders of
the Democracy of this State.

"It cannot be questioned that a large
majority of the voters distrust the Re-
publican control Of the State government,
and are. hostile to its continuance. If this
opposition will act together It will deter-
mine in favor of the Democracy the con-
test formulated at Syracuse for better,
wiser, more economical, honest and con-
servative government in the affairs of
this State. Conscious of the grave re-
sponsibility imposed by his candidacy and
of the far greater ones to be assumed in
the event of victory, he stands ready,
from this on, to use every honorable ef-

fort for the success of this movement.
He will shortly send youNa letter of ac-

ceptance presenting his views upon the
issues involved."

A crowd of fifteen or twenty persons
had gathered outside the house, while the
speeches were being made. There was no
demonstration. Immediately after the
notification the committee and others re-

turned to the Hoffman House, where the
other candidates were notified.

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A MURDER AND SUICIDE.

Dlckcrnou Kills the Woman AVho
Spurned His Sou, u.ntl Then Himself.
Cleveland, Ohio, Oct. 4. Becauso the

woman he loved wa3 to be married next
Monday to another man, Samuel Dicker-so-n

shot and killed " her today" at her
home, following up the murder by killing;
himself.

The murdered woman was Mrs. Blanche
WInship. who Is connected with the Win-shi-

of Boston. She was twenty-fou- r
years of age and regarded as one of the
beauties of Cleveland. Her home was in
the old-ti- fashionable residence district
of the city.

Two years ago Mrs. "WInship secured a
divorce from her husband, who i3 the
chief engineer of the" Gilchrist lake ileet.
Since then she has added to her income
by renting a portion of her hpme.

DIckerson, the murderer, was sixty-si- x

years old and a veteran of the late war.
He was an Inventor. He had long been
Infatuated with Mrs. WInship, but at no
time was he encouraged by her. He per-
sisted, however, in seeking her presence
and calling at her home. She ridiculed
his protestations of affection.

Last week her engagement to Henry
Bradley, a Hour merchant of the West
Side, was announced. To friends Dicker-so- n

remarked that he would not permit
the marriage.

Early this morning he sought the Win-shi- p

home and for an hour walked up and
down in front of the house. Then he
forced his way Into the house. He de-

manded to see Mrs. WInship and the ser-
vant told him that she could not be seen
at that time. He pushed past the servant
and made his way to the young woman's
room, in the meantime drawing a re-

volver. The door was locked. At the
door DIckerson pleaded with the woman
to give him her love. She told him to go
home- - He broke the door open. Mrs.
WInship fell at his knees and begged him
not to kill her.

Mr. and Mrs. Julian Strausse. who re-
side in the house, rushed into the room.
DIckerson covered them with a revolver
and drove them out. Strausse heard
Dickerson tell Mrs. WInship to prepare
to die. She made no outcry. Two shots
followed Dlckerson's words. The sound
of two falling bodies, one on the bed and
the other on the floor, was heard In the
adjoining room.

Strausse and others rushed into the
room. DIckerson was lying across the
bed with his feet on the floor. He was
dead, but a revolver was still clasped In
his hand. The woman was stretched on
the floor at his feet. A bullet had entered
her left chest and passed through the
region of the heart She was still breath-
ing, but her death occurred five minutes
later.

NO AGREEMENT AT HAVANA

The Eviicuutlou Q.ue.stIou, With
Others, to Tulce a tfannntt Cjmrse.

Havana, Oct. 4. This morning the
American and Spanish evacuation com-

missioners met in Joint session in the hall
of the Colonial Parliament, There was
a large crowd outside the building, but
only the members and secretaries and
stenographers were allowed to enter.

The first point in the discussion was the
time for the evacuation. The Americans
persisted in their demand that the Span-

ish troops be all out of the Island about
November 30. The Spaniards insisted that
they bo allowed a longer time. Speeches
were made on both sides, but no agree-
ment was reached and the matter was
left for further discussion.

Another point discussed "was the form
of the evacuation, whether it was to take
place gradually. and from the east to the
west of tho island, or whether the island
should be evacuated as a whole. No
agreement was reached and this matter
was also left for further discussion.

The third point, about the property the
Spanish army was entitled to carry back
to Spain, also resulted In a deadlock.

The Spanish commissioners notified the
Americans, in the name of Captain Gen-
eral Blanco, that on account of bad
weather the steamer Porto Rico will not
arrive at Manzanlllo in time for the em-

barkation of the Spanish troops there on
October 7, as was agreed, but they added
that the Spaniards were ready to encamp
outside the city until the transports ar-
rive, and surrender the town immediate-
ly to the Americans.

The American Commissioners replied
that there would be no trouble about that,
for the American troops will encamp6 out-
side the city for sanitary reasons.

Speehes were made by Gen. Parrado
and Marquis Montero, on the Spanish
side, and Gens. Butler and Clous, on the
American side.

Many Cuban officers and deputies will
leave tomorrow for Santa Cruz del Sur.
to take part In the congress to be held
October 10 to elect a Cuban government.

TROOPS LEAVE PORTO RICO.

NenrlyAll the Volunteers on the Isl-
and AVIII Be Withdrawn.

It has been decided to withdraw the
entire force of volunteers now in Porto
Rico, with the possible exception of the
First Engineers. The Secretary sent a
cable message to Gen. Brooke Monday,
inquiring as to the condition of the troops
and directing him to designate what reg-

iments of volunteers should, in his opin-
ion, be sent to the United States. The in-

formation from Gen. Brooke was of such
a kind that the WarDepartment decided
at once to withdraw- - every regiment of
State troops.

These are six in number the Third Illi-
nois, First Kentucky, Sixth Massachu-
setts, Fourth Ohio, Sixteenth Pennsyl-
vania, and Third Wisconsin. Four regi-
ments have already been particularly des-
ignated for being brought to the United
Sates, but tho department will not say
which ones have been selected. One of
them is known to be the Third Illinois,
the physical condition of which is very
bad.

Three transports are now at Ponce,
capable of carrying 2,000 men. with their
regular supplies. These shipj will be
used immediately in bringing the volun-
teers to tho United States.

CAPT. BREWER DEAD.

Contracted Ills Fatal Illness in the
Santiago Campaign.

The funeral of Capt. Madison M.
Brewer will take place at his home, 1312
Thirty-fir- st Street, tomorrow afternoon
at 2 o'clock. He died in the Garfield Hos-
pital yesterday of fever contracted in the
late campaign at Santiago.

Capt. Brewer was a graduate of the
Columbian University Medical School and
had been five years in the regular army.
He received his commission of captain in
the early part of this year.

Catholic University Opened.

INDIANS HOLDING-HOSTAGES- .

It Is Believed That To Officers Are
Trapped at Hear InIhimI.

Walker, Minn., Oct. 4. It was reported
this afternoon that the Peillager Indians
had succeeded in trapping Marshal O'Con-

nor and Indian Agent Tinker,, and that
they are now holding them at Bear Isl-

and as hostages.
Early this morning the commissioners

arrived in town and asked that two of-

ficers accompany thern to Bear Island tor
a conference and stating that they must
go alone or the braves would refuse to
treat with them- - The two men immedi
ately compiled with the request.

After they had been gone half an hour
some of the other Indians about town he-- "

gan to boast that neither of the officials
would be allowed to come back until as-

surance had been given that no arrests
would be made. The matter was treated
lightly at first, but the boasts of the
Indians were so persistent that many be-

gan to think they had arranged a plan
to insure immunity from arrest for them-
selves.

If tho rumor proves true, the soldiers
will take the initiative and sweep every
redskin on the island into the lake.

A BASIS OF SETTLEMENT.

A Report : tje BeJirlnK Sea and
Fisheries QueNtlon.s Made.

Quebec, Oct. 4. Tho basis of a settle-
ment between Canada and the United
States has been (arranged in the matter
of Behring Sea and the Atlantic and In-

land fisheries. A report, setting forth the
conditions was presented to the commis-
sion today by the Joint chairmen of the
commission on these subjects, the Hon.
John W. Foster and Sir Louis Davies. Its
provisions are not definitely known.

It is believed the Canadian commission-
ers have, however, decided to prohibit
pelagic sealing on payment of Indemnity
to actual sealers by the-- : United States.

Today representatives- of the Canadian
piano and organ industries were heard
urging an increasedi fluty from 30 to 40
per cent on the manufactured article.

THE INFANTA. 'MARIA TERESA.

She Will ne Ready Monday to Sail
for the United StutCM.

Santiago de Cuba, Oct. 4. Gen. Gar-
cia received word today of his election
as a delegate to represent Havana prov-
ince in the congress that will meet on
October 10. He wlll',,decllne the position.
He says that the congress will not be
representative. No one except the sol-

diers and citizens Iri'the 'towns and dis-
tricts held by . the , Cjtban forces are
allowed to vote Xor delegates. Tho most
representative of the Cuban people are
excluded. Other leading Cubans about
Santiago take the same view of the con-
gress.

Lieut. Hobson today brought to San-
tiago a number of six-In- guns and ord-
nance of small caliber, which were taken
from the Almirante Oquendo, Vizcaya
and Infanta Maria Teresa. He will start
seventy mo at the work of saving the
Cristobal Colon tomorrow. The lieuten-
ant told the correspondent of The Times
that he was still confident of his abllity
to save the Colon.

The Infanta Maria Teresa will be ready
to sail for the United States from Guan-tana-

next Monday. Lieut. Hobson
says that he will save all the big guns
from the Spanish ships as soon as a der-
rick boat arrives. Air bags and the com-
pressed air apparatus for the work on
the Colon are here.

The sickness among the Fifth Regulars
has greatly diminished. Fifty- - three men
were taken off the sfck list yesterday,
and twenty-fiv-e today. Only 157 of the
C30 men are unable to do duty now.

Yellow fever is rapidly disappearing.
Favorable reports were received today
from the Ninth Immunes, the Twenty-fift-h

Kansas, and the Eighth Illinois
who are encamped on the San

Luis plateau.
