DEATH OF JAMES FITZSTJOIONS.

I'aternnl I'roKcnltor of the I'ngilist
1'iiMxex Away at New Zealand.

New York, Oct. 5. James Fltzslmmons,
father of Robert Fltzslmmons, the' cham-

pion heavy-weig- of the world, died on

August 29 at Timaru, New Zealand, at
the age of ninety years.

Robert Fitzslmmons received the first
information of his father's death through
a brief cable dispatch which a few days
ago was followed by letters.

Fltzslmmons's father, who was born at
Armagh, Ireland, had been a soldier in

the English army for forty-fo- years,
in which time he saw much hard service.

"When he left the army twenty-seve- n

years ago he removed to New Zealand
from Australia with his family, settling
in the little town of Timaru. He left a
widow, now eighty years old, and seven
or eight children, all of them over
Robert's age.

III cycle Knees Scheduled for Yestwr-da- y
AVI1I He Run Today.

The meet of the American Racing
Cyclists' Union, which was to have been
held yesterday afternoon at the track of
the Park Bicycle Club, was postponed
