medicine:-- they were required to take.

One of these complaints from Private
William A. Hlckey was shown to the as
sistant surgeon general es:erday. In re
ply he stated that the volunteers who re
turned ill from Cuba and Montauk l'oint
would have received treatment from army
surgeons and at military or other hos-
pitals without question had they applied
for it to the surgeons-general'- s office. Army
officers on leave or enlisted men on fur-
lough, when treated at their homes, can-
not secure, under existing law, payment
for civilian physicians ami the medicines
they prescribe. The Treasury Depart-
ment is required to pass upon all such
accounts and will not allow them.

The surgeon general believes these
claims are just and has recommended to
Congress that they be paid, and an ap
propriation, may be made to do so in the
deficiency bllL Under existing laws and
Treasury rulings, however, he is now
powerless to pay them.
