No extra. Christmas dinner was served
to his charges by Warden Harris. It was
not because he was not desirous of malt-
ing them happy, but It has not been
thought good policy for jears to expend
largo sums for elaborate holiday dinners
at the Jail. The regular prison fare was
sened at all the meals.

In this respect the Inmates of t'.io Wash
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ington Axyium, the District workhouse
and the almshouse fared slightly better.
Superintendent Stoutenbursh arranged a
bounteous repstfor Jits .charges. Turkey,
cranberry auce, celery and other delica-
cies the long tables In the
various de)iartnj"nts, on. .the almshouse
reservation. The Inmates of the alms-
house differ in eerj possible ct from
thoe of botn the jail nnd the workhouse,,
beirg only creatures of mKfortune. Many
of the prisoners at the workhoupe are
vagrants, and it ofttlmes happens that
these, too, are more sinned against than
sinning.

The great ctcnt of the day for these
cnarges was the dinrer. The cooks an,d
their assistants, the latter being prison-
ers them-elcs- were aFowed the freedom
of the workhouse larder. They made t'ne
most of their opportunity. The pro erblal
turke) was on hand, nnd all the rest of
the dishes which seem so necessary for
the proper celebration of the day. Long
before dim dawn the cooks were busll)
engaged preparing the feist, and while
this was going on members of t'ne alms-
house and workhouse colony were whet-
ting their appetites. When the dishes were
read) tobcconveyca Into the dining hall
there was a hurried bustle at the

and thortl afterwaiU the long pine
tables, temptingly laden, were surrounded
bj the inmates. Tor the moment thej
seemed to forget their lot nnd with mar-elous-ly

good appetites plunged Into the
pleasure of the occasion. Dinnei lasted a
long time. The rest or the day was spent
In the usual manner. The men at the
almshouse were supplied with pipes and
tobacco at Government expense, and Idled
the afternoon away in conversation, tell-
ing stories and recounting experiences,
some plcturlrg more prosperous dajs in
tho smote curling upward from their
pipes.

Interesting talc were told of former
Chrlstmases Tunning backward through
several decades. In some Instances to
the earlier dajs ot the Itepub lc. One ef
the most Interesting of the almshouse
charges Is an old colored "auntie," who
Is now too feeble to enjoj much of life.
She spent most of the daj In her chair
on the top floor of the almshouse build-
ing, in nn old armchair placed in the
hallway opposite the entrance to her
apartmint, Her eacl age is nofknown.
Her mind Is too nearlj a blank with the
weight of jears to tell much, and she Is
reputed to be more than a centenarian.
She has been at the almshouse about ten

ears. TSefore that time she was a fixture
at Treedman's Hospital, having been one
of the wards of the Old Kreedman's Bu-
reau, which was established by the Gov-

ernment and conducted under the super-
vision of tho War Department, shortlj
after the close of the War of the Rebel-
lion for the care of the fugitive and ailing
negroes who were fleeing from the South
after the wreaking up of the old planta-
tion sjstem. The almshouse shelters
many charges like this. Thej have not
alwajs spent their Christmas as Ind'-gent- s.
