DANIEL TJ. SCOTT EELEASED.

I'urloIiiliiGT IJecoy Letter In Nut
Mmlliii; J'rom the (mi rriiim-nt.- -

Daniel U. Scott, who was charged in
Criminal Court No 2 with tho larceny of

the property of the United States, was jes--
terday acquitted by the Jury which had
heard the testimony against him, on the
Instruction of Justice Bradley, who pre-

sided at the bearing.
Scott was formerly emplojed as a copj-i- st

In the Patent Office and it was part of
his duty to receive and distribute the reg-

istered mail which came to that depart-
ment. After several packages containing
money had been missed by tho officials in
the Patent Office suspicion attached to
Scott, and he was watched. Decoy letters
were sent to the office by the postofilce in-

spectors and in this way It is alleged the
crime was fastened on the defendant.

The case was called for trial last Fri-
day, and when the Government had con-

cluded its case counsel for the defendant,
Messrs. C. Maurice Smith and J. 13 Arch-
er, entered a demurrer to the evidence,
first, because the property alleged to have
been stolen was not that of the United
States, and. second, because if any money
was taken the crime for which the prisoner
should be tried Is embezzlement, and not
larceny.

The Jury was respited and Justice Brad-
ley heard argument on thexe questions on
Saturday, and jestcrday he announced his
decision

The opinion of the court was, in brief, to
the effect that tbe money alleged to have
been stolen by Scott was tho property of
the postoffice inspectors who circulated the
decoy letters and not that of the United
States as charged in the Indictment. The
decision of Justice Bradley opens up a new
theory of law. There arc thousands of
persons now serving terras In prison who
were convicted under the United States
laws for stealing the contents from decoy
letters. Tho decision establishes a prece
dent which may put a stop to tho appre
hension of dishonest mail clerks and others
who handle the mail through the agency of
decoy letters, unless the money enclosed
In them Is the property of the United States
and not that of po3tofilce inspectors or
other private individuals

In accordance with this ruling the Jury
returned a verdict of not guilty against
Scott and he was discharged.
