Tlic Attack on San Tomas Be-

gun by MacArtliur.

Agninaldo's Agents Renew His Plea
for r.n Armistice.

Fillpliion Talk, of Fence IVItli DIk--
nlt In Appeal fo the Amcr- -

ican CfiliimlNiiIoncrf.

Manila, Thursday, May i. 10 a. m.

General MacArthur began an attack this
morning on San Tomas, five miles north-ve- st

of Columplt. The Americans are
fighting stubbornly for the bridge, and the

rebels are burning the town.

Manila, May 2:20 p. m. Tho Fili-

pino Commissioners held another confer-

ence of two hours duration with General

Otis this morning and subsequently visited

the American Philippine Commissioners.

The situation Is apparently unchanged.

General Otis, In an interview after the
conference, said that the Filipinos asked

for a three months' armistice in the entire
archipelago. They admitted under ques-

tioning that they did not control all of the
islands, but said that they wished to ob-

tain time to ascertain the opinions of all

the people.
Agulnaldo also requests time In order,

as he says, to convene tho Filipino Con-

gress and have the situation discussed by

that body. General Otis positively refused
to grant an armistice.

The Filipino Commissioners argue that
the Spanish prisoners should be regarded
in the same light as Americans. The Span-

iards were the old enemy and the Ameri-

cans are the present enemy. Besides, the
United States has become possessed of the
Spanish property and hare assumed the
Spanish obligations. Consequently their
footing is similar to that of the Spaniards
before the recent war was begun.

Later in the day It was learned that the
Filipino envoys abandoned the pretence
under which they first came to General
Otis, that they represented Gen. Antonio
Luna, and announced that they came as
representatives of Agulnaldo himself. The
two emissaries used every effort to tecure
a reply from Ceneral Ctls to the letter from
Sencr Mablni, Aguicaldo's Prime Minister
and Minister of Toreign Affairs, which they
presented to General Otis yesterday, but
General Otis refused to make any reply,

on the ground that to do so would be
equivalent to a recognition of the
government of the Filipinos.

Major Arguelles said that Agulnaldo

knew he would be overpowered in time,

but that he would be able to continue the
fight for months, and that he would do
so unless he were given what Major Ar-

guelles termed "peaco with dignity."
Mr. Schurman, the President of the

United States Philippine Commission, ex-

pressed the opinion that the Interviews ac-

corded by General Otis to the Filipino
will have a good moral effect, as

tending to convince Agulnaldo's represen-

tatives that the American authorities mean
to give the Filipinos a good government,
and not one of the Spanish sort.

Tito Odcc Companion in Crle Com-
mit Suicide.

Erie. Pa., May 3. Edmund Harty end
Norman Bates, friends and fellow --office
men at the Lake Shore and Michigan
Southern offices, killed themsehes today.
Hartj had been suffering from stomach
troubles for some time. After eating hlE
dinner today he had an attack of pain and
wnt to the basement, where he shot him-
self to death. When the news reached his
friend Bates tho latter expressed great
sympathy for the suicide. He himself had
recently returned from an insane asylum
and in discussing Hatty's death expressed
the wish that he were with his friend. A
few moments later he went to his room
anil blew out bis brains.

A FATAL MINE-GA- S EXPLOSION.

One 91un Killed and four Ilorrilil;
linmeil.

Sbenango, Pa., May 3. A disastrous
mine-ga- s explosion took place at Maple
Hill colliery this afternoon. One man was
Instantly killed and four others horribly
and probably fatally burned about the
bead and body. Adam Salatas, aged twenty-s-

ix., single, was blown to atoms. The
men were employed in driving a heading
from breast 31 to 32. When the heading
was completed to breast 32 a large and
unexpected body of gas was met.
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POUR BANDITS KILLED.

A IJciipernic .Attempt I.IIicrnU-Thci-r

Santiago de Cuba, May 3. At Mayari

last night four men belonging to Miguel
Gonzalez's band cf bandits attempted to
release Gonzalez, who, with five other
members cf the band. Is now a prisoner
In tho Jail there.

Some rural guards discovered the men
as they were tearing the bars from tho
window of Gozalcz's cell and gae the
alarm. The would-b- e rescuers fought des-
perately to avoid arrest and the four of
them were shot and killed. Two of the
rural noliea were wounded. The prisoners
will probably be transferred to Baracoa,
where American troops are stationed.
General Wood epcaks In high praise o the
rural guard. He sajs that the Cubans
can best protect themselves against their
own criminals.

THE BLUEFIELDS THOTJ3LE.

This Government' Patience In Verj
AenrI) i:a.tintiMte?d.

Mailed reports from Commander Daj-to- n,

of the cruiser Detroit, were receded
at the .Navy Department yesterday from
Bluefltlds, Nicaragua, but the department
Is still unable to communicate with Com-
mander Dayton by telegraph. The reports
are understood to agree substantially with
the press dispatches about the petty per-
secution of Americans at Bluefie!d3.

While it Is said officially that no action
has been taken jet to secure an explana-
tion from the Nicaragua authorities as to
the failure to maintain telegraphic com-
munication with Commander Dayton, tliera
Is reason to believe that the Government
has come to the conclusion thit a Icssoj
shall bo taught to some of the CentrM
American Republics for their d

methods of dealing with American citi-
zens and American business Interests.

Honduras has been guilty of ,thls sort
of thing lately and the present troubles
in the Department of Zalaya, Nicaragua, in
which Bluefields is situated, arc attributed
to a bitter hostility against Americans on
the part of Colonel Torres, the governor
of the department. That the Navy will
take a hand In bringing these troubles to
a satisfactory settlement is regarded as
probable, although the State Department
Is now attempting to adjust them through
diplomatic channels. Complaints against
Colonel Torres have been filed by this
Government, and Commander Dajton may
soon be ordered to take action of a posi-
tive character.

SELF-PRAIS- E BY ALGER.
He Tell MicliifrnndcrH Hon Aol He

Han the lVnr.
Lansing, Mich., May 3 Secretary of

War Alger and Gen. Joseph E. Wheeler
were guests of the Michigan Legislature
for a few hours today. They were given a
most nattering reception. They arrived
from Detroit shortly before noon and w ere
escorted from the train to the Stale House
by Governor Pingree, one hundred Grand
Army veterans, a detachment of college
cadets, and the entire Legislature. For an
hour following their arrival they received
the public In the executive parlors.

At 2 o'clock a public meeting was held
In Representative Hall, which was crowd-
ed. The meeting was presided over by
Speaker Adams, and Governor Pingree
welcomed the two generals to the State,
his greatest hit being made when he said
it gave blm pleasure to read in the papers
the announcement that Secretary Alger
had concluded to be a candidate for the
United States Senate.

In the course of a twentj -- minute
speech the Secretary said that as he look-
ed over the campaign of the past jear he
could see things that he would not do
again, but declared his belief that in its
entirety the work could not be so well
done again. The crowded condition of tho
tranports was due, he said, to the fact
that the quartermaster was officially in-
formed that accommodations were ample
and he thought It a source of congratula-
tion that notwithstanding the crowded
condition, not a single soldier died at
sea.

Secretary Alger declared that the fiag
should never be lowered in the Philippines
and that we should maintain our author-
ity as long as the best Interests of those
people and the cause of humanity demand-
ed It

General Wheeler was received by the
vast audience with cheers. He paid a
glowing tribute to Michigan soldiers in
both wars and expressed his displeasure
(hat any part of our people should teach
the young that our country is deficient of
any of the elements of sovereignty, not
being able like other countries to extend
protection to people separated from lt,
lie expressed the belief that colonial pos-

sessions are a benefit to a country and
that wisdom will be vouchsafed for the
proper solution of all problems that may
bj encountered In this connection.

JULIA DENT GEANT TO MARRY.

The Humor of Her FJnrrnircmclit to it
HuHHlnn Prlnee C'oiillrined.

Chicago, May 3. Brig. Gen. and Mrs.
Frederick D. Grant were seen tonight at
the home of H. H. Honore, 2103 Michigan
Avenue, and confirmed the report of the
engagement of their daughter, Julia Dent
Grant, to Prince Catacuzene, of Russia.
Although the attachment of the young
couple had been of short duration, the
prince Is well known to Miss Grant's fam-
ily and her parents are well pleased with
her engagement. Miss Grant has been
traveling for five months in Europe, and
spent several weeks In Rome. There she
met Prince Catacuzene, who is an officer
in the Czar's Imperial Guard, and is now
an attache of the Russian Embassy at
Rome. A friendship sprang up between
the two, and the engagement followed.
General Grant said !n reference to the matt-
er-

"I have Just received the formal request
of Prince Catacuzene for the hand of my
daughter in marriage and have given my
consent to the match. The prince Is the
scion of a distinguished Russian family.
He is twenty-fiv- e years old. His father
is dead and the )oung man has for some
time held a position of honor in the Rus-
sian Imperial Guard. My daughter Is now
In Paris with her aunt, Mrs. Potter Pal-
mer, and it Is thought she will return
about the middle of June."

Miss Grant is eighteen years old. She
Is well known in social circles in Eastern
cities, and is her father's only daughter.
The marriage will probably take place
some time next winter, although nothing
has been arranged definitely.

AVBHGHD BY IBM
Banker Alexander Masterton

Shot and Killed.

For Thirty-liv- e Years He Pursued
His Slayer Relentlessly.

A Story of Aliened Hutred, Intrifrnc,
SclTerlnu;. and Hetrllintlon That

ItentlN Like a Homniiee.

New York, May 3. James Meade Plumb,
formerly a n man about town,
shot and killed Alexander Mastertcn, a re-

tired banker, cf Bronxville, N. Y, In a
room on the third floor of the Bjrlington
apartment house, at 110 West Thirtieth
Street, at 1:30 o'clock this afternoon.
Plumb, who js fifty-liv- e jears old, ent
to meet Masterton, who was seventy-two- ,
with the deliberate intention of killing
him. Ho took with him a snull htndbag
containing several rolls of typewritten doc-

uments. In which he told why he was going
lo kill Masterton. All these were turned
over to the police. Briefly, Plumb nccussi-th-

dead man of separating him from his
children, inducing his daughter to sue blm
for an accounting cf her rao.hcrV estate,
which resulted In endless lltlgitinn, and
of conspiring in other ways to ruin him.

Plumb's wife was Miss barali Ives, the
cnly daughter of the late Abraham Ives,
who was at one time the President of tho
Manufacturers' and Mechanics' Bank, ot
this city. Masterton was a-- i executor, with
Roswcll G. Rolston and Samuel G. Har-
riott, ot Mr. Ics' tstate, the bulk of
which was left Mrs. Plumb, with a provi-
sion thit Plumb should never hate any of
It, She left her property to her children
Marie Jeannette, Lculla, and Ives Plumb
and their father was appointed their guar-
dian. The Tsuit of Marie Plumb, who Is
now Mrs. Ramsay Nares, against her fa-
ther for an accounting ran through the
courts for ten years and was finally de-
cided against the daughter.

Plumb has a bachelor's apartment at 70
West Thirty-eight- h Street, which he has
occupied alone for the past two )ears.
Before that he traveled for a time in Eu-
rope. He had not seen Masterton face
to face for ten years, he. sajs, before the
meeting in the Burlington today. This
meeting was arranged by Plumb, who
wrote to Masterton seteral days atro. tell
ing him that he was going to Europj and
must have a personal interview before he
v.ent. Masterton was aware that Plumb
had made threats against his life, but had
no hestitatlon In meeting him. Masterton
fixed the place of meeting at the Burling-
ton apartment house.

The .Meeting; at the fliirlf nsrtnn.
Masterton arrived thereat a few minutes

before 1 o'clock this afternoon. Promptly
at 1 o'clock Plumb camo in. The two
men met In the hallway, bowed to each
other and Masterton turned to Manager
Cole and said:

"I have some business to transact with
this man; can you give us a room?"

Mr. Cole showed the two men apart-
ments on the third floor and left them
there. About 1:30 o'clock Berry Hicks,
the colored elevator man, beard the men
quarreling. The voices became louder and
finally he beard one ay:

"I'll take Just so much, but no more."
Almost Immediately there were sounds

of a scuffle and then Hicks heard the
pistol shots In rapid succession. The doorot the room opened and Plumb came out
and started. downstairs two steps at a
time. Hicks started the car down, yelling:

"Phut the door- .- Stop him."
This was effective, and Plumb, realiz-

ing that there was no escape for him sat
down on a chair, crossed his legs and
waited for the next thing to turn up

Hicks' cries had brought Patrolman
Diehl to the house Plumb made no op-
position to being arrested and Diehl start-
ed for the station with his prisoner. Mas-
terton was found lying on the floor face
down. Four of the five shots fired at him
had taken effect, and after fifteen min-
utes' work the phjslcians announced that
there was no hope for the Injured man.
They sent word to the statlonhouse that
Masterton might recover consciousness
and that It would be well to send theprisoner back for identification.

Plumb admitted tha.t he had done the
shooting and looked pleased when lold
that Masterton would die. He had no
statement to make, he said.

AVlij He lulled MnMertoii.
When Plumb was taken back to the

Burlington. Masterton was still uncon-
scious, and did not rev It e to make a state-
ment. When Plumb got back to the sta-
tlonhouse he told the sergeant on duty
that he had killed Masterton because
Masterton had broken up his famllv,
taken his children from him and tried to
ruin him. A few minutes later word came
to the sergeant that Masterton was dead,
and Plumb was Immediately sent to the
Jefferson Market Police Court In a pjtrcl
wagon. Magistrate Deuel remanded him
to the custody of the coroner and Tlumb
was taken back to the sUi.on. He showed
no emotion and walked over to the Tombs
with head thrown back and without a
tremor. One of the statements prepared
by Plumb contains about 20.COO words,
and Is addressed to the "Sun." It Is an
extremely detailed account of his iela-tlo-

with Masterton from 1SC1 to the
present time. The other two statements
aro exactly alike. They rontaln the same
facts In a more condensed form. One cf
them is addressed:

"To whom It may concern: Why James
N. Plumb shot Alexander Masterton."

Plumb begins b telling the story of hisengagement to Miss Ives In 1851. At that
time, he sajs, Masterton was a clerk In
tho Manufacturers and Merchants' Bank.
He was very cordial and patronizing In
his treatment of riumb at the time the
writer says, but Plumb afterward learned
that Masterton had denounced him as a
professional gambler to his prospective
fathor-ln-la- the president of the bank.
He further rays: "The reason for taking
this serious step was that for upwnrd of
thirty-fiv- e ears, commencing as far back
as 1SC1, at the time of my marriage en-
gagement, this man has followed mo like
a eleuthhound, from that time to this.
And jet I was never able to dlbcovcr the
cause or motive of his vindictive animosity
toward me, as when he commenced to at-
tack me 1 had never seen the man or over
heard of blm, and all during theso jears,
down to 1S7C, thU man was constantl
plotting and conspiring against me and
endeavoring to undermine my wife's confi-
dence In me by mean and covert Insinua-
tions and endeavoring In every vtay to
alienate the affections of my wife and
children, and he had a powerful Influence,
being a trustee of my wife's large estate.
This man was constantly intriguing v 1th
the servants in my house and Interfering
in my family affairs, and In this year It
was discovered by a guest In my bouse,
the late Hon. Winchester Britton, that
Masterton was having clandestine Inter-
views and correspondence with a French
governess In my employ, the object of
which conspiracy was apparently to alien-
ate my daughters and poison their minds
against their father and brother."

In 1SS5, Plumb goes on to say, Master--
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ton wreaked vengeance en him by fixing
up a marlage between his son, J. Ives
Plumb, and a Troy woman named Anna
Burton, lo which marriage Plumb was op-
posed. His eldest daughter, Maris Jean-
nette, he says, was to attain her majority
on April 20, l&SS, and he arranged to bring
her to New York lo settle up her affairs.
Ho learned later that this daughter was
secretly engaged to Hamsay Hares, whom
he denounces. Plumb says he found out
that Mastertcn was behind the scheme to
marry this man to his daughter.

After returning to this country In 1SSS.
Plumb writes, he sent for his daughters
to 12 West Forty-sevent- h Street nnd ar-
ranged for them to meet him at a little
dinner on April 20 to celebrate Miss Ma-
ria's attainment of her majority. Both
girls disappeared on that day, he says,
and he learned afterward that men em-
ployed by Masterton had kldnaniMl Ml
Leuila. .Miss Marie, ho says, had been
won over by Masterton and afterward
married Nares. Miss Luolla, he says, was
taken a prisoner to Troy, land afterward
to Masterton's home at Bronxville. Both
daughters were set against him after thatby Masterton, he says, and then he goes
into.thc details of the suitTbrougbt against
him by Mrs Nares, winding up this part of
his nnrrnfttp with wh.i m n i
letter recently written by his daughter to
u menu in mis cu, in which she ex-
presses sorrow for her treatment of her
father.

Mrs. Masterton was prostrated by tho
news of her husband's murder. Alexander
Masterton wns 1mm v.nt,.twn vc.,
ago in Scotland, and camo to th s coantry
wllh his father when a boy. Although his
father became a man of. huge fortune,young Alexander, having de:Ided upon
banking as his career in life, started ojt
at the bottom of the ladder In a New York
bank. He rose rapidly, and In the
troublous financial times of tLo Civil War
was one of the coterie of lnQucntUl bank-
ers who combined to uphold Ihs credit of
I he nation. Several years ago he retired
from bnnklng nnd has since had no occu-
pation olhci than that of trustee of va-
rious cstatis. Ho was worth mora than
n million dollars.

VENGEANCE OF LOVE BETRAYED

Wile, a lawyer of local prominence, as
he .sat at a piano in a room in a house In
Washington Avenue. After shooting Wile,
Miss Burke sent a bullet, Into her own
heart and fell dead at her victim's feet.
Wile is an attorney with a large practice,
having a suite of offices in tho Hartford
Building. Madison and Dearborn Streets.
He resides with his wife end fourteen-- j

ear-ol- d daughter at 3719 Indiana Avenue.
The storj' of his affair with" Miss Burke.

which led up to the tragedr of today, is
Tine of deceit and falsehood on the part of
tne man, and love and devotion on the
woman's part: Wile had led the joung
woman to believe that he was a Eingle man
and had promised to make her his wife.
Last Monday Miss Burke, who lived with
friends at C330 Champlaln Avenue, learned
that Wile was married and llyed with his
family. The shock was so' great that it
Is believed her mind became unbalanced.

During the past jear Wle'Sad paid Miss
Burke devoted attention, caljlng frequently
at the house where she boarded. He
bought her Ilowera and costly presents.
His apparent devotion won Ijer love. Miss
Burke had for some time been in poor
health. Recently she decided after an un-

successful operation to try Christian Sci-

ence and moved to the Hotel Norwood, in
Michigan Avenue, in order' to be nearer
the scientist who was treating her. Wl'e
visited her there and was jrecognlzcd by
seme of the residents of the hotel, who
told Miss Burke that he was a married
man.

On Mondaj- - she consulted the city direc-
tory and went to Wile's home, where she
told Mrs. Wile of her husband's perfidy.
Mrs. Wile sats that Miss Burke appeared
nearly distracted when she left,, after an
hour's Interview, and that. she was not
surprised when the news ut the tragedy
reached her.

The company has no relation
whatever, as has been erroneously report-
ed, with a Michigan copper prcpsrty. The
properties owned by the ne,v comrany will
be worked to full capacity and the output
increased.

SEDITIOUS WRITINGS SEIZED.

AtkliiHOfi I'miiphletH on Their IVaj
to Manila Intercepted.

San Pranclsco, .May 3 Local postofilce
officials today seized some of the pam-

phlets sent out by Edward Atkinson,
Vice President of the
League of Boston. The pamphlets are ad-

dressed to Admiral Dewey, Gen. H. G.
Otis, General Miller, and Profs. Schur-
man and Worcester, of the Philippine
Commission. Postmaster Montague re-

ceived Instructions from 'Washington to
seize and hold subject to further instruc-
tions any pamphlets started on their way
to Manila by Edward Atkinson. These
Instructions apply only to third-clas- s mat-
ter and no authority was given to sei'.e
under suspicion any sealed matter. This
morning Montague ordered an Inspection
of all Manila mail, and the search reveal-
ed the documents mailed to the military
commanders and the members of the Phil-
ippine Commission. On the v rapper bear-
ing the address aro the words: "If not
delivered within five dajs return to Box
112, Boston."

Two of the pimphlets are entitled "The
Hell of AVar" and "Criminal Aggres3ion."
Tho third has no specific title, and con-

tains copies of speeches delivered by Sen-
ator Hoar, former Governor Bojtwell, and
former Senator Edmunds. Postmaster
Montague has ordered that a clos watch
be kept on the mails, and that all objec-
tionable painphlet3 arriving here en route
"to Manila be seized.

ATKINSON'S LAME EXCUSE.

The attention of Postmaster General
Smith was called jesterdaj afternoon to
the statement of Edward Atkinson that
the documents which he had been circu-
lating wire Senate documents, and that if
be were guilty of treason and of tho circu-
lation of seditious documents the Senators
who presented the documents to the Senate
and who were responsible for having them
Printed were likewise guilty.

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DAVIS LOCKED DP

Charged With Uttering Alleg-

ed Worthless Checks,

Prominent in Religions, Poliiical,
and Social Circles.

Arreted at the Instance of Fred-cric- k
It. l'nrk,' of (he I'cnn-)Ivnn- la

Ilallroad.

The Her. Dr. Wellcslcy Reld Davis, a
minister of the gospel ot universal note
and an expansionist who has delivered
discourses on the subject in New York
and other prominent cities, end In this
city at the solicitation of Secretary Alger
and other members of the Cabinet. Is held
a prisoner at No. 1 etatlonhouse on a
charge of uttering alleged worthless
checks. He was arrested yesterday after-
noon at 2 o'clock by Detective Sam
Browne, who had been watching tho
movements of the reverend gentlemin for
come time. The warrant for the nrrest
of the Rev. Dr. Davis was issued at the
request of Frederick R. Parks, tho chief
ticket agent of the Pennsylvania Railroad
at the station, who suffered a loss of l.'O
by cashing an alleged worthless check
presented by the prisoner. The check waa
mado payable to the order of the Penn-
sylvania Railroad Company, and was
drawn on the National Union Bank ot
New York. Mr. Park stood personally re-
sponsible for the check.

Aemrdlnfr tn tya Hoof Infnnn.tlnn nh- -
rtaTnable' tho Rev. Is wanted by

the New lork and Baltimore authorities
for uttering alleged worthless checks. He
is known to have had a check cashed by
Lemuel Wilmer, a ticket clerk at tho
union statioa in Baltimore, on the 21th
cf April, and to have proffered another
check which was accepted for board at tho
Waldorf-Astor- ia Hotel, New York. The
latter check Is said to bivp been for
$375.75, and was presented on April 29. Dr.
Davis admits having used the checks, but
states that he Is the victim of an unfor-
tunate circumstance. He saya he sup-
posed the checks would be paid as he had
expected that an amount sufilcient to cover
them would have been placed to bU credit
at the National Union Bank by persons
Interested in him before the checks were
presented for payment. The check cashed
by Mr. Wllmcr In Baltimore was for $S5.

The check which Mr. Parks cashed was
presented by Dr. Davis on April 21. Just
a few hours previous to the Baltimore
episode. Dr. Davis was Introduced to Mr.
Parks by Edward A. C. Van Horn, the
janitor of the Pennsylvania railroad sta-
tion. Mr. Van Horn had known the gen-

tleman for about twenty years, he said,
and felt no hesitancy in vouching for him.
He was greatly surprised when apprised
of tho fact that the check was not paid.

Arrested hy Detective Iiroirne.
The arrest of Dr. Davis was due en-

tirely to the efforts of Detective Browne,
who is stationed at the Pennsylvania sta
tion. He was present when Mr. Parks
cashed the $50 check and had an opportun-
ity of Judging the man. When Browne
learned that the check was worthless ho
at once set out to locate Dr. Davis and
succeeded In learning that he had gone to
Baltimore and New York. Browne then
suggested that a warrant be asked for
by Mr. Parks and developments awaited.
He knew that Dr. Davis was a member of
the Metropolitan Club and fell assured
from what he learned that thejsan would
return to the city. .

When Dr. Davis arrived in the city a
few day3 ago he was seen by Browne, who
communicated the intelligence to Mr.
Parks, with the result that a warrant was
Issued yesterday. Armed with the war-
rant, Browne sought Dr. Davis at tho
Bancroft, where he had been known1" to
stop while in the city. There the detec-
tive was Informed that the object of his
search was not in and could probably be
found at the Metropolitan Club. Browne
called at the club, leaving Detective
Home, who had been detailed on the case,
to watch tho hotel. At the club It was
denied that Dr. Davis was there but as
Browne had reason to believe that such
was not the case, he stationed himself
outside and awaited from 11 o'clock until
2 o'clock, when be wa3 rewarded. Dr.
Davis emerged from the clubhouse at .hat
time, and after carefully looking about
him entered a carriage and gave instruc-
tions to the driver to proceed to the Penn-
sylvania railroad station.

Browne approached the doctor a3 the in-

structions were given, and stated the na-

ture of his business. He was requested to
get into the carriage and not to make a
scene. The detective compiled and drove
with his prisoner to headquartsrs, where
he was questioned, and searched and later
locked up at No. 1 statlonhouse. Tha pa-

pers found on Dr. Davis are sa'd to be of
an Incriminating nature. Further evldencj
against the man was found at th; Ban-
croft, which showed that besides the

mentioned a young la ly clerk In the
Postofflce Department had been Induced to
part with $50 advanced oa a check pre-

sented by Dr. Davis.-I- t U understood that
there are others who have cashed che ks
said to be of a worthless nature.

Recently he attracted considerable
attention by a sermon preached at the
New York Avenue Presbyter an Church,
this city, two weeks ago last Sunday. Tho
subject was "The Son of Man as Typ'.fy-in- g

the New America." It was a dlscouiss
on expansion rather than a sermon, as Dr.
Davis stated last night, Ths lecture, av it
might be properly termed, was rp ated
in this city at the Metropolitan MelhrUbt
Episcopal Church one week aso last Sun-
day, at the request ot Secretary Aig-r- . wh-- ,

together with several of the members of
the Cabinet, were attentive Huencrs.

Secretary Alger heard the lecture when
It was delivered at tho New York Avenue.
Presbyterian Church, of wh'ch he is an
attendant, and was so impresseJ with it
that he requested Dr. Davis to repeat it at
tho Metropolitan Methodist Epis-op-

Church in order that the President and th)
members ot the Cabinet might hear ir.

Dr. Davis has been a member of tho
