Features of the Visitation
Convent Celebration.

Impressive Services Helil in Holy
Trinity Church.

A programme embracing spirituality,
mentality, and feastlug marked the second
daj's celebration ct the hundredth annl-ersa- ry

of the Georgetown Convent of the
Visitation jeslerday, the opening services
being held in IIol Trinity Church, and the
festivities in the grounds and halls of the
convent.

The day v 111 long be remembered by
tho-- c of the alumnae who attended. It
inspired in old and joung alike a new-

born loe for the alma mater, and cement-

ed a union of forces that "ill In the future
operate as a shield and strength to the
name of the revered institution.

One of the features of the day which
biought a touch of sacred Joy to the hearts
of all, as the receipt of a message of con-

gratulation from the Tope, transmitted by
the Papal Secretary of State, ltampolla.
The message read: "The Holy rather
heartily congratulates the Convent of the
Visitation upon the occasion of Its jubi-
lee, and affectionately blesses it."

The day's exercises were begun at9
o'clock by the assembling of the alumnae
which has grown in attendance from the
expected number. 300, to fully TOO in the
corridors cf the convent, to receive badges
and souvenir pins and to form the proces-
sion which afterward marched to the
Church of the Holy Trinity to attend the
pontifical mass at 10.30.

The procession was led by a score of
altar boys, headed by a cross-beare- r, all
clad iu white cassocks and surplices. Xext
in line .were the pupils of the school, fol-

lowed by the visiting alumnae. Walking
last; and entering the church after the
ladies had been seated, was Cardinal Gib-

bons, together with Mgr. Conaty. rector
of the Catholic University; llgr. Stephan,
Mgr. Sbarettl, of the papal delegation, and
Archbishop Martlnelll. Papal Delegate.

The church and altar were beautiful In
decorations. The royal purple of the eccle-
siastical dress, the varied tints and zephyr-lik- e

fabrics of the ladles gowns, the ani-
mation of the magnificent music, and the
solemnity of the service, all combined to
make the scene one that will long live in
the memory of the alumnae.

At the conclusion of the mass a roo.t in-

spiring sermon was dell' ered by the Rt.
He-- ,. Mgr. Conaty, was told In words of
reverence and eloquence the lives of the
founders of the Institution. At the cloie
of the services the procession wended lt3
way back to the convent, where lunch was
served in a mammoth pavilion erected in
the quadrangle. Toasts were propo-e- d

and heartily responded lo by the ladles,
and a pleasant two hours was passed, when
the party adjourned to the halls and class-
rooms which they formerly frequented, and
mingled in unrestrirted social converse
during the remainder of the afternoon.

The scenes In the pavilion and afterward
In the spacious halls and large rooms of
the old Institution were varied. The emo-
tions were appealed to In both joyous
greetings and affecting meetings which
brorght tears and bestirred old memories.

In the lunch pavilion six long tables hud
been arranged with the table for the speak-
ers In the centre. The first two tables
were occupied by the alumnae of the rast
ten j ears, and the tour other tables each
represented a decade. All, however, were
girls again. Xo birthdays were recognized
in the celebration, and the oung and old
were alike, once more In the home of their
childhood. Many pleasant railleries were
Indulged In and the ounger generation of
the fraternity were made to feel that they
were but children, and were talked to in
tones of mock severity by their elders.

From the balcony of the cloister, which
gave a view through the gable of the
pavilion, the proceedings were watched
by the undergraduate classes and the sis-
ters, with much Interest. The elaborate
menu served by Rauscher was commented
on by the nuns, who are accustomed to the
simple fare of their order, with quizzical
expressions of wonderment.

)IrK. "VIcirllli'M illlrts of "Welcome.
After an elaborate menu had been par-

taken of Mrs. Emma Ethrldge Moran,
toastmlstrees, arose in her place in the
centre of the pavilion and bid the fair
guests assemble around her and welcome!
them In the name of the alma mater. "I
deeply regret," said Mrs. Moran, "that the
many hearts beating within this sacred en-

closure might not each express In its own
eloquence the love and devotion and abid
ing Interest that has summoned you from
afar.

"We all have our Ideals, but achieve
them rarely In life. You behold at this
time a woman who was never more proud
nor happy than now, for she is now realiz-
ing far n.ore than she has ever dreamed
of or dared to hope for, but has undeser-
vedly achieved. In occupying this place.

"I ldrl .vnii Aplm-rlo thprt- with nil mv.
heart. A welcome that rings with the
music of a long ago, but whose sweet
strains are unforgotten. A welcome whose
fullness Is replete with the sparkling" elixir
of pure thoughts and perfect confidence
in jour high destiny. The dear old con-

vent hails jour coming with the sym-
pathy of nature's May day smiles. With
glad songs cf birds, the soft whisper of
the lazy wind, and the perfect surround-
ings of virdure-cla- d beauty.

"Today the reverend and faithful mother
opens her portals to receive her daughters
of a century. Her widespread arms long
to embrace the children whom she has
watched over and whom she has never
ceased to love. On this venerable birth-
day let us rejoice together In this our
alma mater's first century of noble work
and triumphant achievement.

"To be called her to greet
from all quarters the women whom she
ha3 guided to virtue and to strength, Is
enough to fill the hardest heart with glad-
ness, and certainly no convent girl of the
past or present is here whose heart Is not
filled with Joyous enthusiasm on this
happy occasion. 1 cannot but think this
scene forms a fitting presentment of an-
other reunion where youth and joy know
sot the blight of age."

Mrs. Moran referred touchlngly to the
departed ones "who sleep on the little
hill," and soon had her auditors In tears
by her tender tributes to the memory of
belpvcd teachers who were at rest. She
concluded with an eloquent greeting to
the daughters of the twentieth century.

Mrs Mary Maguirc Carr, of St fouls,
responded to the toast "The Visitation."

j She said In part "When the Most Rev.
j Leonard Neale, Archbishop of Baltimore,
j gave .his sanctlou to the three pious to-- i

men who founded this convent la June.
17S9. he wrote, 'I sanction the beginning
of this work whence the inestimable ad-
vantage o( a correct education may be
given to the female youth not only of the
present day, but of future generations.'
Here are now assembled after one hundred
years a worthy representation, the hope
of a part of that future generation referred
to by Ilishop Neale. In this convent cur
special Instructors have labored to give
women not only the intellectual progress
which this century demands, but the
Christian training of mind and heart, the
high sensa of honor which fits women to
dignify every rank and walk In life.

"Here have gathered from all of
the country, N'orth. South, East, and West,
girls of different types and different creeds.
And from here have gone forth women
who have filled and graced many high and
distinguished places. Women who?e sons,
we hope, will Louor their country, and
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whose daughters will be proud of their
mother's alma mater."

A toast to the "clock" was proposed and

responded to by Mrs. Adele Morrison Kel-le-

Mrs. Kelley spoke as follows: '"In
thus becoming even for five minutes, the
target for your critical shafts, I feel 'there
lies more peril in your eyes' than twenty
heroes could unblushlngly encounter. In
appointing me to Teply to our present
toast, 'The Clock," the good sisters have
given proof of a ruthless memory, as well
as of a proper sense of the fitness of
things. Who could speak more movingly
upon this comprehensive subject than one
who has so often outrivaled her compan-

ions In tho role of Is'lobe before that sym-
pathetic countenance In the hall. If, In
our after days, we have had but a vague
idea of time; if we have been late for
breakfast and early for dressmaker ap-

pointments, may we not attribute our de-

ficiencies in this respect to an errone-
ous impression of hours an,d minutes made
upon our youthful Intelligence by the too
fiequent contemplation of that grim men-

tor? rellow-suffcrer- s! Let us take ad-

vantage of this memorab'e occasion to give
voice to our grievances, to feed fat our an-

cient grudge, and. In the Interests of our
successors, to unanimously demand the
abolition of this barbarous mode of pun-
ishment.

"To some ct us, perhaps, a clock may
seem no more than a useful and orna-
mental article of household furniture.
Some time ago I chanced upon one bearing
the Inscription. 'This Is Time, what Is
Eternity?" Since then the purlieus of my
mind have harbored a distaste for these
ticking reminders of years and follies,
these portable consciences that are forever
pricking us with a tireless little bodkin
of reproach. Even the convent sentinel,
In its familiar corner, now blends Us mer-
ry tlck-toc- lt with a graver cadence. 'Hur-
ry,' It seems to say. 'Good intentions alone
form too short a ladder. Behold my vis-
age and measure the remnant of your
youth. Ah, hasten to fill e with
deeds and not with lingering, year3."

"There are some among us today who
are Just setting out for the Hesperldes.
Others there are who have climbed the
mountain top and are preparing to de-

scend thence to the table land3. Others
have already reached the quiet plains.
But for us all, life Is, and has been, made
up of the doing of tiny-- things with a giant
heart.

"An admonitory glance from the powers
that be warns me that 'the wise woman
keepeth silent, knowing her time.' I cannot
leave you, however, without a word for
our absent friends, these both of the clols-te- n

and the hearth, who now dwell in '.he
silent land; and one noble spirit In par-
ticular whose memory we have not cast
Into a dusky corner of our hearts. Fidtl-it- y

of thought is the sole tribute we can
render them. They arc- - our sisters still,
our sisters In time and In eternity."

To a toast. "The Convent Girl," Mrs.
Wllhelmlna Easby Smith responded with
a graceful speech, which she introduced
as follows:

""The convent girl. How shall I speak
of her? Though nearly haif a century,
with Its many changes, has passed since I
first knew-- her type, still her gentle

is observable now a3 then. A
peculiar subtle charm of manner which,
meet her where one may, marks her

as the convent-bre- d girl.
Trained by the gifted sisters. Instructed In
arts and science, letters and accomplish-
ments, with the one end of learning kept
ever In full view, dwelling In the shadow
of the cloister, surrounded by an atmos-
phere of holiness, the mritdcn as she
emerges from her school life Is the em-
bodiment of notions of mod-
esty, reserve, and Innocence. It stems a
pity that with her entry into the world
and its conventionalities, society and Its
blandishments, must come the risk of
marring the exquisite bloom of her ma
turing beauty a beauty of heart and mind
far excelling that of form mil feature,
however perfect itiese may be."

"Convent Days" was the title of a toast
responded to by Mrs. Myra Knox S'emmes.
in which she" recalled the many pleasant
recollections and associations of her life
in the convent.

"The Girls We Knew, and What They
Are Today" were talked of by Mls3 Agatha
O'Neale. This address brought out

and caused no little mirth
and amusement.

Mrs. Moran then addressed the alumnae
on the proposition to reorganize the asso-
ciation with a view to giving some form of
financial assistance to the institution which
was so dear to them, and closed the toasts
by reciting the tollowing verse:

"Holy iu tliv endless rest

Hclier of the sore distressed.
Sweetly blessing Ihtir devotion,

All bclon;, O Cod, to thee."

Congratulatory telegrams were received
from the Rev. Father P. r. Healy, at one
time President of Georgetown College and
chaplain of the convent; Mrs. Fannie
Whitney Hatch, and Mrs. Potter Palmer.
Rev. Father Chldwlck, former chaplain of
the Maine, who was expected to attend,
telegraphed that he was delayed in Boston.

The St. Louis graduates presented,
through Mrs. Julius Walsh, as a token of
their loyalty, one hundred gold
pieces, stocked up In a beautifully dec
orated cut-gla- vase, around the standard
of which was knotted broad satin ribbons
of white and yellow, bearing the inscrip-
tion, "St. Louis Alumnae to Georgetown
Convent' together with the names of the
donors.

To'i-- will mark tho close of the cele-
bration, and another programme of ex-
cellence has been carefully arranged.

sisters and alumnae; celebrant of the
mass. His Excellency, Moat Reverend Se
bastian Martlnelll, Apostolic De"eg&te; dea
con of the mass, Ilev. Jerome Daugherty,
S J.; of the mass. Rev. John
Brosnan, S. J. At half-pa- st 10 the Alum-
nae Association holds Its reunion, and in
the afterroon at G:30 o'clock a dramatic
entertainment by the pupils closc3 the fes-
tivities.

Miss Isabel McKenna will entertain the
alumnae at her home this afternoon.

Monslgnor Conaty's sermon delivered atthe morning service was as follows:
"Your Eminence, your Excellency, itwas not an easy matter to com-
press within the time allotted thestory of a hundred years of prominence
and usefulness; to tell of the struggles
of the pioneers, as well as of the faith
that never faltered. In the quiet on the
hill-to- p of Georgetown the Convent of
the Visitation has stood for a hundred
years, the cloistered home of consecrated
virgins, the devoted teacher of noble wo-
men, the guardian of the Interests of reli-
gion and society. It has overlooked tho

I gateways that lead to a nation's capital.
it nas nearu tne surgings or political ambi-
tions as they rise and fall In tho history
of a great Republic; It has seen the tIJes
of war ebb and flow, heard the thunders
of cannon In a nation's conflict, witnessed
,the coming anil going on yonder historic
river of the fleets of hostile nations,
heard the requiem chanted over the dead
In the jieople s cemeteries beyond the Po-
tomac. Beginning Its work with the cen-
tury, and at the close receiving the con-
gratulations of all who Jovo vltiua and
religion, it has given Its life to contribute
Us share to the making of those great
chapters that tell the story of human prog-
ress In this century of enlightenment.
Amid the din of battle. In the quietude of
peace, this convent In tho spirit of the

Divine Saviour gave forth of Us substantial
life to the safeguarding of the homes of i

the land, in the establishment ot true J

character In womanhood, thus protecting
liberty In the Individual and In the home

t

wim me uieasiuba ui twuwuuu u uii,u
religion is the very soul.

"The story of the Visitation Convent
may be found written at tfie hearthstones
of thousands of families throughout the
length and breadth of the land. It Is burn-
ed Into the very live? of devoted women
mothers, daughters, and sisters, Catholic
and who offer the tribute
of their love to the nuns who trained them
in tho ways that lead to life. It is found
in the sanctified sacrifices of saintly nuns
who, unknown to the world, have for a
hundred years given their lives to the
guardianship of the better education. Here
you find the cell of the recluse, the altar
of the contamplillv e the torch cf the ed-

ucator. The convent tells of progress
through privation, of success through
courage, of sacrifice through love. They
sewed, indeed, in teara. but they reaped in
Joy. As they look today upon tho harvest
of the years, they cannot fail to remember
the sorrows of the trial during the years
of the seeding."

He then entered into a history of the
foundation of the Convent cf tho Visita-
tion, dwelling with marked emphasis upon
the life of Father Neale. afterward Aerh-bisho- p

of Baltimore, who was the founder
of the order In the United States, and al-

luded to tho prescriptive laws against the
Catholics In Maryland, although it had
been established as t,he home of religious
liberty by the early Catholic colonists.
Associated with Father Neale was Miss
Alice Lalor, who was. known In religion as
Mother Teresa, who became the foundress
of Georgetown Convent and for many
years Us mother superior. Bern In Ireland
and reared in an atmosphere of religion,
fervent, modest, zealous, devoted to the
Blessed Sacrament, this young Irish girl,
with all the religious fervor of her race,
had consecrated herself to God by a vow
of virginity. The formation of the com-
munity known as "The Pious Ladles,"
the opening of a school beside the convent,
the suffering which these religious women
had to endure, and their subsequent suc-
cess, were all detailed. The establish-
ment as a religious order In 1814, the per-
mission for solemn vows In 1816, and the
establishment of the Institute, with all the
privileges and rights of the visitation in
1S29 were dwelt upon.

Mgr. Conaty also gave a history
of tho upbuilding of the academy, from
1S02. with Its meagre accommodations
until Its present flourishing condition.
The growth of the order by the establish-
ment of houses in other cities of the
United States was also mentioned.

He then asked the question, "What
gave inspiration lo the work that has
been done by this Institution? What is
its soul and character? I find It engraved
over its doors In the motto, "Voveto et
reddite Domino," "Vow ye and pray unto
tho Lord your God;" "Make vows and
keep them;" In other words, service and
sacrifice are the principles of the nun's
life. For her, life belongs to God, its
thoughts, its aspirations, Us services are
all for God. For her the cosiest, quietest,
happiest nook 1b an altar before which to
pray. Simplicity, austereness, plainness
are the characteristics of her cell. Ele-
gance may be bought, but elegance is
often delusive and leads seldom to hap-
piness. Happiness comes by sacrifice, and
Its value Is tested In tho virtues of life.

Judged by certain tendencies of the age
in which we live the convent Is an anach-
ronism. It Is such largely because spirit-
ual perfection to many Is an anachronism.
If men judge a convent cut of place In
the nineteenth century. Is It not largely
due to the fact that spiritual perfection
find3 no place In the code of living ap-
proved by worldly people? Christians are
not so foolish as to believe that enlighten-
ment began with the century"- - True

is from the Cross of Christ;
true civilization is from the Saviour at
Bethlehem. Salvation Is as necessary In
this as in the first century, and the esti-
mate placed upon It by the early Chris-
tians is the true, estimate. Salvation Is
still subject to the conditions laid down
by Christ. With .all the progress of the
.modern age, there will not be found for
sin any other salvajicn than the redemp- -
wonarouga v,nusi;i lucre win D3 cvoiveu
no other means of,,salvatlon except those
laid down by Jejsus Christ-- There 13 no
variant in the conditions ot salvation. The
words' of Christ to the young man in the
Gospel to sell all and, follow Him, is still
heard by souls anxious for the more per-
fect life. Poverty, .obedience, chastity,
freely chosen and lovingly enjoyed, are the
pride and joy of the religious life, the
higher expressions of, the spirit of Christ
which peopled with anchorites,
which produced a Francis de Sales, a Vin-

cent de Paul, a Francis Xavler. a Ter-
esa, a Gertrude, a Jane Trancls do Chan-ta- l;

which developed the monastic sy3tcm
in the Eastern and Western Churches;
which built the monasteries, the schools,
and the asylums; which civilized and
Christianized tho word

Christianity from the beginning has had
its Marys, who have chosen the better
part with the Saviour, while Its Marthas
have worried In solitude for the things
of tho world. Christianity has repeated In
all ages the words of the Saviour in vindi-
cation of tho Mary's of religious life, "Why-d- o

you trouble this woman?"
The world with Us maxims of ungodli-

ness, with Its ambitions for earthly pleas-
ures, with its absolute gratification of self,
with its vanities, and its Impurities, will
not understand tho spirit of sacrifice by
which men and women who feel them-
selves called to the duties of religious lite
voluntarily sacrifice all things human for
God and God's children. These have heanl
the call of the Saviour to the higher life;
they seek to follow, not merely the duties
of tho ordinary Christian, but also the
higher call to the evangelical councils.
Their souls are absorbed in the love of
Christ, and they remember that he was
obedient unto death; he bad not whereon
to lay his bead; he was the pure, un-
spotted one, and they follow him; like
him they would be obedient, poor, and
pure. Leaving all things, they follow
Jesus, that they may manifest to him the
love of the true disciple. Obedience to
God is to them the highest liberty; sacrifice
of self leads them to the truest freedom.
Consecrated to religion, they live for God
alone, and their lives are spent In doing
not their will, but the will of the God,
whom they have chosen to serve. Obedi-
ent with his obedience, poor with his pov-
erty, pure with his purity, their lives are
passed in union with him that like him
they may go about doing good. They have
felt the spirit ot a divine vocation, and
they realize the words of Christ to the
apostle. "I have chosen you, and I have
appointed you that you should go and
should bring forth fruit, and your fruit
should remain." The morbid, the unrelig-lou-

the worldling, men and women with-
out faith cannot understand this vocation,
this mission or this lite, for their minds
are dulled and their vision dimmed by
prejudice and worldly ambitions.

What more beautiful in our earthly con-

ditions than the life ot the consecrated
nun, so beloved and revered by all who
know ber, and yet so often misunderstood
by the unbeliever and the
Vet there Is not a stronger example of the
divinity of religion than the

life of the devout religleuse. It stands
as a bulwark against the tide of Irrelipion
that is sweeping us from the moorings o'
faith. It places oa the shoulders of woi,an
the mantle of purity, protecting her from
the degradation of unholy loves; tor as a
pure, unspotted virgin was chosen b
God to be the mother of the Redeemer, so
the Christian virgin was ever to be the
Ideal and the protector of true woman-
hood. Jn all walks of life, the woman with
purity wins the admiration ot mankind;
in tho religious she stands In the perfec-
tion of that purity,. In the virginity con-

world, the evidence of grace In humanity,
the perfection of our human nature. Iltr
conversation Is steeped In celestial Joys,
her life is passed In cheerfulness, for her
life Is absorbed In the contemplation of
God; her vocation calls her to virtue, sac-
rifice, love.

Trccly stepping aside from the broad
ways that lead to earthly honors, she
walks in the narrow way that leads to
heaven, rteely she has immolated on the
altar of her God and for her God the am-
bitions ot life, because she desires to make
sure the happiness of eternity. Freely she
has cast off all the trappings of earthly
vanity, that she may devote herself to a life
of charity and humanity. The daughter of
wealth, she gives up wealth and freely
adopts poverty; the daughter of fondness
and home love, she rises to higher thojghts
of life vvlth God, and she grves up father
and mother that she may be the devoted
child of God to serve blm without hin-
drance. Gifted with Intelligence, trained
in the ways of scholarship, she conse-
crates her life to the Instructing of the
Ignorant, lifting up the fallen, giving hop:
to the despairing, begging bread for the
starving, nourishing the sick, caring for
the leper, mothering the outcast.

The nun, properly understood. Is as the
sunshlno of our life, the very salt of our
society, the aroma of our existence. No
wonder the child loves her, for he finds
In her something more than earthly love;
no wonder the tears drop from the sol-

dier's eyes as she lifts his drooping head
and administers sweet charity to him, for
he has never seen elsewhere such charity;
no wonder the scoffer ceases his scoffing
as she passes, for she 13 purity, religion,
life, lov--e she; Is Indeed an angel of God
In our sinful world. Men and women who
know her not cannot understand her.
Those who know not the spiritual life,
who do not appreciate to the depth the
characteristics of Christ and Christianity
cannot understand the spirit of religion
which prompts the nun's sacrifice. She Is
an enigma to them, because the superna-
tural Is unknown, misunderstood by them.
LetUmen know Christ better, touch to
the vitals; the spirit of Christianity, and
they will realize the meaning ot virginity,
they will understand the nobility of the
religious celibate, they will see that In
vlrglnty Is a saving grace for society. It
they will but fathom the depths of tho
true Ideal3 of religious devotion, they will
understand the steps that led to the priest
and the nun, consecrated virgin children
of a virgin Saviour, who has forbidden
his folowers to give up all things and fol-

low him.
The world seems to havo a peculiar

hatred for the evangelical counsels; It
calls obedience slavery, poverty degrada-
tion, chastity unnatural. Not so the Chris-
tian. The virtues of obedience, chastity,
poverty are foundation virtues in the
Christian life; their perfection are found
In the vows of the religious life. Obed-
ience to God is true freedom of will, for
It leads to the perfection ot life.

Chastity, as St. Ambrose says, makes
angels, and be who observes it is an angel,
St. Thomas teaches that it3 source Is not
on earth, but In heaven. This virtue Is
peculiarly Christian. The life o( Christ
was the embodiment ot the most austere
devotion to purity. He chose a spotless
virgin for his mother, and made his
favorite of the one apostle who was a
virgin. The apostles left everything to
follow- - Christ.

Men and women In the different cen-
turies of the Church have assumed the
spirit of poverty that they might be tree
from the cares and worries of worldly-good-

to be detached from all earthly
for them, and thus giving their

lives wholly to the service of God, feeling
their reward in the words ot the Saviour,
"Blessed are the poor In spirit, for theirs
Is the kingdom of heaven."

Such, dearly beloved brethren. Is the
answer the Church gives in vindication of
the lite of her religleuse; such the Inspira-
tion which began and carried oa the work
cf the Sisters of the Visitation at George-
town. What historian can write the his-
tory of a hundred years of such an Institu-
tion which finds Its soul In such a life?
God alone knows the full value of of such
an Institution among men; yet passersby.
who in the hundred years they have, looked
upon this institutlpn, who have read the
story of l(s life, who have witnessed Its
rise into the prominence which it today
possesses, these can express but feebly an
appreciation of Its real worth.

lou alumnae-- ot the Visitation, you
whose young lives were passed within the
sacred precincts of the academy halls ot
the Visitation, you who have seen the dally
lives of the nuns, who have watched them
coming In and going out, who have felt
the sweet Influence of thelrsanctified lives,
who have been trained by them In the
ways of womanliness, of virtue, of social
strength you. Indeed, are witnesses to the
world of tho value of the nun In our
modern life.

A hundred years! How much they con-

tain! Beginning with the century, reach-
ing to its close, seeing the rise of the
Church In this new land, a witness to the
development and progress and glory ot the
Republic, almost coeval and coexistent with
the Republic which has had Us trials and
Its glory, the Visitation Convent deserves
well of the people. "She hath not eaten
her bread Idle." Today we commemorate
its glorious life with Its deeds of goodness.
In the presence of Its success It may well
exclaim w Ith the royal prophet "What
shall I render to the Lord for all that he
hath rendered unto me?" What, Indeed,
shall be the thanksglv ing for the graces ot
God, which tor a hundred years have in-

cessantly fallen on this community?
What shall be our gratitude for all that
this community has been to religion, to
country, to the individual?

walls, the word of Gcd gently
spoken, the souls won to God, the lives
sanctified all these deeds done for the
glory of God. may well be placed in that
chalice, and holding it up before heaven by
the merits ot him whose spouses they are
we will call upon the name of the Lord
