MAY BAISB MORE TROOPS

Plans Perfected for Additional Vol-

unteer Regiments.

Tlte CIucnUoii :'oir ATrnHlnc: the
President's Apiirovul Thu List of
Colonels ami Injor.s Completed by
Secretary Hoot Further Oiiern-tlo- n

rians were completed yestcrdey for the
raising of additional volunteer regiments
for the Philippine army. The whole mat-t-

is now in the hands of the President
for consideration, and it is expected that
the order authorizing the raising of more
regiments will be issued today.

The Secretary of War completed yester-
day afternoon the list of colonels and ma-

jors for the regiments proposed, and a
copy of this statement, together with
other information regardicg transportation
and the manner of recruiting was tele-

graphed President McKinley for his action.
Any definite information as to the number
of regiments Is withheld until after the
President's approval, but preparations by
all of the departments of the Army indi-

cate that five regiments will be raised and
probably ten.

Secretary Root's recommendations to the
President contemplate tho recruiting of.

nearly all of the 35,000 volunteers, but not
Immediately. It Is proposed to raise at
this time only as many regiments as ap-

pear necessary to properly commence the
campaign. in the fall and the enlisting of
the full number authorized by Congress
will probably depend on the situation in
the islands.

Although Secretary Root is supposed to
have no military training, he is taking the
deepest interest in the military operations
in the Philippines. He has had a large
map of the island of Luzon made and hung
In his office, on which the location of the
troops are posted and changed, according
to the information received dairy from
General Otib. In this way the Secretary
proposes to have the counsel and advice
of competent military authority at thi3
end, and it is not unlikely that he will to a
large extent direct the operations at ths
end of the rainy season.

The Quartermaster's Department issued
orders yesterday chartering four more
transports for service between San Fran-
cisco and Manila. This action was taken
in carrying out instructions from Secretary
Root to provide transportation fcr at least
five more regiments. The vessels just

are the Belgian King, with a ca-

pacity of 700 men; Charles Nelson, 500;
City or Pueblo, S50, and Columbia, about
S00.

The Charles Nelson is due in San Fran-
cisco about the 25th of August, and the
other vessels are expected to be ready for
service before the middle of September.
' The Quartermaster's Department has also

been ordered to be prepared to equip Ave
more regiments, and the Commissary De-

partment is already making purchases of
food fcr shipment to the Philippines for
the immediate needs of an army of 50.0C0
men.

It is estimated that 200,000 pounds of
food' iviil he required' daily, and some of
the purchase just made by Commissary
General Weston are 7,000,000 pounds of
flour, 400,000 pounds of hard bread, 30,000
pounds of crackers, 30,000 pounds of
ginger snaps, 750,000 pounds of coffee, 5,000
cases of corned oeef, 115,000 pounds of
codfish, 150 tons of canned tomatoes, 2,500
cases of green corn. 4,000 cases of salmon,
200 cases of Iob3ter, 600 cases of fancy
soups, 2,000 cases of condensed milk, 1,000
cases of condensed cream, 5,000 cases of
oatmeal, 3,000 cases of evaporated fruit,
27,000 pounds of chocolate, 50,000 gallons of
vinegar, 3,000 barrels of ginger ale In
bottles, 50 cases of mushrooms, 17,000
pounds of pepper, 6,000 pounds of Ameri-
can cheese, several thousand pounds of
candy in half-pou- boxes, 76,000 pounds
of plug tobacco, 11,000 pipes of assorted
sizes, several thousand pounds of smoking
tobacco.

It requires 130 tons of bacon a month to
supplythe troops, in the Philippines. This
is cured and shipped Iroin this country,
while the fresh beef used is purchased in
Australia and shipped in a frozen condi-
tion to Manila.

INDIANS MJ1Y HAVE GUNS.

lTcriiilKwtun to Sell Fircnmw In Alurt-If- n

Granted to Tno Firm.
The Secretary of the Interior has granted

permission to sell firearms In Alaska to
the H. Liebe Company and to the Cape
Smythe Whaling and Towing Company.

Article 142 of the act of Congress ap-

proved March 3, 1899, entitled, "An act to
define and punish crime in Alaska, and to
provide a cede of criminal procedure for
said district," provides:

That if any person shall, without the authority
of the United States, or any duly autitorized ofli-c-

thereof sell, barter, or give to any Indian
or who lives or associates with In-

dians, any firearm or ammunition therefor what-
ever, any spirituous malt, or vinous liquor,
such person, upon conviction thereof, shall be
punished by imprisonment for a period of not
lea than two nor more than six months, and by
a line of not less tlian $309.

H. Liebe & Co. and the Cape Smythe
Whaling and Trading Company, of San
Francisco, requested of the department
permission to sell firearms and ammuni-
tion to Indians at the companies' stations
in Alaska. They stated that firearms were
necessary to the Indians, and that they
Iiad hitherto provided them without ob-

jection from the Government.
The Secretary replied as .follows: "I

have to slate that by Executive order
dated December, 1, 1S9G, all restric-
tions and prohibitions placed upon the
importation Into the Territory of Alaska,
of breech-loadin- g rifles and ammunition
therefor, and the sale thereof within that
district were revoked, and permission wa3
given to introduce such rifles and ammuni-
tion Into the district for sale, excepting,
however, from the effect of such proclama-
tion, tin? restrictions riirding the Intro
duction of firearms and ammunition
upon the Islands of St. George and St.
Paul. The Secretary of the Treasury states
that he perceives no objection to granting
this permission. Therotof, In considera-
tion of the facts, the said companies are
accordingly authorlrtJ to soil, barter, or
give to any Indian or half-bre- who lives
or associates with Indiam in Point Hops
district, etc, firearms, ammunition, etc."

CHEEFOO TEADE CHANCES,

1 Consul Fowler.
Consul John Fowler, of Chefoo, China,

has written to the State Department a
long report regarding the immense trade
of that port. After giving a large amount
of statistical matter relating to the Chefoo
commerce with various nations, he con-

cludes as follows:
We know positively that 00 per cent of our

cotton goods are taken by tlie three ports of
Chefoo, TIen-Tsi- and Muchwanjr, and we know
that Tien-TiJ- n send vast quantities of our gooda
into Shantunc via the Grand Canal. Tlie fact
that Chefoo lias the smallest population of any
open port on tlie coast shows that it is the in-

terior trade that we depend upon. The Ger-

mans are gradually but surely obtaining control
of the whole province. The ports north of this
will sooner or later become Russian, as tlie ter-

ritory which those ports supply is already under
their authority. Of what avail will it be to us
to have Tien-Tai- n and Xiucluvans open if the
interior U practically closed?

Tlie s now will not recognize a Chinese
postage stamp. Letters from China for tlie in-

terior via I'ort Arthur or Talienwan must hear
Russian stamp or stamps recognized by the I'os-t-

Union. No one can land in those porta unless
he is furnished with a passport. Travelers with
out passports must return here by first steamer.

A steamer leaves this port daiiy for Vort Ar-
thur, and connect1; with the line of magnificent

TRIVIAL PENSION CLAIMS

Thousands Investigated Annnally
at Gireat Expense.

A Snmule Cnse-'Slioiv- the Bxiiendl-tur- e

of S?l,O0O by the Government
Where the,,Applicant Could Get
Only ?2U.-i- Said to He the AVorlc of
Illiterate and Dlnhnncxt Attorneys.

Notwithstanding the fact that 24,000 pen-

sion attorneys and agents were dropped
from the list during the past year, there
still remain 18,000, of which number there
are in Washington alone, 1,086. With this
vast number of attorneys and agcnU
eager, hungry, and anxious to file claims
and reap the sums allowed them bylaw,
the officials say there can be no wonder
that of the 85,000 claims for pensions filed
during the fiscal year just closed, fully
one-ha- lf of that number was for Increase
of pension, or for claims already adjudi-
cated or refused.

The Illiteracy, incapacity, and dishonesty
which, it is alleged," KaV characterized the
work of some of these "alders-to-g- pen-
sions" has been a constant source of
trouble to clients and to the bureau. The
misconstruction and misconception of the
requirements of the bureau, tho filing of
confused, irrelevant, and contradictory evi-
dence, and the frequent exactions of sums
of money from claimants for alleged ex-
pense on the part of Ignorant and unscrup-
ulous attorneys and agents have, it is said,
caused delays, increase of work, and doubt-
less resulted in the rejection ar abandon-
ment of many meritorious claims, to say
nothing of the tremendous and unneces-
sary expenditure of Government money in
searching out such claims.

A case in point which shows the injus-
tice of filing such, claims as referred to,
and the expense incurred by the bureau in
giving all claims a thorough investigation
is the following:

In the summer of 1S67 James Johnson
made his appearance in Phlllp3burg, Cen-
tre county, Pa., where ho was employed
as a saw-mi- ll engineer by a gentleman en-
gaged in the lumber business. October 5,
1S72, Johnson married Sarah W. Westley,
of that place, and on July 3, 18S9. he died
suddenly, while living near Missoula,
Mont. In the following October his wid-
ow filed, through an attorney in Wash-
ington, a claim for pension, alleging that
her deceased husband had served In Com-
pany C, Fifty-eigh- th Pennsylvania In-
fantry, and that he had died of dis-
ease of the heart contracted while a pris-
oner of war at Andersonville, Ga. Oneyear later the widow filed, through the
same attorney, a claim under the act of
June 27, 1S90, alleging the same service.
February 2, 1S91, she Four
days after the nuptial knot was tied sho
filed, through thesame attorney, a claim
as guardian of ifer two children. April 14,
1SU4, she filed" an affidavit alleging that
after her husband's, discharge from Com-
pany C, Fifty-eight- h Pennsylvania Infant- -
iy, ue ennstea n tne irth United States
Artjllery, and w.as discharged therefrom In
18G5 or 1S56, at Fortress Monroe. Va. Twoyears later, in July, she filed an affidavit
to correct that, alleging that .her husband's
second service was in Battery H, FifthPennsylvania Light Artillery, from which'
he was transferred t,o Company D, and shegave dates of .enlistment and discharge.
February 16, iSOo, she filed affidavits in
which she swore that the soldier was not
married prior to his enlistment in Com-
pany C, Fifty-eigh- th Pennsylvania Infant-ry. As it appeared from the records that
the James Johnson who served in Com-
pany C. Fifty-eJght- h Pennsylvania Infant-ry, resided, after dlschargq, in New Jer-
sey, that he was norn in Ireland, and that
he was at least twenty years older thanher husband, or the James Johnson who
Served In Batteries H and D. Fifth Penn-
sylvania Light Artillery, and. that the lat-
ter was a miner, and was born in Fay-
ette county. Pa., the claims were sent out
In 1S57 for"' special examination.

Upon taking the claimant's deposition It
appeared that she had riot known her first
husband, James Jphnsonr until about oneyear before they were married; that all
she knew of his former life was that he
had told her that he was born in Buffalo,
N. Y., and that he lived at Horsehead, N.
Y., before coming to Pennsylvania. She
had no papers and possessed no knowledge
whatever as to his military service, the
information contained in her various sworn
statements and affidavits being supplied by
her attorney, who, it is evident, had ob-
tained the data referred to from the roster
of Pennsylvania soldiers.

It was evident at this stage of the in-
vestigation that the claimant's husband
was not the man who had served In
of the Pennsylvania organizations alleged,
and It was also .quite clear that her '3

sudden death in 1883 could not be
connected with his service during the war
of the rebellion, .even If it were known
with what organization he was connected.
It was apparent, also, that the minor's
claim must fail for want of satisfactory
proof of the dates of birth, thus leaving only
the widow's claim under the act of Jnne
27, 1S90, involving to pension for the
period of two months and twenty-fo-
days. And this dependent upon the ques-
tion as to whether the bureau could, and
if it could, whether It should undertake
to identify her late husband as James
Johnson, who served during the war la
some unknown organization, and thl3, not-
withstanding th& fact that there were prob-
ably hundreds of soldiers of that same
name. It is said that all this time the
bureau would have been justified in clos-
ing the Investigation and rejecting the
claim. Instead, however, the investigation
was continued, resulting In showing that
the James Johnson who served in the Fifth
Pennsylvania Artillery, the second service
alleged, was alive and a pensioner. The
claimant's husband wasr identified by a
photograph aa James Johnson, who- - had
formerly lived in Ilbrsehcads, N. Y., and
had moved from there to Philipsburg. Pa.
It wa3 shown that he had been- - previously
married at that place, and.that his former
wife had died the last of May, 1S67.
Finally Information was obtained .show-
ing that he served in Company C, Fifth
New York Artillery, and In Battery L,
Fifth United States Artillery.

While the Pension Bureau paid out more
than J1.C00 investigating this claim or
claims, had the widow secured a pension
It would only ijave. been for two months
and twenty-four- ., days, which at $S per
month would have amounted to $22.10, out
of which lier attorney's fee would have
been paid first.

OPORTO'S BUBONIC PJLAGTJE.

THE THIRD PENSION BOARD.

Clmniren Likely to Be Made In the
Otlier Tiro.

In the reorganization of the pension ex-
amining board of physicians, Dr. Sterling
Ruffln was the only member of the old
staff of examiners reappointed by the Presi-
dent. This was done, It Is said, because the
President desired the board to be

when, by official order, he took it out
of the classified service. Tho other mem-
bers of the board are Drs. Henry Crosson
and Gaius M. Brumbaugh, who succeed
Drs. C. V. Boarman and C. A. Ball. Com-
missioner Evans also appointed Dr. George
C. Latimer alternate to act in the absence
of any member of the board.

There were upward of a hundred appli-
cations for positions on these boards.
Shortly after the new Administration came
into power considerable pressure was
brought by politicians for positions on these
boards. President Cleveland threw the civil
service mantle over them during his Ad-
ministration, and tha authorities were un-
able to make any changes until the Presi-
dential order was issued exempting the po-
sitions from the classified service.

There are now three of these boards in
Washington, and the members are paid b
fe-2-. Up to the present time thia Is ths
first board to be reorganized, although a
chango wa3 made several days ago, when
Dr. Van Rensselaer was appointed to suc-
ceed Dr. Tompkins on the second board. It
is understood changas in the personnel of
the other two boards will shortly be an-
nounced, the boards, when finally reorgan-
ized, consisting of two Republicans and one
Democrat.

DENOUNCES LABOR UNIONS.

Seeretnry Luns Itecelves u J.ettcr
Upholding; General aierrinm'.s

Course.
The War Department made public yes-

terday afternoon a letter written to Sec-
retary Long by J. A. Kebler, of Denver,
Colo., regarding the criticisms of General
Merrlam's military operations at Wardner,
Idaho, during the recent strike troubles.
The writer severely criticises the actions
of the labor unions and upholds General
Merriam. He says:

It is very difficult for one who ij not acquainted
with the West to?eaIhu the tyranny of the
labor unions, especially in Montana and Idaho,
and more especially of the Western Federation
of Miners. The wages paid to the men are higher
than in any other part of the country, and ;:i
many cases the tost of living is no greater, r'ur
instance, here in Colorado our company employs
about 8,000 men. Our coal miner are receiving
about 30 per Cent more wages than they are in
Kansas or Iowa and the cost of living is no
more. The vagea in Montana and Idjlio are cwn
laruer than here.

Some years ago the Western Federation ct
Miners was organized in Ilutte, Mont., and for
the past few years their president has been
Hoyce. One can hardly realize the crimes that
this order has committed in the West. The
States are sparsely settled, and they practically
control the State governments. In Montana for
a number of' years none but union men have
been allowed to work in the mines ami smelters,
and if a man of any kind u not satisfactory to
the union he is simply driven out of town. At
Wardner all sorts of crimes have been com-
mitted. For instance, about a year ago the fore-
man of one of the mills, who was- a union man,
di.sclurprd three union men, not being satis-
fied with their work. He was nctified by the
members cf tlie union to leave town, which he
refund to do. Tlie next day a crowd of union
men went to his house, seized him, escorted him
out of town, and as he walked down the road
they shot him down, killing him instantly. Xo
jury could be found in that country to punish
the criminals, and despite all the efforts of the
Oqyernor, none of Jheje men have ever been
urougfif to justice.
"The (iovcrnorv while a strong union man, a
member of ihe, .printers' union, denounces these
outrages, ami tlie general feeling among all the
business men here is that General Merriam
did exactly the right thirg, and that law and
order will result from his work there. In Colo-
rado we have had a sample of the working of
this union. In ISOt the miners at Cripple Creek
struck, most of them being union men. The
union men committed a great many outrages,
capturing mine superintendents and others, kill-
ing several men; torturing their prisoners, so
that one poor mine superintendent lost his reason
on account of the sufferings he had undergone;
destroyed property, in fact captured the entire
district, am' it was-- only after a long and vigorous
campaign of the State troops that the matter
wjs settled.

After rehearsing various acts ot lawless-
ness and crime Mr. Kebler continues:

Edward Coyce, the president of the union, has
had indictments ot murder against him. At
present we are suffering from the smelter strike,
caused by this union. Aa you know, Colorado is
full' 6F an "anarchistic element who are crazy on

question,, and the government is by
no means what could be wished. We hope, how-
ever, in the nest election to have tlie conserva-
tive element .triumph.

plication for a writ of habeas corpus com-
manding Mrs. Perot to surrender her chiU
Gladys to her legal guardian, W. H. Perot,
of Baltimore, came up In the Queen's
Bench Division of the High Court of Jus-

tice today. Mr. Newton Crane, on behalf
of Perot, said that the child, had already
been delivered to Perot, her grandfather,
and there was, therefore, no occasioa for
the case to proceed. Mr. Patrick Ko3e-Inne- s,

for Mrs. Perot, said that the ar-
rangement under which the child was sur-
rendered by the mother to tho grandfather
was of the mo3t amicable character. The
court said, that the arrangement was un-
doubtedly proper, but that It could not re-

lieve the parties from the responsibilities
of extradition proceedings against Mrs.

Perot, accompanied by her grand-
father, left .today; for New .York on. ths
steamer Saale.

Baltimore, Mil., Aug. 16. Charle3 G.
Perot received the following cablegram
this morning from his father, Mr. William
II. Perot, dated London:

Everything right; Gladys South Sea.

According to this, Mr. Perot, sr., evi-

dently has secured possession of his grand-
daughter, who was abducted July 13 by her
mother, Letitia A. R. Perot. Interpreting
the second part of the despatch, Mr. Pe-

rot, jr., said that his father ha3 three sis-
ters living at South Sea, near Portsmouth,
England, and has sent his granddaughter
there to re3t until he la ready to return
home. The Inference from the first part
of the cablegram that the case has been
closed is not, it would seem, an altogttaer
correct one. It is more than llke.y, Mr.
Perot, jr., says, that his father refers to
the outcome of the habeas corpus proceed-
ings for the possession of the little girl.
