Severe Gales Slvﬂ-p (h—er St. John's,
Unusing Much Damage.

T. JOHN'S, N. F.. Sept. 35—The biggest
stortn experlenced In Newfoundinnd for
many yenrs swept over the country Inst
nlght. Il began st § o'clock’ In the evening
and Inereased In violence untll midnight,
when it resphed the veloelty of a burri-
cang. Fortunately but wery few fishing
boats were on ‘the loeal fsfing grounds ac
the time, all having previously reiched
land, exeept four belenging to Quidividl,
three milles from here. Great anxiety was
entertained all night for the safety of the
men on there boats and g0 soon a8 dayiight
appeared the tug Favorite was despatched
In gearch ‘of them: She found that three
of the boats had landed eariz in the night,
before the storm had resched (s helght,
at Logy Bay village, a few miles farther
north, The men had great difouliy o
Innding, u¥ the ssn WAS rooning heavy at
the tlme.

The laundry workers
and street car conductors are greatly dis-
contented and are ripe for ugitation. The
general ery is for shorter hourn. The elght=
hour theory has found approval among the
workingmen here since the coming of the
Americans. The labor leaders urge that
if an eight-hour day Is necessary In & tem-
perate climate it is more necessary where
the heat Is intenwe and saps the strength as
it does in Cuba. MHavana remlizes the se-
riousness of the situntion. The press urges
moderation, arbitration, and compromise.
So far little bitternens has developed. The
abmence of disorder Is surprising, consid-
ering the temperament of the people and
the number of men who are on strike. The
Car Drivers' Assoclaiion bas presented a
complaint to Governor-Gieneral Brooke, al-
leging that Angel Fernandez, & member of
the associntion, was beaten to death In
Jail by Keeper Martine:., nnd ssking that
the Iatter be prosecuted.
