GENERAL LEE ARRIVES.

He AxHerfK Thnt Cuban Are SntiMflctl
With American Ilnle.

Gen. Fitzhugh Lee, Governor of the
provinces of Havana and Pinar del Rio,
Cuba, arrived here last night at 9 o'clock
from New York. He went immediately to
the Shorelfam Hotel, .and at once retired.
His health appears, to be much better than
it was when he was last in Washington.
The face is bronzed by the sun, the eye
is clear, and the gait is quick and elastic.

He was adverse to discussing the situa-
tion in Cuba. He stated, however, that
military control would be gradually sup-
planted bj-- civil government, as the people
are capable of ruling themselves. To bring
about many conditions that the inhabitants
desire, he said, is difficult. Many promi-
nent Cubans want the United States to an-

nex the island, while others of the same
social class are strenuously opposed to it.
The latter, he said, are greatly in the
minority, and their political opinion does
not sway the common people as much as
is believed in this country.

"The natives are becoming contented
and happy," he said, "and they have faith
in the promises of the United States. The
condition of the island has wonderfully
improved, large crops of tobacco and sugar
being under cultivation, which indicates
a speedy return to former prosperity. The
Teports that the people will rebel if the
American trcops are not withdrawn on
January 1 is absurd, and the statements
that the relations between the military
and civil officials are not amicable are also
false.

General Lee will probably return to Cuba
on December 1.

THE OF

Attitude of Hie Blacks in the Boer-Britis-

War.

The AhorIs:ine Vnstly Outnumber
the AT intcH, Hutu Grievance
ApraliiMt the Dutch and Envrli.sh,
and It In SuKKexted That They 3Iny
rti.se Ajcninht Cnuenwlnii Settler.

Now that war between Great Britain and
the South African Republic has begun, the
man who studies the situation from afar
naturally asks, "What will the native cle-

ment do? TVith which party will the
blacks stand?"

The question becomes doubly interesting
when One considers that the blacks out-

number the whites English and Boers-m- any

times over, and that, notwithstand-
ing their comparative civilization in some
districts, they are the natural enemies of
the Caucasian and look upon him as a
trespasser. In the Transvaal there are
supposed to be three blacks to every "white,
In Natal the proportion is ten to one, while
in other territories, British, German, and
Portuguese, the disproportion, according to
James Bryce, is much greater 1,000,000 or
5,000,000 of natives against 9,000 or 10,000
Europeans. The total number of whites
south of the Zambesi hardly reaches 750,-00- 0,

while the black population is roughly
computed at from 7,000,000 to 8,000,000. At
present, therefore, so far as numbers go,
the country is a black man's country.

England has bestowed the gift of
upon all of Its colonies in

the temperate zone, but the colonies in
the tropics are governed from England.
The only Crown colony where the majority
of population is not white may be found
in South Africa, and some writers have
compared the difficulties with which the
white in South Africa had to contend with
those which were experienced by the
whites in the Southern States of this
country in the early days of the recon-
struction period.

The blacks are divided into two classes,
the tribal or wild natives, who are by far
the more numerous, and those who have
bottled habitations, "among whom," says
Bryce, "one may include, though they are
not aborglnes, but recent incomers, the
Indians of Natal and the Transvaal, as
well as the comparatively few Malays of
the Cape. Of these non-trib- natives,
some till the land for themselves, while
others net as herdsmen or laborers for
white farmers, or as workmen in various
trades for white employers." These na-

tives wear clothes, speak Dutch or Eng-
lish, and, to some extent, profess Chris-
tianity. They are quiet and orderly, and
not given to crime. But. no matter how

or industrious a native may
be, the Boers have never given the matter
of political rights for the natives any con-

sideration.
As to the tribal natives, that part of the

population whence danger is looked for in
case of war, they are in many grades of
civilization. Tbe Bastutos are an indus-
trious and settled people, many of whom
are Christians, while the Matabele, the
Barotse of the Far North, and the Tongas
of the East Coast are complete savages.

Si Million Kiiflii-N- .

There are about G.000,000 Kaffirs living
under their chiefs south of the Zambesi
River, and besides these are Korannas,
who are like the Bushmen, and Namaquns.
who resemble the Hottentots. TVith the
exception of tbe missionaries, no one pre-

tends to do anything for the education of
these people, and although the intertribal
raids and wars have ceased, the tribal ha-

treds survive. Partial civilization doe3 not
obliterate these tribal hatreds, and it is
nothing unusual to see a Zulu and ajnfflr
fight even within the civilized districts.
The natives have gone in great numbers
from their native haunts to the
mines at Kimberley and the gold mines
in the TVltwatersrand and In other parts
of Matabelcland and Mashonaland because
of the tempting wages. They usually re-

main at work long enoughN to earn the
price of a few head of catt'Je, and then
return to tholr homes.

The natives of Bnsutoland and Bechuaua.
land are kindred, although their common
language differs widely from the Zulu and
Xosa, or Kaffir proper. The Kaffir lnnd, or
Kaffarla, is that part of the coabt between
the western border of Natal and tbo Great
Kcl River. With the exception of the
voilow neonlo includlm: the Hottentots
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and Bushmen of SouilrvAirica-- , all the abo-
rigines of South Africa as far north as the
northern boundary of Matabeleland and
Mashonalond are Kaffirs, or kindred tribes,
but mixed with more northern tribes of the
Bantu family. The Arrftiia name "Kafir"
(unbeliever) was applied tp the natives by
the Mahometan traders' in the southeast
coast, and the wctv,twds continued in U3e
by the Portuguese explorers, and then by
Dutch and' British Bailors! The Kaffirs were
never a united tribe, but they have many
tribal organizations.' The most important
are the Ama-Zulu- s, or Zulus; the Ama-xos- a,

and the u, In all aboui
500,000 souls.

In nearly all the districts where a regu-
lar British or Boer Government has been
established the tribal nations are now
settled on reservations similar to those
which are set aside In America for the
Indians. There they live under their
chiefs, and in the remote districts con-

tinue to practice their old ceremonies. In
Cape Colony and Natal, however, the more
offensive of their ceremonies are now for-
bidden by the Government.

The Dutch found that the Kaffirs who
dwelt further to the south were divided
into petty tribes, mostly engaged in war
with one another. Some were half naked,
none was firmly rooted In the soil, and the
fact that tribes who spoke similar dia-
lects were often far away from one anoth-
er, with a tribe of a dfferent dialect liv-

ing between, indicating that there had
been many displacements of population.

The "Wars of Tubulin.
In the last years of the eighteenth cen-

tury Dlngiswayo, the exiled son of the
chief of the Abate ttra tribe, which lived
in what is now Zululnnd, found his way
to the Cape and learned to admire the
military organization of the British troops
who were then helding the colony. He re-

turned to his home, regained his throne,
and organized his warriors, who before
then had fought like other savages with-
out order or discipline. His principal
lieutenant was a young man, an exiled
chief of the then small tribe of Zulus.
This officer, Tehaka by name, says Jamo3
Bryce, formed them into regiments and
drilled them to such a perfection that no
enemy could withstand their rush, and the
defeated force, except such as could es-

cape by fleetncss of foot, was slaughtered
on tho spot. Quarter had never been given
In the native wars, but the trained valor
of the Zulus and their habit of immediate
ly engaging the enemy hand to hand, gave
them a superiority over all their neigh-
bors and rendered their victories more
sanguinary than native battles had been
pieviously.

Tshaka rapidly subjected or blotted out
all the clans that lived near his domain,
except the Swazis, a kindred tribe whose
home in a naturally protected district gave
them some adantage.

Through the butcheries of the savages
Natal became almost a desert, and of those
who escaped the assegai of the brutal
chieftain many fled to the mountains and
there became cannibals. A part of the
Zulu army carried 'lis dperatlona to tho
north of the Vaal River Und destroyed the
surrounding country 'for hundreds of miles
till it was itself roilted by the Boers and
English. In brief, the Zulus founded a
powerful kingdom, and it'Tetained Its pow
er under Dingann, who murdered his
brother Tshaka in 182S, Panda, brother of
Tshaka and Dingaan, and Cetewayo (pro-
nounced Ketshwayo), son of Panda, until
1879, when it was overthrown.

Various offshoots 'from the Zulu nation
were scattered out In different directions.
The Matabele occupifc the country which
took their name; the Angonl crossed the
Zambesi and settled) in Nyassaland, where
they are still troublesome to their neigh-
bors and to the whites. , Kaffir tribss from
the northeast were driven southward into
the mountain country now called Basuto-lan- d.

and here the Basuto kingdom was
built up out of fugitive clans by tbe
famous chief Moshesh.

What is now Natal, and nearly all that
part of the country which is now tho
Orange Free State, with a part of the
Transvaal, was denuded of inhabitants,
and many emigrants from Cape Colony es-

tablished themselves there.
The power of the chief was not tho aame

m the various tribes. Among the Zulus,
whose organization was entirely military,
he was a despot; among tho Bechuana
tribes and the Basutos he deferred to the
sentiment of the people. "Even such nb'e
men," says Bryce, "as the Basuto Moshesh
and the Bechuana Khama had often to
bend to tho wish of their subjects. It was
in cattle that the wealth of a chief or a
rich man lay, and cattle, being the common
measure of value, served as currency, as
they serve, still among the remote tribes
which hne not learned to use British coin

and were mowed down by British volleys;

ligion and that of their ancestors did not
mean the worship of any deity, nor had it
any moral significance. They believe in

worship these The '& be which would sy
dwell at the spot where the body is burled,
and the graves are, therefore, the places
where offerings are made, which take all
forms except human sacrifice.

Powerful men among the natives have
been taken to England to show them how
superior the Europeans are to the savages
and how fruitless opposition to the whites
must be, but even men like Lohengula
who visltetd England in 1891, were power-

less In that direction, and despite Lobengu-la'- s
experience tho warriors clam-

ored for war in 1893 and were sure that
the Matabele could wipe out the white In-

truders.
A keen observer, writing on the subject

of the attitude of the native element In the
present war, says:

"Supposing that the Boers of the Trans
vaal were massed in commandoes near the J

border, and that from the Free btato large
numbers of men were withdrawn. What
would these two facts mean for the Trans-
vaal natives, the Swazis and the Basutos?
The Transvaal natives would rise, and the

g Swazis, who resent Boer inter-
ference in their and hold the Boer
in contempt, make no secret of shaking off

forever the lording over them of Joubert
and his men. The Swazis will invade the
Transvaal the moment British troops cross
tbe Transvaal border.

"For years the Free State farmers have
been haunted by the fear of the Basutos.
The Basutos have griev-
ances against the Freo State, which
intend to wipe out. They are determined
to the conquered territory which
the Free State by false .means was allowed
to steal from them. The Basutos' inten-

tions have been for known.
"Let the burghers of the Free State join

forces with the Transvaal and the Basutos
will sweep their country from the Orange
River to the Vaal.

Asido from the natural hatred for the
white, the Basutos have a private griev-

ance which may influence their action at
the present time. The English Government
has given notice that an additional hut tax
of 1 will be imposed in district, and
additional tax means additional hatred.
Whether the opposition would extend to all
whites, or whether It would be
against the British alone. Is a question
which time only can determine; but the
fear that the war between England nnd
the Boors may result in a general uprising
of natives against the whites seems to
have foundation enough to merit consid-

eration.
