
THE IMPORTS OF MANILA

Statistical Statement for the First
Quarter of the Fiscal Year
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The AVar Department has just wade
public a statement show lug the Imports at
the port of Manila for the three months of
July August and September last being
the first official data relating to Imports
during so long a period since American oc-

cupation
¬

The olumc and character of the trade
puovn bj this statement Is little short of
astonishing when 11 Is remembered that
these mere the months preceding tbe ar
rhal of General Otis re enforcements and
the consequent opening to trade of large
sections former overrun bj Insurgents

The total value of merchandise eatccd
at Manila custom house for the three
months named was J5S02S1 In addition
there was J3iS0 in gold coin and fo294
In silver coin from British India and
JS32T07 in silver coin from China bringing
tbe aggregate of imports up to 1644310
or at the rate of more than 25300000 a
j car for Manila alone

The growing nature of the trade is shown
bj a comparison with the amounts for all
Philippine ports for the fifteen jcars end ¬

ing with lbjt during which time the avcr
nge jearly Imports of the archipelago only
amounted to 17159044 or approximately
two thirds of the valuation Indicated by
the trade of the three months ending with
September 1SH9 for Manila alone

Of the 260405 gallons of refined mineral
oils Imported all excepting the odd hun ¬

dreds came from Russia The value of
olive and other vegetable oils reached

Among the larger Items appearing in
the statement are wines and cordials of
which fpaln supplied 28783 gallons valued
at 176689 while the United States came
second with 9282 gallons valued at 1870
This country furnUbed more brandy and
other compounded epiiite than anj other
It furnishing 13601 proof gallons valued
at 54404 and other countries 37004
worth

The largest single Item of importation
aside from cotton goods and coal appears
to have been rice of which 14760 tons
were entered having a value of 487591

Paper and manufactures of the same also
make a good showing the total valuation
being 146945 of which two thirds irjne
from Germany and Spain tbe United
States following with tbe value of 15284

The entries of glass and glassware from
this countr during the three months
named amounted to 105399 which was
about two fifths of the total and more
than- double the showing of an other coun-tr-
