MONTREAL March 25 The case of
James Baxter the well known Montreal
broker and Ferdinand Lemieux former ac-

countant

on a charge of conspiracy to defraud the
bank out of a large sum of money was
concluded last night in the Court of
Queens Bench Judge Wurtele the pre
siding Judge charged the Jury strongly
against the prisoners holding that the evi
dence clearly showed that there had been a
conspiracy between Baxter Lemieux and
Teller Herbert lo defraud the bank

The Jury was locked up tdr the night and
came Into court this returning a
verdict of guilty with a strong recom-
mendation

¬

to mercy The verdict which
was unexpected created a tremendous
sensation and had a terrible effect on the
prisoners Baxter shook convulsively when
the verdict was announced and broke down
and wept like a child His young son who
was In the courtroom sobbed convulsively
and threw his anus around his fathers
neck as he was removed from the dock

The scene was a most painful one and
the spectators and Jury wcie deeplj af¬

fected Baxter was removed to Jail to
await sentence It Is expected that th
prisoners will receive at east five years
in the penitentiary unless the verdict can
be set aside
