NEWS OF A BRITISH VICTORY.

Genernl Roberts® Report on the Fight
nt Hountnel.
LONDON, May 2.—The War Office has
recelved the following despatch from Gen-
ernl Roberts:

“Hioemfontein, May 2—{1:30 P
m.}.—Ian Hamilton met with consider-
able success vesterday and drove the
enemy out of a strong  position which
ke had nken up at Houninek _with com-
pamatively small joss. The Boers dis-
persed In several  directlons, malnly
eazt and porth, leaving twenty-six
prisoners on our hands, including one
commundant snd ten wounded., Ham=
{ltop encamped at Jucobsrust

“The men needod a rest after heving
been fighting seven out of the jast ten
davs, and I ordered a balt for today.

“Broadwood's Brigade of Cavalry ar-
rived on the soene In tlme to afford
valuabie mssistance by threatening the

ful direction and the Boers have withdrawn
in good order, driving enormous herds of
sheep and cattle with them

The burghers probably did not expect te |
hold the castern part of the Free State
with & pewerful enemy eoccupyring the rall-
way and threatening thelr flank, but it
may be ss=umed that they attained ihe
purpos« for which they returned to the |
south after the Britlsh occupation of
Bloemfonteln, and that they will now re-
join the munin Boer army with valuable
food supplies. Their cfforts to keep the
British troops at a distance have every-
where been successful.  They have con-
tested every point of concentration and
prevented the carryiig out of the British
cavalry movement thet was designed to
encircle them, and this without giving an
opporiunity for a fixed engagement o
whkich they might have been overwhelmed
by welght of numbers,

The British, on the other hand, claim to
have cleared the southeastern corner of
the Free State at a comparatively trifling
cost in lives, and a general advance porth-
ward scems to be imminent,

There Is little to Indicate where the
Boers will make their next stand. 1L is
réported that they are prepared to make a
stubborn opposition on an entreached hill
southenst of Kroonstad, which town they
will probably abandoen as soon as their
stores are north of the Vet Hiver.

CHARGED BY THE GORDONS.

Boers Ronied at the Bayouet's Polnt
With Great Loss.

LONDON, May +—A despatch to the
“Dafly News" fromm Thabancho gives an
Incident that ocvuvred during the fighting
on May 1. Captain Towse and fifty Gordon
Highlanders were surrounded by Ziw
Boers, who demanded thelr surrender, For
a reply Captaln Towse ordercd his men
to fix bayonets and charge, and the Gor-
dons, with a wild cheer, rushed at the
enemy and swep! them away with great
slaughter, thus avenging the regiment's
losses at Magersfontein. Captain Towse
was blinded by the fire of the Boers.

BECOVERING THE BODIES

After-Damp and Debris Check the
Work at Seofield.

None of the Finns Assint, Althongh
Muny of Thelr Countrymen Were
A the Vietl Coflins for the
Dead Arriving—No (nuse Assigned
for Explosion by Coerener's Jury,

SALT LAKE, May & —Omnly thirteen bod-
ies were taken out of the Winter Quariers
Mioe ai Scofield today, the debris and uf-
terdamp making the work very difficult.
According to some counis the total num-
ber of bodies faken ot amount lo 55,
while others place the fiumber higher.
The thirteen recovered today were both
mutilazed apnd burned, some of them past
recognition.

Quite & number of Finns were killed In
this mine, altbrugh a much greater num-
ber ¢scaped by uot being in the mine at
the time. Notwithstanding this, net a
single Finlander bas voluntesred to aid In
the rescue work and the bodles of the
Finns have been recovered by the Welsh,
Scoteh, English, and American miners. If
a Flun sees a rescue crew being formed
he wiil quickiy walk off. If requested to
#0 in and help find his countrymen his
answer |8 a4 very flat refusal. They wall
at the morgue and at the tunnel mouth,
bit have not lifted o hand in the rescue
work.

State Coal Mine Iuspector G. Thamas
says there are three more bodies recov-
ered In Ne. 1| waiting to be brouvgnt out.
He bas thoroughly exploréd the workings,
and says (o the best of his belief tSere are.
still twelve or more bodies in the mine,
buried under the caves and broken timbers
In No, 4, and it will he days or weeks be-
fore they can all be got ont. There ls a
variance in estimates of the number of men
8till in the mine. Some say tiere are still
1040 to be accounted for.

A force of graders from the Cliar Creelk
branch of the Rio Grande Western s now
at work digging graves Iy the little ceme-
tery up on the hill. They will excavate two
long trenches and the badies will ba buried
in military fashion. The funerals will cake
place on Saturday. The burials would bave
taken place earller but for the lack of cof-
fins. A rumber of the desd have been sent
away for burial at thelr former homes,
