It is the general understand-
ing at the Capitel that it will. Nearly

overy member of Congress says he l= anx-
fous that the session shall close, and that
he_ hopes it Tuay be on the day named.
Thy appropriation bills are all cut of the
way, with the exeeption of the IMstrict of
Columbia and Postoflice bills, which are
In conference, The Sundry Civil and the
Densral Deficlency bills, which have been
passed by the Senate with amendments,
pay have to go to confercnce. There are
pelther special orders nor privileged re-
ports on the calendar of the House, and
thore ie practically no unfinished business.

The closing hours of the session will be
devoted mainly to palitics, and as much
campaign material as s possible will be
inserted in the “Record.”

Mr, Spooter's Philippine resolution still
yetains its place a= the unfinished busl-
ness on the calendar of the Senate, but
will pot be brought to a vots at this scs-
#ion. It has performed the mission for
which it was prepared by the Republican
leaflers, and bas blocked all chance of the
Nimarouga Canal bill receiving consider-
mtion at this session. In view of the sheer
hopelessness of getting the malter w a
vote Mr. Morgan has made the Canal bill
the spacial order for Monday, December
10, when he will endeavor to put it
through.

Az the close of morning business in the
Senate today Mesers. Pettigrew and Teller
will address the Senate on the Spooner
resolution and their remarks promise to
be luteresting and to the point. Mr. Petti-
grew has loog waited a closing opportunity
1o speak on the attitude of the Adminis-
tration in the Philinplnes, and a bitter
arralgnment s expected.

An agreement bas been reached whereby
the Clark case will go over until next ses-
slon without action on the credentials of
either Mr. Clark or Mr. Maginnis. Mr.
Chandler will have charge of the matter
and will prepure the case for consideration
$r the Sensate.

LUTZ'S STUBBORN SILENCE.

Condemned Murderer Has Remained
Dumb for Seventeen Dass,
WILKESBARRE, Pa., June 3.—Jail
Warden Jackson and the keepers of the
county prison would like some one to tell
them whether the condemued wife murder-
er, John Lutz, is trying to drive himsell
Insane. They are mystified by his behav-
ior. Ever sinee the verdict was given on
Muy 17 he has been dumb. He will pot
speak to the Keepers, he turns his back
on vieltors, he glares at reporters. Sleep-
ing, eating, and sitting =ilent on his cot
is his dally routine, relieved every morn-
fng by half an hour's walk up and down
the corridor. There he pulls his hat down

over his eyes and plods along.

He is ignorant and he does not read g0
that his thoughts ara his only companions.
He s in a podded cell. He has been silent
for seventesn days. The defence during
his trial was insanity, but only one juror
out of the twelve believed it, and aflter
holding out sixteen days he signed a first
degree verdicl against his expressed con-
viction. It was on this ground that a
new trial will be asked for.

Lutz, g0 some who have seen him be-
lieve, is trying to drive himself insane by
his continual silence in the hope that un-
doubted insanity may save him from the
gallows, or in the event of a mew trial
muay get Eim acquitted.

INSANE FEOM OVERSTUDY.

Man Suddenly Attneks His
Mother With a Razor.

TRENTON, N. )., June 3.—Samue] S,
Moore, son of Heary C. Moore, President
of Lhe Trenton Passenger Railway Company
and also President of the Trenton Gas and
Electric Company, went lpsane at 6:30
o'clock (his evening. His father, mother,
and two younger sisters were sented at the
table In the*dining room of their residence
when he appeared from one of ths upper
apartments and passing to a pesition be-
hind his mother attacked her with a razor,
inflicting a dangerous wound in her neck.

He was in the habit of kissing his mother
frequently and when he approached her the
rest of the family thought that it was Lis
intention to salute her In the usual way.
His father disarmed him in 4 moment ond
physicians living nearby sewed up the
gash in Mrs. Moore's neck.

The son is twenty-four years old. He was
graduated from Princetan University twao
years ago. His condition g sald to be due to
overstudy. He has been under medical
treatment for nervous prostration for some
time. When his father took the razor from
him he seemed rot to realize what had oc-
curre<. He has been removed to the Stite
Hospital for the Insane in West Trenton.

This section has caused some op-
position to the measure among certain Re-
publican politicians, who belleve that the
granting of such power at this time might
be used as a political argument in some
parts of the country. For this reason
they have favored a postponement of ac-
tion until pext session.

TO MAXE MORE EXPERIMENTS.

Marconl YWante to Adapt Hia System
to Commercinl Gres,

NEW YORR, June 3.—Willlam Marconl,
wireless telograply expert, who arrived
here yesterday upon the American Line
stonmer St Paul] is now at the Hoflman
Hovse. While in this country he will
IT!'i-‘ll‘n' somw important experimontls con-
nectod with the commercial use of wire-
less telegraphy. Ho sald that at present
e was not veady to speak for publication
ccncerning Tthe  experiments, and  he
thought that he had nothing to say now
| of any gpreal public Interest.

He expects to remain in New York
,about ten days. He came here in order
to attend to some business which required
his presence in this country. His deter-
miniation to come over here had been sud-
denly foriged.

“In facl,” he sald with a smile, *1 don’t
' know as 1 have any right 10 be over here
at aln*

fignor Marconl spoke In the most enthu-
sinstic way of the future of wircless teleg-
raphy. He sald that the German liners
are now using the system, not only to
announce thelr arrival at their Earopean
ports. but many miles from Jand re-
waived bulleting of all the important news
which had become known while they were
atL sen,

"The statlons over there,"" he said, “'are
being conducted very successfully. The
German lines have not yet erected similar
stalions an this slde of the Atlantie.”

Among the possibilitles of wireless
telegraphy is the communication between
the various vessels of a fleet in nnval
maneuvres. Slgnor Marconi said that the
wireless apparatus wis now successfully
used by the British admiralty and that or-
ders conld be given at distances of eighty
miles. He remarked, too, that the French
uavy was now successfully employing the
systenm.

FUTURE OF VALLEY FORGE.

Plans for the Preservatlon of the
Historle PFiace,

PHILADELPHTA, June 3.—Interest In
Valley Forge Field Day Is sweeping over
the State. TPatriotic societies in every
county are making preparations to attend
the exercizes on the Revolutlonary camp-
Ing ground on Saturday, June 16, It is
hoped that President McKinley will find it
possible to necept the formal invitation to
be present, which will be tendered him by
a special commiltee on Tuezday. Senator
J. 0. Quarles, of Wisconsin, has beea in-
vited to deliver a short address on the es-
timation in which the people of the great
West hold the bivounc of Washington's
army.

Among cther suggestions for the preser-
vation of Valley Forge is that it be ac-
yuired by the United Stutes as a Govern-
ment military post. It has lost nothing in
strategic value since the days when it was
wizely chosen by Washington as the winter
camp of his brave army. Penngylvanin has
not a single military post within her bor-
ders, with the exception of Fort Mifflin,
which Is now garrisoned by a carporal
The adjacent State of New York has a
number of such posts scattered through
her territory,: but the great and wealthy
State of Pennsylvania has none worthy of
the game.

At the present time there seems lo be
no necessity for the establishment of such
a post pear Philadelphia, but when it |s
recalled with what tremors of alarm the
possible investment of Philadelphin by a
Eostile fleer was considered the prosince of
n detachment of the Hegular Army would
nol be umiss, eveén in tmes of peace. In
the West a fort is one of the show places
of the city near which it s located, and It
would be one of the attractions to bring
vigitors to Philedelphin if a fort were es-
tablished here.

The cost of sequiring the grounds of
Valley Forge would not be great. The
present lands owned by the State, which
comprise one-fifth of the fleld, cost $35.000,
An additional sum of $200,000 would buy
every rod of ground and would leave a da-
cent sum for the maintenance of the park.
1f the State does pot pave the way for the
eventun!l purchase of the fleld by an appro-
priation this session of the Legislature the
maatter will be brought before Congress at
its next session.

THE GZAR'S NEW CROISER:

Russians Greatly Pleased With the |

Performance of the Varing.

Snld to DBe the Finest
Vesusel of Heér Type—Largenst

Flghting
In-

stalintlon of Water-Tube Nollers |

in the World—Tests of the Gun:s

Show Them to Be Satisfactory.

PHILADELPHIA, June 3—The sea trial
yosterday of the new cruiser Varing, of
the Czar's navy, which |5 clalmed by the
Russian officers who will commanid her to
be the finest war ship of her type In the
world, was most successful. In spesd, con-
struction, geaworthiness and, In fecf, in
N‘u(}' other way. the big warship fully
came up to the expectations of her build-
ers. During hee speed trial off the Dela-
ware Capes, the vessel developed o speed
of 22 knots under patural draft and with
cne of her boilers net in use. The contract
calls for a speed of 23 knots an hour for
twelve consecutive hours, and the Cramps
and the Russlan officers are confident that
she can exceed the requirements under
forced draft.

The particular feature 6f the Variag
I5 the Nivlnusse waler tube type bollers,
and she is the first warship ever built
In this country to be fitted with boilers
of this type. Her installntion of water
tube bollers Is the largest in the world,
the English warships Terrible and Power-
ful, sister ships, standing second im this
respect. There are thirty boilers o all
in the Variag, with 9,240 tubes, which give
i heating surface of §5,000 square feet,
The boilers heated rapidly and most of
the time made steam so fast that the fire-
men had to slow up In thelr work. The
wark of the boilers was highly pleasing to
the Russians.

The stability of the warship under fire
of the guns was also severely tested while
under full headway at sea. The Russian

aofficers claim that the Varing has as heavy H

a battery as any warship of her type In
the world, She carries twelve 6-inch rapid
fire Canet type gups; twelve 7o-millimetre
rapid fire Capet guns; elght 47-millimetre
rupid fire Hotchkiss, two 37-millimetre
rapid-fire Hotdhkiss, and two I 1-2-inch
Baranovakl fleld guns. Smaokeless powder
{5 used In all but the field guns. The 6-
Inch weapous were flred singly except tha
guns cn the after bulwark, which were let
go in palrs.

The bow -and etern fi-inchers were fired
across the decks, which Is considered the se-
verest test that can be given a ship, The 75-
millimetre (3-Inch) guns an  the port
side of the ship, four in number, were fired
eimultaneously. It took two days to thoe-
oughly test fbe ship in this respect, and
not the silghtest weakness was found any-
where. The guns which were made at the
Abuboff Gun Factory, near St. Petersburg,
worked smeothly and easily. Solld shot
wns fired from all the guns, the 6-inch
guns carrying armor plercing projectiles
a distante of from eight to ten miles.

fean Associntion.

NEW YORK, June 2.—An fmportant
gathering of sclentific men will assemble
at Columbia University during the week
beginning on June 23.

General sessions will ba held
on every succeeding day during the week
aL 11 a'ciock, and on Thursday evening
the General Commitice will meet at the
Hotel Majestic for the election of officers
and the determination of the time and
pluce of the next convention.

A ROUGH RIDER SCHOOL.

Three Regiments to Be Recruited (o
Study Tacties.

NEW YORK, June 3.—A movement
growing out of an order issued by the Sec~
retary of War which authorized the ce-
cruiting of three regiments of cavalry, to
be composed aof frontlersmen who have tha
special qualifications of horsemen and
mirksmen, has now been put under way.

The National Rough Rider military
encampment Is the ocutgrowth of Ideas
erystaliized by the late war with Spain
and Is an institution made useful, i not
necessary, by the great changes fo mill-
tary tactles which the last ten years
have recorded.

Al the last meeting of the board of
governors the secretary was ordered to
fesue & cal for 500 more young men,
preferably college men, athletes, or men
familiar with the use of revolver and
rifle. Ten medical students will also be
accepted, who will be attached to the
mounted Red Cross training statfon. The
call also ineludes ffty graduated civil
engineering students, who will receive
practical training in everything pertain-
ing to field operations, bridge and slege
consfruction, ete. -

where all the requirements of the iough
rider may be taught, soch o3 scouting,
truiling, signaling, and all fleld military
operations,
