Probably in the end all three forms will
prevall, and will be empioyed each for
the purpose to which 1t is best adapted—
just as we have traction by borses, Jdon-
keys, mules, amd ponles. No one method
will bave a monopaly. In the same way,
no doubt, horse tmction will still go on
for very many yeirs, though it cannot but
dwindle In amount. The motor car has,
as we have sald, come to stay, and we
may be certoin that It will gradunlly be-
come the normsl meihod of transport for
distances up to, eay, fifty miles, for <he
very good teaenn that 1t so greatly ‘n-
creases individual mobllity. The mutor
car will, In fact, do more fully what the
bieyele began—i. o, give the nation back
