TAX COLLECTING IN OUBA.

A New Decrec Regardiog the Pay-
ment of Assessmenis.

HAVANA, July 8.—A decree has heen is-
sued in regard’to the collection of texes on
urban and rural property. It providea that
any new assessment shall be wade by com-
migsions of tux-pavers, from whose (decision
appeal ean be made 1o the tax colleclor of
the zone in which the property is located,
that official to act as equalizer of nssess-
ments. An appeal can be taken from bis
decision to the secretary of finance.

The owners of property destroyed dor-
ing the war, when called upon to pay
taxes, will be exewmpt when able to prove
that the bulldings and muchinery nsces-
sary for the working of the property bave
been destroyed by the belligerents. Un-
productive propertles which were not de-
stroyed during the war will be taxed ne-
cording to what they could produce under
existing conditions,

But If the women amopng the Cubana
chatter and make merry all the time, the
mon among them caunot be accused of
huving anything frivolous in their be-
havier.

BRASS RINGS ARE JEWELRY.

S0 Regarded by Costoms Offlcers
When Imported.
(From the New York Press)

Though Uncle Sam has just decided that
brass ficger rings constlitute “Jewelry.'™
the old fellow, of course, doesn’t expect
that all of his countrymen will accept this
classMeation for all purposes. He meant
to =ay anly that when these articlas are
imported they are to be assessed for duty
as jewelry and no! as toys. These rings
are composed of brass, in Imititlon of
goid, and are set with various forms of
colored glass (o Imitation of preclous
stones. They are of sizes sultable to be
worn by children, and also by “some
adults.” The importers contendsd that
they were intended to be sold chiefly by
confectioners amd others in prize pack-
nges, and that they were designed for the
use sod amusement of children as toys.
But the board of general apprais=rs in
New York has decided that they belong
to the class of articles commosly known
us jewelry.

The same decision applies to nscklaces
of glass beads, to chains, intended
for watch guards or o chajns, #nd ta
hairpios of gilded metal, set with colored
Klnas., Therefore, as jewelry, these ar-
ticles must pay a duty of G0 por cent.ad
vvalorem, instead of a lewer duty as toys.
