The suthorities here have learned
that the Imperial City, where the royal
family live, contains Immensse stores of
provisions, enough to supply a besieged
army for many months, and porhaps for
years. The British Legation, whers (ke
forelgners ook refuge after the harning of
the other forelgn establishments. ls right
up against the wall of the Imparial City.

It is claimed by men who have been In
