Ex Governor Altgeld said in part
There are only two principles or sys ¬

tems of government known to man gov ¬

ernment by brute force and government by
consent of the governed The one Is ap-

plied
¬

from without and is repressive and
in the end destructive because it arrests
growth while the other works from with ¬

in Is evolutionary and progressive
Government by force hao existed for

thousands of years and its tendency is
everywhere the same It has checked
growth arrested development cowed the
nobler aspirations of man stunted the In-

tellect
¬

and covered the earth with suffer¬

ing and misery The constant tendency of
such a government is toward a lower and
a lower level and repressive measures be-

come
¬

more and more severe until Anally
conditions are created which result In dis-
solution

¬

and death
Government by consent of the governed

stimulates the higher aspirations of man
In the atmosphere of freedom the intellect
develops and becomes active in all the
fields of human effort Under this system
of government the people reach their high-
est

¬

capabilities not in one line but in all
lines They reach the highest standard of
manhood and womanhood the highest
ideals of Justice and human felicity and
the nations of the earth have been grea
in proportion as they recognized the prin-
ciple

of freedom
Ifcose people and nations that recog-

nised

only the principle of brute force have
passed away without leaving so much as a
name on the pages of history These peo-
ple

whose careers history has deemed wor ¬

thy of notice and who have helped man for-
ward

especially the Greeks the Ro
mans ana medieval cities recognized In
part the principle of freedom and only thatpart of their population reached a high j

development to which this principle was
permitted to apply

Formation of the Itcnabllc
The principle of governing by consent

cf the governed W23 flret applied in Its
broadest sense in the formation of our
Republic and It worked a retolution in
human society It has given the world
more progress in one century than It
achieved In the fifty or sixty centuries of
recorded time By freeing the Intellect by
encouraging the higher aspirations man
leaped into an activity In all lines of hu
EW effort that had been impossible In tno
jast there was a new birth In inventions
In tno industries In agriculture in art in
literature in government and In education
To this we are largely Indebted for our
shops our railroads our cities our agri-
culture

and everything that makes us
great

Moving along the lines of peace and
progress along the lines of evolution and
development it Is mastering matter It is
annihilating space it is uniting man with
his brother it is bringing the human race
to Us God AH of the nations of the earth
have been affected by the principles of our
Declaration of Independence

Not only has this given us the marvel¬

ous development of the American conti-
nent

but it has made us the most poten-
tial

nation on the globe For a third of a
century our nation has been the greatest
world power on earth not through Its
armies or its navies or its display of ma
terial splendor or Its brute force but
through its high ideals through its high
standards 01 justice It commanded the re-

of mankind and has drawn after it all of
the peoples of the earth

It is a noticeable fact verified by all
human experience that In- no case does a
policy that is dictated solely by greed

Then England got our Government to lead
the way in reducing the volumo of the
worlds metallic money by one half and
again the pricesof American products fell
one half debtors were ruined and we had
the panic of HJ2 Then England got th
present friendly Administration to pair a
law providing that in tho future even
thing in this country shall be payable I11

gold which will still further reduce the
price cf American products

The consequence of all this legislation
is that today after we hae paid off more
than half of the debt of the war It will
take more of American products more of
American sweat and labor to pay what Is
left of that war debt than It would have
taken at the conclusion of the war to have
paid it all while today when an Eng-

lishman
¬

gets cne of our thousand dollar
bonds whether a Government bond or a
railroad bond or a farm mortgage he finds
that the Interest which we must pay him
on that bond will buy twice as much of
American products as the interest on the
same bond would buy for him twenty odd
years a go

War In the Ihlllpiiinex
Long before we declared war against

Spain In behalf of Cuba the people of the
Philippine Islands had been waging war
for their own independence They contin ¬

ued this warfare and finally drove the
Spaniards off the Islands And vreare now
engaged In a war to rob the Islanders of
their Independence and make the people
subjects not citizens of this Republic

There is today no question of expansion
before the American people and all the
talk about expansion Is simply an effort to
conceal the facts and to mislead the pub-
lic

The sole question is whether we
shall go Into the colonial business with
England and the despotic nations of Eu-
rope

Let me say here that the Demo-
