Presbyterian Mission in Northern Honan
and up to the last moment before the
Chinese In our district received word of
the doings of the Boxers the natives were
friendly But when the official messengers
burst into the midst of our people carry--

ing as a token of war a burned feather
stuck into the end of an arrow and dc- -

- liveretl to the Chinese as an order coming
from the Government as it must surely
have come to put all the foreigners to
death then it was that the Chinese went
wild with hate of the missionaries ard
threatened all kinds of terrible things

We besought the Chinese to take our
goods and spare our lives but they an¬

swered us that not one of us was to b
spared Then our women begged so elo-
quently

¬

for the lives of our little children
that the Jeader of the attacking party

- shouted the command to hi3 men to spare
our lives A rush was made for oar prop ¬

erty and we were robbed of all wo pos-

sessed

- Submarine Boat Able to MnU the
Greatest Battleship

LONDON Aug IS The Admiralty is
drawing stores from Woolwich and other
raval Etations for an official trial of a
newly designed submarine boat Prior

jfcxperirneots with the boat have proved
satisfactory She submerges and travels
well She is so constructed as to alluvr
of her passing under an enemys heaviest
warship

Thus a submarine mine charged with
ECO pounds of gun cotton can be attached
to a hostile vessel and the boat will have
time to get cut of danger before the mine
is exploded The boat Is fitted with two
tubes for discharging torpedoes both
above aud below the water She is armed
with quick firing and machine guns It
Is claimed that she is able to successfully
encounter the largest battleship afloat

has ordered four new battleships One
will be built at the Vulcan yards an¬

other at Shlchau another by the Krupps
and the fourth at the Government yards
at Wllhelmshaven They will all be of
the same type They will be 393 feet la
length between perpendiculars CS feet 3

inches beam and 2j feet draft They will
be of 1LE00 tons displacement The great-
est

thickness of their armor will be six
inches

The engines will be of 15000 horso
power and their speed will be nineteen
knots They will have six torpedo tubes
one aft above the water line and the rest
submerged They will carry four 91
eighteen 59 and twelve 11 qulck flre
guns They will be built within three
years and three months and their cost
Is not to exceed Jo600000 or 173 per ton

The occasion was the annual
parade of the members of the Grand Army
of the Republic and the crowning spec-

tacular

event of the grand national en-

campment
¬

of that organization
An inspiring sight was presented as the

veterans swung down Michigan Boulevard
Their steps a trifle halting their eyes a
trifle dim but their wrinkled cheeks aflame
with never dying patriotism a great host
of the soldiers who fought bravo men in
an awful war marched under battlcflags
with bloody histories behind commanders
who led them Into revels of death and
carnage and between banks of uncounted
humanity who looked and learned a lesson
There were men scarred and maimed In that
parade there were men bent with age
but they trudged along under the August
sun as full of Are and enthusiasm as when
they stormed Southern ramparts and
charged commands worthy of their steel a
third of a century ago

The white banner of peace and the Stars
and Stripes led the column as heraldid by
twelve trumpeters it marched west on
Randolph Street and into the court of
honor First there was the Pageant of
Patriotism Gen Daniel E Sickles of Now
York commanding and then the famous
Lafaj ette Post of New York followed by
the Old Guard of Washington The guests
of honor were next among them being
Gen Nelson A Miles the Duke and
Duchess De Arcos and the presidents of
the Womens Relief Corps the Ladles of
the G A R and the Nurses Association
Thus the column approached tho review¬

ing stand
Opposite Hubbard Court there was a brief

stop to allow the noted guests to take their
feats When the flag of the G A R was
hung out the Stars and Stripes and the
Lanner of peace moved forward again and
the long tedious march was fairly under
way

Col Joseph W II Wood grand marshal
of the day led the column escorted
by the Citizens Committee mounted and
100 strong Then came Wisconsin leading
the veterans cf tae Grand Army The
bands played Tramp Tramp Tramp tho
Boys Are Marching and- - there was a
swelling of hearts in the breasts of the
thousands of cn Iookcrs as the little hand-
ful

of survivors of the famous Iron Bri-
gade

marched by led by Gen Edward S
Bragg The veterans or the Badger State
were followed by those from Pennsylvania
their old battle flags attracting much at-
tention

States Illinois with tho battle flags of
the State bringing up the rear of the

The gun for the start of the procession
was fired shortly after 10 oclock and the
parade was nearly five hours In passing tho
reviewing stand The veterans marched
twelve abreast There were no divisions
in the parade and it moved 33 a compact
mass the States and posts being distin ¬

guished by banners Because of its sim ¬

plicity the ranks were formed and moved
away with little difficulty Only 1S5 posts
In the United Stat is were unrepresented
in the procession Tlfty ragged and torn
battle flags in the Pageant of Patriotism
attracted great attention

RIDDLED WITH BULLETS

XoRro Slain Iiy n Mob for KilIIur n
White Man

CHARLOTTE N C Aug 2S A negro
named Avery Mills was taken from the
officers near Forest City- - N C at noon
today and riddled with bullets by a mob
which sought to avenge the death of Mills
II Flack an ex member of the Legislature
and well known citizen of Rutherford
County who was shot and killed about 9
oclock this morning

About three days ago Flack went to his
plantation which Is rented to Mills or who
Is by some agreement making a crop this
year to get some fruit whereupon Mills
wife ordered him off He refused to go
and she went to the house and secured a
pistol and went back the second time and
ordered him to leave He left rather than
have a difficulty This morning at 9 oclock
Mr Flack his Bon Otho and another boy
went to the plantation In a wagon to pull
fodder

Mills house Is about 100 yards from the
road He appeared and halted Mr Flack
and began to renew the talk about the
fruit when Mills wife brought him his
pistol He took it and deliberately shot
Mr Flack Just under the heart Mr FlaiU
shot the negro In the shoulder and then
took the gun and pounded tho negro over
the head with It until It was broken The
negro attempted to fhoot Mr Flacks son
but the latter hit the negro In the head
with a rock and took his pistol away from
him and shot him In the hip The negro
was not hurt badly

Mr Flack died in less than an hour The
news soon spread and the Forest City peo
ple were gathered at tho scene The
negro and his wife were arrested Mr
Flack said to his friends before he died
that he could nit live long that the negro
had killed him and that be wanted him
hanged and wanted his friends to see it
done His dying wish was carried out to
the letter

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DANGER OF MILITARISM

H rCHfntnIi c Hnj- - Points Out the
erlli of n Grent Stiiiiillnjr Arm- -

Representative Hay of Virginia who
Is a prominent member of the Committee
on Military Affairs In a statement issued
from his home at Madison Va directs
the attention of Americans to tho dangers
of militarism He says

The relations of this country to tho
other nations of the world have become so
changed In the last two years that the
subject of national defence has become a
most important If not vi 1 question It
is a problem which must te solved by Con-

gress
¬

at no distant day The present mil-
itary

¬

establishment will cease on the first
day of July 1901 The standing army
must be kept down to the lowest possible
number of men and future emergencies
must ba provided fcr by equipping educat-
ing

¬

and organizing a citizen soldiery
Thc objections to any increase in the
Regular Army are fundamental and well
understood During the entire history of
our country our wars have been fought
by volunteers and it Is to the volunteer
army this country must always look for
national defence The only way to avoid
the maintenance of a large standing army
is to have an effective National Guard

The Republican party advocates a large
and permanent standing army and it will
Insist upon a large Increase in tho stand ¬

ing army should it continue In power
Apart from the Immense cost which such
a military establishment would entail per-
manently

¬

upon the Government tho effect
of Its maintenance would be to discourage
the formation of National Guard organiza-
tions

¬

and to sap the military spirit of our
people This large standing army is icc
essarlly a part of the imperial and mili-
tary

¬

system which the present Administra-
tion

¬

Is seeking to force upon the country
It is an open secret that the people who
are advocating this system desire to use
these troops at home as well as abroad
for the suppression of the liberties of the
people The policy of the Democratic party
is to oppose militarism and It denounces
in its national platform the maintenance
of a large standing army

In order to maintain thi3 large stand ¬

ing army proposed by the Republican
party it will be necessary to conscript the
citizens of the country because

its entire history the Regular Army of
the United States small a3 It has here ¬

tofore been has never been kept to its
full capacity by volunteer enlistments And
this large standing army once provided
for and relied upon must be kept full
Not being able to recruit the army by vol-

unteer
¬

enlistments an act of conscription
will be necessary and the people of this
country will soon be subject to all the
military requirements and exactions which
have made European powers so odious to
freemen

The Democratic party proposes that
the standing army shall continue small
And in order that there shall be military
force sufficient for national defence as
well as for any service which may be re-

quired
¬

abroad it proposes thecreatIoi of
a well organized and thoroughly equipped
National Guard Every war fought by
this country has been fought with her
citizen soldiery and no good reason can
be given for departing from that policy

I have Introduced a bill providing for
a volunteer army In time cf war and for
the organization and equipment of the
National Guard In time of peace More
generous than the Republican party to
the National Guard this bill provides that
JIOCOOCO shall be annually appropriated
for its maintenance and equipments and
its provisions throughout are Intended to
strengthen in every possible way the or-

ganization
¬

of the National Guard and to
make it the bulwark of national defence
and national honor The Republican
Congress appropriated only 1000000 for
the National Guard

No worse evil can befall any coustry
than that Its people should become depen
dent for their rights and liberties upon a
paid military establishment controlled
and governed by a constantly growing cen-
tral

power For these reasons and many
others our forefathers and ourselves have
ever steered clear of the danger involved
In maintaining a large standing wblj Wo
have been firmly convinced that the citi-

ing from the experience of other Republics
have concluded that it Is unsafe to create
a class to whom alone the people can look
in time of danger for the preservation of
their liberties Experience has taught us
that a well regulated militia composed of
the body of the people trained to arm Is
the proper natural and safe defenco of
a free State and that standing armies in
time of peace should be avoided as dan ¬

gerous to liberty
