NEW YORK Oct G Chemist Vltthaus
has submitted the organs taken from tho
body the Iato William Marsh Rice to
what is known to chemists as a quick
test for poison He reported to Coroner
Hart today that the test absolutely
failed to show the faintest trace uf toison
Prof Witthaus told the coroner that he
would now submit tho organs to what is
known as slow test the results
of this he will not be able to report for
ten days

One the medicines given to Mr Rico
who was past eighty four years old when
he died was cux vomica a common tonic
and stimulant but very poisonous In
generous doses It was prescribed by bis
physician
