RIGHT TO BUILD PIERS

The Snpreme Court Deelitlon In the
Scrruiton Cane

The Supreme Court of tho United States
yesterday rendered an Important decision
In a cise Involving the power of Congress
to rcgulato commerce between States as
implied to Improvements to navigation
The case was that of Gilbert O Scranton
tho owner of lands In SL Alarys Falls
Alinn i7ho brought suit against Evan S

I Wheeler the Government superintendent
In chargo of the improvements to naviga
tion there for damages to his riparian
rights by the erection of a pier on sub ¬

merged lands In front of hU property
Under the law of Allnnesota the riparian

rights extend to the middle of the river or
lake and Scranton based his suit for dam-
ages

¬

on the constitutional provision that
private property should not bo taken by the
Government without Just compensation
therefor The case was tried first In the
Michigan courts afterward In the Circuit
Court of the United States and finally in
the Supreme Court of Aiichlgan which de
cided the plaintiff had no cause for action

Justice Harlan delivered the opinion ot
tho court from which Justices Sniras
Gray and Peckham dissented After dis ¬

posing of the Michigan law governing ri ¬

parian rights by the assertion that It wa3
overawed by the Federal laws controlling
navagablo waters the opinion says

Tho vital ojuestlon was n heeler tho
constitutional inhibition upon the taking
of private property for public use without
just cimpensatlon has any application to
the case of an owner of land bordering up
on a public navigable river whose access
from hl3 land to navigability Is permanent-
ly

obstructed by a pier resting upon sub-
merged

land away from but In front of
his upland and which pier was erected by
the United States for the purpose only of
Improving the navigation of the river Un- -

J doubtedly compensation must be made or
secured to the owner If what is done
amounts to a taking of his property
