There is a saving point in the law
however An adopted son discards his
family cntlrcl and becomes the actual son
of his adontcr Pu Chun or Pu Tsunc the
son of Prince Tuan was adopted byiecree
as tho son of the late Emperor Tuijg Chi
on January 24 IIOO and as such discarded
his real father Tung ChI died in 1S75

but another question now arises Filial
affection is very strong in China and in
spite of his renunciation ot Tuan and his
adoption through edict as the heir of
Tung ChI can the heir apparent if the
execution of Tuan is insisted upon forget
that the execution of his father was
brought about by the foreigners

It is more than likely that he will
treasure hatred against foreigners and
will be their life long enemies It is a
serious question therefore whether the
new treaty should not Include a provision
that this oungster shall never be per-
mitted

to ascend the throne
This is all the more serious because the

boy is only fourteen years old and has
been under complete charge of two tutors
who were the most rabid anti foreigners
in Pckin and were the first persons to
memorialize the throne in favor of the
Boxers With Prince Tuan the heir ap
parents real father they were the chief
advisers of the Dowager Empress In favor
of the rebels After the foreigners en-

tered

the capital both of these tutors
committed suicide

State Senator and abide by the result ot
Its decision

This pledge was extorted from mc in
the office of the Director of Public Sifety
by the lieutenant of the district yourself
and Mr James McNichol by threats and
intimidation as well as by promises and
Inducements The lieutenant of the dis ¬

trict threatened me with prosecution for
nn alleged election offence inless I agreed
to take such action as you ami Mr Mc ¬

Nichol would suggest and alludd to the
probable prosecution as a difficult acd
dangerous case unless I went along with
you but said that if I agreed to do as
you and Mr McNichol wanted he could
prevent any prosecution taking plicj and
nothing more would be heard of the
