terday that in his opinion the question of
fortlfjing the canal was one of the least
Important in connection with the entire
subject --The Haj Pauncefote Treatj did
not he said prmlde lor the fortification
of the canal neither did the Hepburn
bill now on the Senate calendar The
latter bill provided that fortifications
might U necessary be placed upon the
line of the canal He doubted the useful-
ness

¬

of fortifjiag it however and did
not think the fortifications could be built

The Hepburn bill he said made the
operation of the waterway entirely neu-

tral
¬

Although there was a dltfercnfc of
opinion as to the adrisabilit of making
It neutral he thought the contention
should not stand in the way of the ulti-
mate

¬

construction of the canal which was
of too great Importance to the people to
be forced aside by disagreements crncr
matters of small moment

The question cf fortifications along the
canal Is he continued one which has
more Interest for the countries of Nicara ¬

gua and Costa Itica than the United
States Nicaragua and Costa Rica own
the ground and ought to hate a right to
say Just what they want in this direction
If they want the right to fortify the anal
then there will be some necessity for the
discussion of the subject but so far as
the Interests of this country are concerned
the matter is of very little consequence
Some of the military authorities may take
the ground that in view of the uncertain
character of the Government of the Couth
American Republics a few fortifications
might be a good thing but this is an opin ¬

ion that does not bear on the canal ques-
tion

proper and is of no great conse-
quence

Let the nations owning the land
have their little say in this respect and
let us not worrj over the subject

HAVANA Nov 2G It was decided to
dS at the meeting of the constitutional
convention to divide the body Into live
sections of six delegates each These sec-

tions

will discuss separately whatever
propositions are presented b the dele ¬

gates for incorporation into the constitu-
tion

They will not begin their work for
eight dijs In order to allow the dele-
gates

¬

to prepare their propositions
A member of each section will bo ap ¬

pointed to form a central committee to
draw up the final project which will be
discussed by the whole convention Tho
time allowed the central committee to
submit the draft of a constitution has not
yet been fixed Scnorcs Sangully and
Llorrcnte verc appointed a committee to
revise the phraseology of the constitution
A commtttco of five was appointed to con ¬

sider questions ot interior government
Senor Qucsada proposed that the mo-

tion
¬

of Ruis Rivera regarding a vote of
praise and thanks to General Lee be de-

clared
¬

out ot order and that it be rejected
This was done by an almost unanimous
vote The delegates explain their sction
by saying that there is considerable feel-
ing

¬

against General Lee In the conven-
tion

Gualberto Gomez asked the conven-
tion

¬

to authorize a discussion of the an ¬

swer to General Woods speech opening
the convention which answer Senjr Go-
mez

¬

offered to draw un
Senor Sanguily said that an answer to

General Wood would be out of place and
dangerous in that It might affect the Ld
relations between the convention and the
intervening Government He added that
General Woods speech was not a message
that required an answer but a military
order It would be far better to let well
enough alone He proposed that the con-
vention

¬

decide not to answer the speech
under any circumstances and the proposi-
tion

was adopted bj a vote of 22 to 5
The convention then adjourned
Gualberto Gomez was ver angry over

the defeat of his proposal and he created
considerable disturbance He said the
rights of the delegates had been curtailed
and that the convention had been Influ ¬

enced by the fear that an answer to the
speech would give rise to friction with
the intervening Government The dele-
gates

¬

had shown cowardice The pro-
posed

¬

answer would have been most mild
and polite

The antagonism which has developed
between Gomez and Sangully was entirely
unexpected It was predicted that these
two would combine and dominate the con-
vention

but they appear now to be in
complete disagreement

Senor Clsneroshas obtained a months
leave of absence from the convention

Senor Nunez Civil Governor of Havana
has sent a report to Senor Tamayo Sec-

retary

of State regarding irregularities
in the conduct of the municipalit of Ha-

It was reported at the Weather Bureau
late last night that the high winds that
have for two dajs piajed havoc with the
telegraph wires in the Middle Western
States had subsided The most serious
phase of the situation prevails in Pitts-
burg

¬

and the Ohio Valley where the heavy
rains have caused the rivers to rise above
the danger mark The storm that has swept
along the Atlantic Coist from Jackson ¬

ville to Portland causing high winds and
heavy sens has also diminished in force
and all danger from it is expected to be
past by tonight The storm was late last
night central about New York City where
yesterday morning a wind velocity of
sixty eight miles per hour was recorded
This was not great enough to cause dam ¬

age to buildings but Inasmuch as the
wind came from the northeast It caused
heavy seas that were dangerous to small
shipping Storm signals cre displayed at
all ports Along the New England Coast
the winds were still rather high last night
but were gradually diminishing As the
storm diminished the temperature took a
downward course The Southern States ex ¬

perienced considerably colder weather and
tha edgo of the cold wave reached Wash-
ington

last night The mercury Is ex
pected to drop to aboit 35 degrees this
morning New York will be sllghtl colder
