An interestipg story reganding Scoator
Cullom's cqgushed ambition to be made
Chalrman of the Foreign Relations Com-
mittee has just leaked out, Intimate
friends of tha Illincisan konow that for
sears ho has coveted the Foreizn Rela-
tions chalrmanship and that he made a
struggle for It when the last rearrange-
ment of t‘.ﬁln‘liueps was made fo the
Senate, When Scnator Davis® deatin was
seen to be inevitable, it is said, Senator
Cullom took up with a number of his
friends in the Senate the subject of his
succerding tn the chairmaunship se long
held by the Minnesotan, Senator Cullom
was fully aware that Senator Frye did
not want the place, and as the Malne
statesman was the only one who ranked
him he paturally fell that his chances of
seeuring the prize were of the first class,
But this hope was short lived.

Wednesday morning Senator Cullom was
visited by the “representatives,” com-
monly known us the lobbyists. of 1wo
pawerful railroads. A colloguy to this
effect ensued:

“Senator, we have called to tell you
that you must not {ake the chalrmanship
of the Foreign Relations Committoe,” saiil
the rallroad men,

“Must I8 a strong word for gentlemen
of your station (o usc to a member of the
Sennte,” replied Senator Cullom, hodly.

“That may be, but we want to wirn you
that it will be betier f6r you tn forego
your ambition in that direction, at least
for the present.™

This only Increased Sepator Cullom's
wrath, He paced the floor in silence for

the Inbbyists from his room. he enauired:

“What do you mean by this Insolence,

REDUCTION OF WAR TAXES,

Honse RBill to He Radicnlly Changed
by the Senante Commliitee.

Alihough the Republican members «f the
Hoose Ways and Means Commitiee have
completed the preparation of a revenue
bill, 10 be submitied to the full commit-
lee tomorrow, limiting the redncifon of
the present War Revenue act to about
$30,000.600, it Is fraokly admitted by some
of them that the megsure will be rodically
changed by the Senate Finance Com-
mittee,

On the day of his arrival in Washinzton,
more than a week ago, Senator Aldrich,
Chairman of the Finance Committes,
ntnted that, in his opinion, the conten-
pluted revenue reduction should be made
all at one time, and that this rediction
should be a sweeping one. He explained
thnt frequent revenue or tariffl tinkering
was objectionable to the business inter-
esls and a serious embarrassment to rom-
mercial prosperity. He expressed hia views
on the proposed revenne legislation Ly
saring: “We ought not to take two bites
at a cherry when one will do."" In other
words, he belleves that such radical re-
ductions In the present war revenies
should be made az will make il unneces-
sary to enact further legislation for the
next three or four years.

Senntor Aldrich and Senator Platt, who
oceupy secomd and third places, respect-
Ively, on the committee, hold sutstantially
the same views, It s expected thnt thess
Semators will have an informal confer-
ence today and determing upon some uni-
form course of action.

“The lynching and burning at the stake
of Preston Porter, the negro murderer of
Loulse Frost, at Limon, Col., recently re-
minds me of a similar oceurrence which
happened at Belton, Tex., a few years
ago,'” remarked Henry W. Blair, of that
State, at the Metropolitan last night.
“The natures of the two crimes were very
different, but the punishment was fully as
revolting.

“The difficulty grew out of the opera-
tions of a bund of horze thieves who ear-
ried on their business in the neighborhood
of Belton for a period extending over sev-
eral yeurs, There was not a lynching, but
thers was something far worse, in point
of coll-blooded fury on Lhe part of an
earuged moh,

“Nioe prisoners confined In the county
Jall at Belion werse
velles one night. As a matter of fact, I
guess it was the best thing the mob could
have done for the benefit of that part of
the Lone Sinr State.

“For n long time an gang of horse
thieves had been running cxttie and
lrorres from Bell Couniy into adjoining
onos., The gang was well organized. The
erimes were known to have been commil-
ted by Its members, but proof of thelr
guilt could not be obtained, and for a
number of years, during which time the
farmers and planters bore their losses
with patlence, cattle and horses were
stolen with [mpunity. The crime counld
not be laid at the deor of any single man,
though the bellef was common that cer-
tain well known partics were directly re-
sponsible,

*The plans of the horse thieves were
well inid. The crowd operating near
Belton would steal a bunch of valuable
caitie or ‘run’ a number of horses and
carry them loto the pext county, There
“Nhe animals would be taken in charge by
anather gang, under the same leadership,
wliv would ‘run’ the horses or cattle ioto
the next county. where a third gang would
take charge of them.

“In this maguer the harses and cattle
woulll be carried across the Loulsiznn line
and sold at a handsome profit. The diffi-
vilty in apprehendiog any of the thieves
was the fact that after having been on
a rid the men implicated would invari-
ably show up at their homes the nex!
mo:ning without a sign of ever having
bern out of Lhewr back yards for a month.
There were absolutely no meéans whereby
the erimes could be brought home to the
guilty parties.

“AL last, however. several members of
the gang were caught redhanded in Lheir
cattle-lifting deals and were locked up
securely lo jail. Eight of them were un-
der lock and key, and the [armers were
contented to let the law take [ta conrse.

“About thit time a man who had been
suspected of belonging to the gang, but
whose connection with it could not be
proved, killed his wife In cold bloed. He
was a brutal fellow, was kEnown to have
treated his children badly, and there was
considerahle feeling against him in the
community, It wos generally Dbelioved
that he killed his wife because she re-
monsirated with him about his evil ways.
At any rate, he bralned bhér one night
with an axe, and the whole surrounding
conalry wns aroused,
