The excitement incident to the fire at
Wlllards Hotel early estorday morning
had subsided last night and the loss to
buildlug and its contents is now estimated
Ht SCTC That portion of the hotel
visited by the fire i3 historical because
ot eirl associations It bavin been used
many years ago by the congregation of
tho Xew York Avenue Presbyterian
Church For a number of cars however
the building has been occupied by the
hotel company

The origin of the fire Is as much of a
mjstery as ever It was discovered by
Night Clerk Lester about 230 oclock
when a dense volume ot smoke bu st into
the office from a rear hallway and flames
made their way Into the bar and the ad-

joining
¬

rooms The first alarm was given
by Mr Le3ter and Engineer Wilson who
was in the basement at the time Both
hurried upstairs to arouse the half hun ¬

dred guests Prior to the arrival of tho
fliemen the hotel was filled with smoke
and many guests were compelled to seek
windows and the single lira escape at the
F Street front of the building Several
members of Congress were in the hotel
at the time with their families and were
all ronvecd to the street by means of
ladders placed b the firemen at different
points The Ebbitt House across the
street was used as a temporary shelter
for the frightened guests many of whom
returned to Wlllards after Me fit had
been extinguished v

Mr J Campbell White Secretary of the
Student Young Mens Christian Associa-
tion

and to raise funds for the maintenance of
the missionary which tha Washington
Y M C A has promised to keep In the
field TheRev A II Grace is the mis-

Allahabad one cf the five great university
centres of India the Washington Y M

Mr White Is a college graduate and
has been engaged In missionary work
among the students of India for seven
years He is at present in this country

Indian held the work among the students
has been turned over to ihe Y M C A
This has been done because it was real-
ized

Mr White spoke on this phase of the
work especially and said In part- -

We feel that the best way In which toj
teach the great truths of Christianity is
to convert the students Every young
man in India who desires an education
must acquire It at one of the five great
university centres of which Calcutta
wth a total of 10 000 students Is ths
largest Many ot the students come from
districts where there have not been any
missionaries They ofea have never
heard of such a faith as Christianity
They are obliged to learn the English
language and this somewhat facilitates
our work They arc not easily convert ¬

ed however To become a convert to
Chtlstlamty means almost complete os-

tracism

from a Mohammedan family but
many of the students accept Christianity
And they rarkc splendid Christians once
they have become converted An educated
mau has great prestige among the na ¬

tives and the word of one vvhu has been
to a university Is regarded hlghlv Con
sequenll these converts to Christianity
make good misstonarjes Oftentimes
when the return to their homes after
having been converted they will be
spurned by tlir families and many have
been poisoned for bringing so called dis-
grace

upon their name by becoming
Christians

u order to carry on the work more
successfully It Is necessary that the
number of 1 M C secretaries working
among the students should be increased
almost double At presnt there Is about
one missionary station to every million
inhabitants
