Thirty Years for MeAllster, Denth,
and Campbell—-HKerr's Panishment
Just Half That of His Fellows
Jodge Dizxon's Stern Arralgnment—

A Statement by the Prisoners,
PATEREON, N. X, Jan. 29.—The Boa-

schieler murder case. famous for its dra-
matic incldents, was brought to a closs
when ihe four mzp who were Lhe prin-
cipals in the tragedy today received the
sentonce of the law.

The exireme penalty wan imposed—Me-
Alisier, Doath, and Campbell, thirty years,
and Kerr fifieen years in state's prison.
None of them showed signs of remorse
or resentment. Kerr was visibly affecred,
but he has always been more demonstra-
tive than he others.
