Dalaperrlere Is held as a fugitlvo
from his parents while the police are yet
uncertain what action will be taken against
Terrell and Smith when they are brought
back to Washington late this afternoon by
Detective Hclan The boys rrsjde at
Hoichton Ga and It is likely all will be
sent home xxlthout prosecution and in
charge of a detective They ran axvay last
week from college and came here to xvlt
ncss the Inaugural ceremonies

Since tho opening of the college last
September Dalaperrlere and his former
companions attended the institution un
til the inargural fever came to mar their
routine studies atd led the trio toward
Washington Last Saturday afternoon the
youths packed their belonging In a trunk
owned by Dalaperrlere and quietly left
for Washington Taking a train to Gains
xille Ga they missed connections for the
North but were housed by friends until
Monday afternoon when they left for
Washington over the Seaboard Air Line
arriving here Tuesday about noon At the
Pennsylvania depot they met an affable
stranger who steered them to the board-
ing

pcrrleie was well supplied with money
