s narrow escape from capture b
the Americans IJnck writes

"On th mornins of January 14 m com-
pany and several othei companies of the
Fourth Infantry nd three troops of the
Fourth Caalr, with t detachment of
the native police (who had obtained the
information that Apuinaldo was visiting
his mother at her residence In the little
town of Binacavon, about one and one-lm- lf

miles from Cavite Vieso were or-

dered on a secret march It was not until
we had surrounded the little Ashing vil-

lage, situated on a ivoint of land project-
ing out in the ba that we learned of our
mission that is. to capture the cunning
chieftain The native police begged to be
allowed to proceed at once to capture
him

" 'Give us two American soldiers, thej
pleaded, 'and we will go at once to the
house ami capture him while we know he
is tliere ' The mission wns too important
to be left in the hands of a few men At
daybreak th partv advanced, surrounded
the little village, and drove etrj thing
in front of them, no distinction being
made of age or se Hverj house was
.searched and the inmates were ordered
to turn out and join the roundup

"When the house occupied b Senora
Aguinaldo (his mother) wns reached the
uproar of the hunt had alreadj awakeied
the household The invalid mother was,
the calmest member of the partv. al-

though she needed not to be told the ob-

ject of the visit, but questions propounded
to her were received in silence Nothing
co ild be learned from the household at.
to the whereabouts of the object of so
mnn fruitless searches

"The inmates of the village (men. wo-
men, and children), were driven to Cavite
A'iego, where thev were made to pass
under the gaze of those who knew them
namelv, the native police Women and
children wre passed rapidlv through the
ring with little scrutiny The men then
were passed under the line and when a
face appeared that had given trouble be-

fore he was given to the guards with
Jixed bayonets to be sent to the guard-
house.

"This was continued down to the test
man Among those captured was Col
Candida Rati, an of high
btamling. who had taken the oath of alle-
giance to the United Statts and had
since lived at Cavite Viego who was

of aiding Aguinaldo in his cscaue
After several hours of hard work the
guard heard him say that he had held
u conference with Aguinaldo at his
mothers residence In the search at the
house several articles of clothing indi-
cated his method of escape in the gufse
of a woman though nothing could be
gleaned as to the hour of the escape Itwas prolmblv during the hurried scru-
tiny ot the women

"Among those captured was Aguinaldo s
muohacho (body servant! who wat, very
reticent about the escape of his master
until hew at certain he had not bei t ken
Threats rewards, persuasion and pro

failed to move him to tell how his
niastr escatd Several days ago under
promises of secrecv to a friend he told
the following storv

"'For months we have been In the
mfdHt of the Americans and they have
not suspected us Mv master has even
spoken with American soldiers, block-
heads to be fooleu so easily, and whenmy master was wounded, in September.
we wrapped him in matting and lioated
him down the river past the Americans,
who thought it was a dead body How
vou found out we were to visit hi mother
J do not know, but some one betrayed

ent to send him to the hospital for treat-
ment The ambulance was cnlled an J th
prisoner removed from the station Phy-

sicians at the hospital found Zimmerman
suffering from cerebral hemorrlnge. an 1

fiy a slight scalp wound was apparent
on the btck of the head The pitient
failed to railv to stimulants admin'siered.
and an operation was performed itr in
the afternoon l,ate last night Zimmer-
man was aid to be near deuth

When it became known that th man
might die an investigation was started
and Detectiv e Herndon and Policemen
Warren and Carlson were sent out on the
case At the hospital the policemen were
unable to learn the identity of the pa-

tient, but a card bearing the name of
John A. Zelier, steamfltter and supplies,
was found In his pocket Following this
information the police saw Zelier, who
told them that Joseph Higgins and Albert
Glacock were companions of Zimmerman
Triday afternoon Both Higgins and
Glascock, moreover were employed bv
Zelier, it is siia while Zimmerman
worked at the freight depot of the Penn-
sylvania Railroad Ninth Street and
Marvland Avenue southwest The police-
men also learned that neither Higgins nor
Glascock had appeared for work baturday
morning so steps were taken to Iind them
The home of Higgins was visited but lit-
tle Information was gained It then came
to light that Higgins and Glascock had
been arrested late Fridav night, tried Sat-urd-

In the Police Court and sent to the
workhouse on conviction of charges ot
disorderly conduct The men were ar-
rested in Southwest Washington by the
Fourth precinct police and Glascock was
sentenced to thirtv days and Higgins to
llfteen davs in default of hne

Enquiry in saloons about Slaters Alley,
near where Zimmerman was found,
brought to light the fact that the latter
had had several drinks with Higgins and
Glascock, the police say but no one has
been found to tell of any trouble between
the trio Yesterday afternoon Detective
Herndon and Carlson went to the work-
house and had a talk with both prisoners
Higgins said he remembered nothing, but
later it is said stated that he was with
Zimmerman foi a time Friday last The
prisoner showed a bndiy bruised ear, still
bloodv but said he could not say how he
received such an Injurv He is about thir-
tv -- live years of age and live, at 1230

Eighth Street northwest
Glascock formerly worked at the freight

depot with Zimmerman, and told the de-

tective that Zimmerman was paid off
Tridav night, and that he met him hortlv
after leaving the freight depot Higgins
was also there, says Glascock, and to-

gether thev tried to persuade Zimmerman
to go to a boithouse near the Eleventh
Street wharf to take a nap Glascock
states that Zimmerman would not agree
to this proposition so thy made their
wav down town Beyond this, Glascock
savs he rememliered nothing, eeept that
all three drank considerable While near
Warners saloon near Thirteenth and E
Streets northwest Glascock says he was
separated from Zimmerman and accom-
panied bv Higgins started for the home
of the latter Just how thev got arrest' d
Glaseoek savs he does not recall until he
discovered Saturday morning that he had
been deprived of his libertv

Late last night the police were trying
to locate the home and friends of Zim-
merman who is said to live In George-
town As Higgins ami Glascock will be
detained at the workhouse on sentences
imposed for dkorderiv conduct, no ac-

tion was taken last night toward bringing
other charges against them It was found
that Zimmerman lived at 3052 M Sticet
northwest

The banquet list night brings to mind
the story of how the Marine Band was
founded The organization had its origin
in some very curious circumstances Earlv
In the present century an American man-of-w- ir

was cruising in the Mediterranean
and had orders to go from Naples to Nice
It had no band, and, a llvelj social sensou
being expected, the commanding officer of
the vessel. Captain O Nelll, who was
somew hat note d for his eccentr.cities; sent
a boats crew ashore with orders to cap-
ture and Impress as seamen the llrst
strolling band they came across This
was dore and the kidnapped musicians
were brought to Washington at the end
of the cruise, notwithstanding the stren-
uous protests on their part

They appealed to the President of theUnited Statc3 He decided that they
should be sent back to Italy and they
were put on board another warship bound
for the Mediterranean Just then the war
of 1S12 broke out, the war vessel carrying:
the musicians encountered a British ship,
fought hr, captured her, and returneel to
New York with the prize By this time
the musicians had changed their minds
and they decided to enlist in the Marine-Corp-s

Thus wns formed the nucleus of the
fimoub Marine Band .Many descendants
of these original musicians of the organi-
zation now live in Watthington One of
these musicians was named Carusi and
he was the first of the band His
son vias proprietor of the famous Carusi s
Assemblv Rooms in which a number of
Inaugurations balls were held

On Augi-s- t IS V&i the Marine Band re
ceived its first official recognition Con-
gress then passed a bill to this effect

The marines who compose the Marine
Band shall be entitled to SI a month each
in addition to their pav as

officers musicians, and privates of
the Marine Corps as long as thev shall
perform bv order of the Secretary of the
Navy or other superior officer on the
Capitol Grounds ot the Pteslelents
Grounds

Sousa, the most famous leader of the
Marine Band assumed the baton in 1W)
His father was a musician in tlie hand,
and he himself was trained In the organi-
sation almost from chlldhooel Franklin
Pierce, one of the musicians formerI

In the band enlisteel in the British
Army during the Crimean war He was
attached to Prince Alberts Own Hussars
who formed onit of the historic G0 in
the charge at Balaklava
