
ELECTRIC CARS COLLIDE

Passenger Laden Trains Meet
Jlead-O- n Is ear Four Mile Kim.

A head-o- n collision between north and
south-boun- d trains of the Washington.
Alexandria and Mount Vernon Railroad
occurred yesterday morning at G:50

o'clock about half-wa- y between Addison
Height and Four-Mil-e Run. As a result
one man is expected to die, another is se-

riously injured, and thirty or more persons
are more or less slightly injured. In fact,
almost everv passenger on both trains
carries bruises or scratches or suffers j

from shock.
The cars were badly wrecked. The

motors of both trains were completely dis-

abled, ami every window in the four cars
comprising the two trains was broken.
The seats in one of the cars were wrench-
ed and twisted from their fastenings.

Taken to
his home.

Mr. Hurst, of 409 South Alfred Street.
Alexandria, employed at night in Wash-
ington; badly cut about the head and leg
severely bruised. Taken to his home.

With. the exception of Jones, Simpson,
and Hurst, all of the injured after re-

ceiving the proper medical attention were
aWe to take care of themeselves.

Jones was a passenger on the south-
bound train with a party of others employ-
ed at Fort Washington. At the Alexan-
dria Infirmary, where he was taken after
the acident. the matron In charge stated
that his condition was very serious; that
be was in a high state of nervous excite-
ment, and suffering severely. No one was
permitted to see him. The matron stated

T that the man was mashed from head to

foat. and that it is doubtful if lie will
ffhVe.T- - ' :

' " It was supposed at first that Simpson's
back was broken, but examination dis-

closed that he was suffering from a severe
wrench of the spine. No bones were
broken. His, back is "badly bruised, swol-

len, and blistered where-h- e was struck
by a niece of flying Iron. Simpson was on

the north-boun- d train, as was Mr. Hurst,
wos injuries, while severe, are not so
tartous. Hurst was badly cut about the
eves by broken glass.

The northbound train left Alexandria
for Washington on schedule time, at G:25

'O'clock. The train carried passengers to
the estimated number of 150, who were
going to their labors in Washington
THe train consisted of motor car Tso. 9

and trailer No. 111. It was in charge of
Walter Batey, motorman; Ed Davis,
trolleyman, and Benjamin Whaley, con-

ductor.
The southbound train left Washington

at 6:30 o'clock. It consisted of motor car
No. 7 and trailer No. 160, and was in
charge of Edward Atwell, motorman; W.
A. Smoot, troiieyman, anei j. a. jji.":.
conductor. The train was also well filled
wKh iwsscngrs

About midway between Addison
Heights and Four Mile Run is a siding.
The northbound train has the right of
way, and it la the rule of the road that
the southbound train, which is due at
Ui! siding several minutes before the
northbound train, fshall wait there for the
northbound train to pass. When the
southbound train is unable to make the
sitting on schedule time It is the rule of
the road that Jt shall wait at the pre-
ceding siding.

A heavy fog enveloped the road during
the morning, and objects fifty fet ahead
were indistinguishable. The northbound
train passed the siding where it opected
to meet the southlwund train before It

. twfts noticed that the southbSund
vMg not in waiting: The mot$rman. ox- -

--v patting that the other train would wait
at the nsxt siding, urged ids train to
greater speed. The southbound train,
however, had pushed forward, expecting
to make the siding in time, end was
under great headway for the purpose of

. making up lost time.
The fog being heavy, the two trains

were within fifty fct of each other ie

the motormen realized the danger.
It is believed that each endeavored to re-

verse the leer, before making the effort
to extricate themselves from the vesti-
bules of th ir respective motor cars. Both
leaped almost at the moment of impact,
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ami barelv escaped. Conductor Brawner
of the north bound train, and Conductor
Vhalcv of the south bound train and the

trolli-yme- also jumped and obcapcd with
slight bruises.

The motor ears came together with such
force that the front platforms, motors,
forward wood-wor- k, and every window-i-

the motor cars were smashed. The pas-
sengers hurled together, mixed with
the Hying idofcvs of glass and iron, and
thrown in a heap at the end of the cars.

of the scene of the accident, and ten min-
utes later the superintenJ'Mt cf the pow-

erhouse. Percv Cliff, had si wrecKing
train on the spbt. Within live minutes
moro the wreckers were at work, r.nd in
three-quarte- of an hour the damaged
cars had been carried back on the sid-
ing.

Slight interruption to traffic was oc-

casioned. Fortunately none of the uucks
of either of the four cars lett the tracks,
although one car was wrenched fr m its
forward truck. .

The injured were placed on a car and
carried to Alexandria. Dr. William M.
Smith, the physician of the road, met
the car at Payne Street, and attended to
the Injuries at once.

ALEXANDRIA, Va., March 25. Of the
injured passengers in the wreck on this
Washington, Alexandria and Mount Ver-

non Electric Railway, which occurred at
Addison Heights this morning, perhaps
the most seriously injured are William
Jones, an employe of the
Iron Works, who has charge of ime
work at Fort M0.. and AVi-

lliam Simpson, a bricklayer, cf 11ms city,
who resides at M0 Franklin Street. While
they suffered no broken bomvs, it is
feared they are injured internally Both
are being attended by Dr. Will'am M.
Smith, the company's surgeon.

Tonight The Times correspondent vis-
ited the Alexandria Infirmary, where
Jones is a patient, and was told the
matron, Mrs. Adamson, that Jones was
so badly hurt that she could not allow
anyone to see him. Mrs. Adamson said
she could not as yet state the extent of
his Injuries.

Mr. William H. Simpson is confined to
his bed at his home, 810 Franklin Street.
He suffers greatly from the effects of
shock. He also complains of feeling sore
in the back.

When asked how the collision occurred,
Mr. Simpson said: "I was sitting in the
motor car of the northbound train when,
without warning, the accident occurred.
The next thing 1 knew I was dragged out
of the debris by some one and placed
aboard ofa train and brought to my
home in a hack."

When asked who was responsible for
the accident, Mr. Simpson replied: "I
cannot say."

Thp railway company's surgeon. Dr.
Smith, gave instructions to allow no one
to see "Mr. Simpson.

Mr. George W. Lloyd, who is employed
in Washington, and resides at 620 South
Patrick Street, is confined to his bed suf-
fering with a badly bruised leg. He also
complained of suffering from the effects
of shock.

In speaking of the accident Mr. Lloyd
said:

"I was sitting in the northbound motor
car. and the first intimation I had of the
collision was when I saw the motorman
jump. Then in an instant the crash came.
The next thing I knew I was hauled out
by a railroad employe and placed aboard
a train and brought to tms city, i was
then taken home in a wagon belonging to
Mr. Frank Church.

"The trains usually meet at the switch
between Addison Heights and Four-Mil-e
Run. When they do not meet there they
meet at the switch near the brickyard.
The north-boun- d train left the switch,
having the right of way. and before the
south-boun- d train could get on the siding
the collision occurred."

When asked whom he thought was re-
sponsible for the accident Mr. Lloyd re-
plied: "Some one Is, but who it Is I can-
not say."

Mr. M. Hurst, who resides at 409 South
Alfred. Street, suffered a severe sprnln of
his knee and was cut about the eye.
Though he complained of much pain, he
left home tonight with a view of getting
to his work in AVashington, according to
Mrs. Hurst.

Mr. Sidney Smith, who was reported to
have been hurt, stated tonight that at the
time of the collision he was at home In
bed.

A large number of persons who were
more or less hurt and bruised when seen
tonight stated that the collision happened
so suddenly that they could give no ac-

count of the accident and could not plaee
the responsibility.

Among those whose names were not
mentioned in this afternoon a paper and
who were hurt arc the following: Rev.
Robert B. Robinfcon, colored, R. AV. Cline,
and William Owens. Several others, who
did not give their names, It is said, were
slightly hurt.

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THE HOLT WILL DECISION

Supreme Court Reverses Position

of District Tribunals.

Highest Judiciary lliuiy Cites Errors
and IIciiiiiiiiIh the Case for Xcw
Trial Acvt Plume of u Kiimoiis Con-t- ct

History of the Mtigfiitioii.

The Supreme Court yesterday rendered
a decision in the famous Holt will case,
reversing the judgment of the District
of Columbia Court of Appeals a,,d ru
mending the case to that court with di-

rections to reverse the judgment of the
Supreme Court of the District of Colum-

bia, and to remand the case to that court
with instructions to grant a new trial.

The case is an interesting one, and
tho alleged forgery of the names

of Gen. W. T. Sherman and the late
President "U. S. Grant, as .witnesses to
the will. The matter hasjfbeen In the
courts for years, and because of the
prominence of the Interestell parties has
attracted much attention.

In August, lOl, Judge Holt died, leaving
an estate valued at J1SO.O0O. He was at
one time Postmaster General, and from
1S02 until 1S75 was Judge Advocate Gen-

eral of the Army.
The nearest surviving relatives were

a number of nieces and nephews. No

nephews. AV. D. Holt, AVilliam G. Ster--
ett, a local newspaper correspondent, and
John AV. Holt filed a petition in the Su-

preme Court of the District of Colum-
bia, holding a special term for Orphans'
Court business, setting forth his intesta-
cy and asking the court to administer the
estate.

On the 28th of September, 1S91, the Na-
tional Safe Deposit, Savings and Trust
Company of the District was appointed
administrator of the estate, and that cor-
poration immediately entered upon the
performance of its duties as administra-
tor and has since continued to perform
them.

On the 2Gth day of August, 1S93, there
came by mail to the Register of AVills in
AVashington a sealed envelope addressed
to that oillcer which was postmarked
"Washington, D. C, August 24, 6 p. m.,
1S03L.." Upon opening this envelope the
Register of Wills found therein a paper.
purporting to be a will executed by "J.
Holt, ' dated "Feb'y 7th, 1S73," to which
were appended what purported to be the
signatures of Ellen II. E. Sherman, U. S.
Grant, and W. T. Sherman.

This will give one-ha- lf of the estate to
"Lizzie Hynes" and the other half to Jo-

sephine Holt Throckmorton. On the aft-
ernoon of August 24 Josephine Holt
Throckmorton, who lived in New York,
passed through AVashington, stopping
about an hour at the Baltimore and Po-

tomac depot. The envelope in question
was mailed between 3 and 4 o'clock, or a"
little earlier or a little later, on that aft-
ernoon, in a letter box In the northwest
section.

Josephine Holt Throckmorton is a
daughter of Major Charles B. Throckmor-
ton, of the United States Army. h 1873

and for a long tlnie prior thereto the re-

lations between Judge Holt and the
Throckmorton family were Intimate. Jo-
sephine was born in September, 1SO0, slid
was consequently abottt six and a half
years of age at the date of his alleged
will.

A petition was filed asking that the
court ndmit the alleged will. The trial
began on May 18, 1S95, and the jury found
that the will had never been executed by
Judge Holt. The matter went to the
Court of Appeals, which aillrmed the
judgment of the lower court. The matter
came to the Supreme Court by writ of
error.

The executor named In the alleged will
was Luke Devlin. From 1862 until 1863
Devlin was a messenger in the oilice of
the Judge Advocate General, and during
the remainder of Judge Holt's term as
Judge Advocate General he was u clerk
in that olllce.

On the 20th of September. 1805, Devlin
filed a petition asking the court to admit
the alleged will to probate and to re-

voke the letters of admlnlstrati jn there-
tofore granted. On the 18th of October,
lfc53, Washington D. Holt, and the ether
nephews and nieces of Judge Holt who
would be the distributees of his e: tate
if he had died intestate filed a caveat to
the alleged will. Devlin, "Lizzie Hynes,"
and Miss Throckmorton filed an answer
to this caveat. On the 20th of March,
ISM, the Probate Court framed four is-

sues to be transmitted to the special term
of the same court, sitting as a circuit
court, there to be tried by a jury.

These issues were whether the instru-
ment in question had been executed by
Joseph Holt as his last will and testa-
ment, whether Its execution had been
procured by fraud, whether it had been
procured by undue Influence, and whether,
if he had executed it, he had revoked it.
The trial of these issues began on the
18th day of May. 1896.

The evidence at the trial was confined
entirely to the first and fourth issues
that is, as to whether Holt had ixecuted
the paper as his will, and, if so, whether
he had revoked it. The trial terminated
June 23, 1800, the jury finding that the
paper hud never been executed by Joseph
Holt as his last well and testament, and
timt "because he never executed it" he
had not revoked it.

This verdict having neon return y
the Circuit Court to the Probate Court,
final judgement was entered in the Pro-
bate Court on July 10, 189C, formally ad-

judging that the paper was never execut-
ed by Holt as his last will and testament
and denving it probate for that reason.

The trial began by the introduction of
evidence of three witnesses on behalf of
the caveatecs tending to prove the gen-

uineness of the three signatures which
appear at the foot of the paper in con-
troversy. This was followed up by

tending to prove that the remainder
of the paper, Including the signature "J.
Holt," is In the handwtltlng of Joseph
Holt. It was admitted by counsel on both
sides that the paper In controversy came
to the ottice of the Register of AVills
anonymously on August 26, 1895, in the
same state in which it was presented to
tii in rv that is. mutilated and partly
burned, and the place torn off where the
seal should have been.

The evidence of P. Tecumseh Sherman
was not competent In rebuttal, and the
court excluded It.

This evidence was offered on the
ground that it was in rebuttal of what
John B. Randolph, as a witness for the
caveators, had testified to in regard to a
certain "quirl" and other characteristics
In the genuine signature of General Sher
man, as tnat signature nnu come unuer
the observation of the witness as a clerk
in the War Department. Mr. Randolph,
of course, testified, as the record dis-
closes, only from his own personal knowl-
edge of General Sherman's signature.

Judge Holt was twice married, first in
1837 to Miss Mary L. Harrison, who died
in 1WC. Four years later, in 1830, lie mar-
ried Miss Margaret AVickliffe, and was
again left a widower in. 1860, no children
having been born to him by either mar-
riage. The remaining thirty-fou- r years of
his life he spent alone, unattended by any
relative, his household consisting merely
of his domestic servants.

His father died prior to 1861, and his
mother in 1871. He had one sister and
three brothers. The sister, Elizabeth
Sterett, died In Isfci, leaving two children,
AVilliam G. Sterett and Margaret T. Bow-me- r.

His brother James died in 1S67,

childless. His brother Robert S. also
died in 18C7, leaving nine children, six of
whom, Lockie AV. Iglehart, Sarah Holt,
Robert S. Holt, John W. Holt, James
Holt, and Thomas Holt, survived Judge
Holt. Ills brother Thomas jlicd in 1876,
leaving one child, AVashington D. Holt.

These several nieces and nephews were
the caveators In the court below, and are
the defendants in error. In 1873, the year
of the will, these same persons were his
only next of kin, with the exception of
Washington D. Holt, whose father, as
above stated, did not die until three years
later, and two children of Robert S., who
died after that time and prior to 1891.

When the civil war broke upon the
country Joseph Holt espoused the Union
cause with both zeal and bitterness, while
his relatives allied themselves with the
Confederacy, several of them being In the
Confederate army.

It Is alleged that after AVashington
Holt got possession of the decedent's keys
from tho servants, he and Sterett pro-
ceeded to make search among his papers
for a will. In doing this they created
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mucji confusion and disorder among tho
papers, scattering them about. They and
the servant Strothers, by their direction,
burned a quantity of papers belonging to
the deceased some In a coal-scutt- In the
yard and others on the hearth in Judge
Holt's bedroom.

That thequantityof papersburned In this
way must have been considerable appears
from the fact that Strothers. a witness
for the caveators, stated "that they were
burned one chilly day to make a fire and
the fire was kept up with them." AVas-
hington Holt and Sterett did not confine
their search to the paper's in Judge Holt's
house, it appeared, but also had access to
and examined those in his safe deposit
box, and they claim that no will, except
the one of 1S4S, was found in any place.

The decision of the Supreme Court was
handed down by Justice Peckham yester-
day. The decision says: "The court be-

low erred in permitting witnesses to give
an opinion as to the genuineness of hand-
writing founded partly upon knowledge
and familiarity with the legnl attainments,
the style and composition of the individual
whose handwriting was in controversy
and as corroborative of their opinion from
knowledge of handwriting alone.

"There was no evidence that the testa-
tor cither himself performed or that he
authorized the acts mid it
is thought that no presumption that he-di-

eauaarise from the Wet that the will
was not found among his papers, and the
appearance of the will when received by
the register furnished no such presump-
tion.

"There being no presumption of revoca-
tion from the appearance of the paper,
and the onus being on those who ass-- rt

Its revocation, can the written or oral
declarations of the testator, made subse-
quently to the execution of the will, and
tending to show the existence of another
will JlOt otherwise proven. ur iuiuiuib iu

towaru the relatives of one of
the legatees, though not toward the lega-
tee herself, be admitted for the purpose of
asking the jury to infer either that the
testator himself mutilated and burned
with the intention to revoke the will or
directed the acts of mutilation and burn-
ing in order to accomplish such revoca-
tion.

"Here is simply the case of an inference
sought to be drawn that the testator did
the act and with the intent to revoke the
will because of his making certain dec-
larations as to a will, and also because he
had expressed friendly feelings toward
some of his relatives and feelings the re-

verse of friendly toward the father of cne
of the legatees.

"These declarations are regarded as no
more admissible for the purpose of infer-
ring a revocation than for the purpose of
inferring the forgery of the will. A re-

vocation must be shown by evidence of
an act of the deceased or under his direc-
tion which would be sufficient to show
the fact, or the instrument must have
been found among the papers of the de-

ceased mutilated and torn or otherwise
defaced, and under such circumstances
that the fact of revocation might be pre-
sumed."

IH MEMORY OF ME. BREWER.

I'liriniT Associate 1'ny Trilmti1 to
the Intc CoiiiniisNloiicr.

From 3:20 until 1 o'clock yesterday af-

ternoon memorial exercises in honor of
lions Mark S. Brewer, late Civil Service
Commissioner, were held in the board
room of tne commission. President John
It. Procter, of the Commission, presided.
The exercises were attended by all the
employes.

Remarks on the life, character, and pub-

lic services of the deceased commissioner
were made by

of Michigan, Col. J. B. Thompson,
and Hon. L. M. Saunders. At the close
of the remarks. Chief Examiner Serven
offered the following resolution, which
was adopted:

"The death of Commissioner Mark
Spencer Brewer occurred on Monday,
Mtrch 18, 1901, ho having served as a
member of this Commission since Janu-
ary 19, 1S0S. It is with a profound sense
of grief in the aMliction thus sustained
by the olllce that this record is entered
in its olllcial minutes.

"After admission to the legal profes-
sion in Michigan, he filled with excep-

tional honor to himself and those whom
he served many public positions of

and prominence, being suc-
cessively selected as Court Commissioner,
City Attorney, State Senator. Representa-
tive in Congress, and United States Con
sul General at Berlin, tnose wno Knew
him best thus repeatedly manifesting
their confidence in his marked ability and
integrity. -

"His work with this Commission was
characterized by tho same? sterling quali-
ties which had distinguished llm else-
where, conspicuous among which were his
inte-ns- zeal and devotion to duty, his per-

fect frankness, his absolute impartiality
In considering all questions that came be-

fore him, his unfailing courtesy, exhib-
ited in his desire to give consideration to
the views of those who differed with him,
and his loyalty and tenacity for what he
believed was right and just. His legally
trained mind" and sound, conservative
judgment were of tho greatest value to
his associates in the administration of the
civil service law and rules. His work as
a Civil Service Commissioner has been of
distinct practical benefit in advancing the
principles of the merit system.

"His rare personality, so full of kind-
liness and consideration for others, com-
pelled the esteem and affection of all as-
sociated with him. It is good for his fello-

w-men that he lived. All the members
Of the Commission's force feel a personal
less In his death, and 'extend to Mrs.
Brewer assurance of their most tender
sj tnpathy in her bereavement."
