importance of the matter was unduly
magnified and in all probability an
amicable settlement will be effected be-

fore the week is over.
As against this, the large purchase of

Government bonds by the Secretary of
the Treasury, announced at the close of
business yesterday, was a distinctly en-

couraging development. There were few
statements of railway traffic submitted,
and the money market ruled at about the
levels recently prevailing. The fact was
observed, however, that at the prevalent
rate for money on call there was an
abundant supply of funds offered.

London furnished a lower range of
prices for American stocks, but dealt
very moderately in this market, and on
balance was purchaser of about 25,000

shares. Sterling exchange was fairly
firm, with no appreciable change from
yesterday's quotations appearing.

At the opening ot business the market
