
ONE JUROR INCOMPETENT

Claim of Listoii D. Bass in His
Motion for a Xew Trial.

itntcs Thnt P. It. Hnllnm "Was In i

CoiMlltion to lU-tur- n AVnlicf
3Iiin In Question Ailiull lrrciioii.
wiMlitj Upheld ly it IMijuIcInn.

A novel question will be presented to
Justice Burnnrd when he Is called upon to
consider the grounds for a new trial and
arrest of judgment in the case of
D. Bass, who was recently convicted of
using the United States mail for unlaw-
ful purposes.

Paul R. Haltem. a member of the jury
which declared Bass to be guilty, in an
affidavit filed in support of the motion
for a. new trial states: "For the past nine
or ten years I have been an intense suf-
ferer from a badly deranged or disor
dered nervous system; snid condition at
times becoming most oppressive, so much
so that I have found myself absolutely
unlit and unable to discharge even duties
of small moment. 1 further state that
when so affected that I am not only unlit
to discharge the most ordinary duties,
but that I seem to lose my will power
and am not able to direct myself or gov-

ern myself as I would in a normal and
capable condition."

Speaking of the long and tedious trial
which resulted in the conviction of Bass,
Ilallam states: "It tended to bring on
one of the nervous attacks from which
I have so frequently suffered and when
the- - jury retired to make up its verdict
I was in a condition approaching a ner-
vous collapse. It was developed that my
own convictions in the case were at va-
riance with the rest of the panel and to
a certain extent criticisms of my views
in the, case were indulged in by some
mambars of J.he jury.

"Owing to my condition, I became ex-

cited and one of my nervous spells seis-
ed me. I lost control of myself and of
my will power, and was no longer capa-
ble of discharging my duty in the case
as. a. juror, of properly considering the
Issues involved, or of adhering to my
conscientiously formed convictions of the
case.

"Under the stress and agony of a ner-
vous spell, from which I was then suf-
fering, I yielded to the importunities of
the other members of the jury and sub-
mitted to a verdict of guilty. This- - spell
continued during the polling of the jury,
and it was not until late at night that
I recovered my normal condition and ap-
preciated what I had done."

Adelbert H. Lee, a physician who has
treated JIallam for nervousness, in an
affidavit states that Hallam often suffers
from extreme nervousness.

Charles B, Asquith. Assistant Superin-
tendent of the Prudential Fire Insurance
Company, in an affidavit states that ho
has been thrown in contact with Hallam
for the past three years and has had
ample opportunities to observe his tem-
perament and peculiarities. He states
that he has noticed Hallam suffering from
what scorned to be a highly accentuated
nervous condition, which would unfit him
for the discharge of his duties in con-
nection with his work. A casual observer,
he states, would not notice that Hallam
was at such times suffering from such
nervous spells.

When under the Influence of one of these
spells, Asquith states, Hallam Is abso-
lutely helpless so far as his will power
is concerned or required to control him
either in his action or judgment. As-
quith was at the courthouse, he states,
when the jury returned a verdict in the
Bass case and saw Kallam Immcdiateiv
aftervvard and remained with him until S

o doGk that night
He noticed, he states, that Hallam was

suffering from one of his nervous attacks
and" was wholly unlit to attend to the
bubinoss about 'which he went to see him.
Hallam continued in that condition for
such a Jrtng time, Asquith states, that Ituas impossible to transact any business
vtlth him that night.

leged that the Indictment upon whichPass was convicted Is defective ami thatthe verdict was contrary t tin ! ,w and

The day
following, it is said. Dell gave his new
acquaintance a check for $76 and shortly
afterward left the city. The check is said
to have proven worthless. A lookout was
then sent to various cities, resulting in
the arrest of the alleged fugitive.

Dell c'aims Ids home is at Richmond,
near London, Eng., and that he lias been
in tills county but a few months. He is
thlrty-fix-e years old.

IEWER TKOOPS NEEDED.

iA Reduction Onle-riMl In the Korce In
the 1'IiiIlppiiicK.

Secretary Root yesterday issued an or-
der which shows that the War Depart-
ment officially considers the insurrection
in the Philippines at an end and that no
more trouble is expected in the nrchipel-ag- o.

A cablegram was forwarded to Gen-

eral MneArthur at Manila ordering him
to reduce the force In the Philippines to
40.000 men.

The cablegram also directs that throe
regiments, one of infantry, one of artil-
lery, and one of cavalry, be sent to the
United States with the returning volun-
teer regiments. The regular infantry
regiments ordered home are the Four-
teenth, Eighteenth, and Twenty-thir- d.

The Fourth Regiment of Artillery, com-

prising four batteries, and the Fourth
Cavalry arc the other commands selected
to return.

Orders have been issued to the comman-
ders of the various recruiting stations and
military pohts throughout the country
that no more of the newly recruited regi-

ments are to be sent to the Philippines
except on occasions when regiments al-

ready there are permitted to return to the
United States because of two or more
years" service abroad. The new regiments
will be kept on garrison duty in this
country until called for.

Another important order contained in
the cablegram Is to the effect that Gen-
eral ilacArthur must stop the recruiting
of Filipinos, or other natives of the ar-
chipelago, and that those now in the ser-
vice be mustered out as soon as possible.

New York bintc Library Students
Visit l'ulilic BuildliiKM.

The delegation of students from the
New York State Library School, which
arrived in the city Wednesday, spent yes-

terday visiting the various libraries. The
headquarters of the delegation has been
established at the Richmond Hotel, where
Mrs. Salome Cutler Fairchild, Vice Di-

rectress of the school, and a number of
her pupils are stopping. Early yesterday
morning the party paid a visit to the Li-

brary of Congress,, Librarian Putnam
and his assistants showed them through
the great building, explaining the details
of the working departments and giving
a history of each of the paintings wliich
adorn the walls. The entire morning

in the Inspection, which was of
the most minute character.

From the Library the party proceeded
to the Department of Education, where
they were cordially-receive- by Commis-
sioner Harris and were shown through
the offices. The details of the work were
explained by Mr. Harris and his assist-
ants.

The next place visited was the public
documents library, which is under the
direction of F A. Craudall.

Today the party will visit the Surgeon
General's Office, the National Museum,
the Smithsonian Institute, and the Agri-

cultural Department, and. if time permits,
will also visit the Free Library of the
District, on New York Avenue.

Mrs. Fairchild is much interested in
the new Carnegie library being erected
on Mount Vernon Square, and will in-
spect the site of the building and have
the plans thoroughly explained. The
party will probably return to Albany Sat-
urday night.

CLOSED WITH A BANQUET.

End of the Session of the A. M E.
Financial Hoard.

The financial board . of the African
Methodist Episcopal Church was enter-
tained at a banquet last night at
the residence of Dr. P. A. Hubbard,
1535 Fourteenth, , Street northwest, as
a tilting conclusion of the long hours spent
in discussing the needs of the negro in the
Methodist Church.

During the session of the board yester-
day evening considerable routine business
was disposed of, and several
accounts were audited and ordered paia.
The meetings were presided over by Bish-
op Arnett, of Wilberforce nb- -
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groceries drug stors, and in fact
Lwe are going into any business that is

carried on by the white man, and our
people are buying from us. We are edu-
cating our boys and girls, holding up to
them higher and purer manhood and wo-

manhood. We teach "them that it is fit-
ness and character that must win for us
in the future. We are building in the negro
the highest moral character, wo are edu-
cating the heads, hearts, and hands of
our boys and girls. The negro of the
North who la Interested in the progress
of his race In this country can help them
by helping them to educate their boys and
girls, and this will do them more good
than a thousand race speeches. Work and
not talk is needed today."

Other addresses were made by prominent
colored men.

At yesterday morning's session the
executive committee reported: also
the auditing committee. Dr. P. A. Hub-
bard, the secretary, in his address before
the board, said that there were many
things to be accomplished by the negro
in the future and he must do it himself.
He said the Church would have to do more
work in the future than it had done in
the past, and in order to do this the mem-
bers throughout the country would have
to contribute more. He said that It
would require at least $125,000 ner an-
num to accomplish the work laid down
for them.

FUNERAL OF A. D. HOOVER.

Delegation From Three Orders At-
tend Hie Ser Iccm.

The funeral of Andrew D. Hoover, who
died at his home, 013 B Street northeast,
Monday evening at 5 o'clock, was held
yesterday afternoon. The service was
read at the family residence by the Rev.
S. M. Hartsock. Delegations from the
Grand Army of the Republic, the Knights
of Tythias, and the Independent Order
of United American Mechanics were pres-
ent, as were many friends of the de-

ceased.
Following the ceremonies at the house,

the remains were conveyed to the Con-
gressional Cemetery for interment. Here
the casket was carried to the grave by
the pallbearers, E. H. Ilolbrook and H.
V. Cotton, of the G. A. R.; J. II. Mitchell,
D. F. Brown, and C. M. McCarthy, of
the Knights of Pythias, and W. B. King
and Jonathan Klock, of the Order of
United American Mechanics. The burial
services of the three orders were read.

Mr. Hoover would have been ninety-eig-

years old June 26. He wa.s born in
Geoigetown in 1S08. His father, a native
of Germany, settled in this city about the
time of the removal of the Capital to the
District of Columbia. Hoover, sr.f was a
butcher, and his son Andrew followed the
business nearly all his life. The deceas-
ed, who was one of the oldest Inhabitants,
was twice married. His second wife was
Mrs. Mary C. Moscley, of this city.
He served in the ranks of the District
Volunteers at the breaking out of the
civil war, and was a member of Kit Car-
son Post. Department of the Potomac, G.
A. It. He also served in tho volunteer
lire department of the District, of which
he was a veteran member. He was promi-
nent as a member of the Independent Or-
der of American Mechanics and of the
Knights at Pythias.

Mr. Hoover Is survived by a daughter,
Miss Sarah E. Hoover, and a son, Benja-
min Hoover, and the following stepchil-
dren . Mrs. John T. Rabbltt and Mrs.
Virginia linger, of tills city, and Johu F.
Moseley and George W. Moseley, of New
York.

B. II. "Warner Advocates the Intro-
duction of Manufactories.

Outlines n Project In an Address Be-

fore the HiiHliiesH Mcn'x A4HocIn-(io- n

Advantages to Be Obtained
His Idea Unanimously Endorsed.

A meeting of the Business Men's Asso-
ciation, held last night at Elks' Hall, was
addressed by B. II. Warner on the subject
of manufactures in the District of Co-

lumbia. In the absence of the president,
the meeting was presided over by the

ice President. V. Baldwin Johnston.
Following Mr. "Warner's address a gen-

eral discussion of the subject presented
by him was held, and on motion the ques-

tion of inducing manufacturers to locate
in the National Capital was referred to
the Committee on Manufactures of the
association. Mr. Warner said in part:

"Gentlemen of the Business Association:
Washington stands alone in its position as
the Capital City of the Republic. It Is
prominent In the eyes of every patriotic
American citizen and dear to his heart.

"Among our citizens and residents are
a large number of men and women whose
educational qualifications and attainments
are far above the average. The depart-
ments of the Government require a high
grade of employes to intelligently deal
with the Important work upon which they
are engaged In many Instances ability of
exceptional character. The amount of
compensation they receive Is no measure
of their capacity, and is far less than the
rewards attained In the commercial world
by those of less calibre and merit.

"There Is, however, always a very con-
siderable percentage of our people who
need employment and who cannot find it
in Washington under present conditions.
In no city of equal size throughout this
country are the industrial opportunities
so limited. Nor Is there any city where
development once started along industrial
lines would be" more rapid.

"We start out In this century without
manufactures to any considerable extent,
and we have the objections named stand-
ing in our way as wc seek to obtain them.
1 am aware that the Government's sta-
tistics, just furnished by the Census Of-

fice, gives us quite a prominent position
as a manufacturing city. This, however,
is made up of tho gathering together of
the earnings of a number of lines of busi-
ness, which are incident to every city,
in fact, which are largely necessary' for
the necessities of those whq dwell there-
in. Most of these business houses are
so small that even to the casual observer
they would not be looked upon as manu-
facturing establishments of any magni-
tude.

"In any event, no matter what the sta-
tistics are, every citizen of the District
of Columbia knows that the shipments
from our railway stations and wharves
indicate no large manufactures here;
there are no extensive transfers of goods
to other markets; nor Is there any local
distribution of manufactured articles
worth considering, except those used in
building, or the needs of daily life. We
are practically without manufacturing In-

terests. We may take this for granted.
"Do you want to change this situation?

This is" the Important question. If so,
what can be done to accomplish this re-

sult? Let me remark" that I do not wish
to be among those who would for one
moment detract from the position of
Washington as a capital city for the
transaction of national business, the high
character or grade of the larger percent-
age of its population, or from its beauty
as a place of residence. I da desire to
walk with those who seek to advance
the public good, to improve present con-
ditions.

"It is not a benefit to a "V y i m cc-it-s
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i ax--- j --i.ia and daughters to

Uicmselves from our homes and
-- ceK their living elsewhere.

"Human nature is about the same
everywhere. Men need Inspiration and in-

centive to arouse their best efforts, either
for their own development or that of the
locality la which they dwell. Labor and
capital look for reward and compensa-
tion or they do not wish to engage ear-
nestly in the strife of life. Elegant and
costly buildings do not make business, ex-
cept so far as their inmates buy luxuries
and necessities Look over our city and
see how many fine residences or places
of business have followed the erection
of even magnificent Government build-
ings, unless there was some other cause
for their location.

"One successful industrial enterprise
leads to another. There is nothing so
profitable as manufacturing. Make one
perfect article by machinery and you can
make an unlimited number. The ratio of
profit Increases with the quantity pro-
duced. "Washington would be a favorite
market from which a multitude of people
would buy their goods because it is the
National Capital.

"Business makes thousands of men
great. Government offices very few. The
brain seems to expand most rapidly as
it is used in devising schemes and en-
terprises.

"Andrew Carnegie helped make the iron
and steel business. It responded to his

touch and made him great. Ills
fortune made It possible for him to outdo
ills State In benefactions and rival the
General Government in the extent of his
plans for the Improvement of his fellow-me- n.

"The Rockefellers have developed mag-
nificent talent because they applied them-
selves to tho production and Improvement
of coal oil, as well as many business pur-
suits. Their generosity and public spirit
have grown with their means. They can
now found churches and colleges with
which to bless their fellow-me-

"J. Plerpont Morgan's business experi-
ence widened his thought and desires un-
til today he la the leading financier of
tho globe, with a reputation far higher
than the old house of the Rothschilds.

"Jacob Tome, our Maryland neighbor,
built up a great fortune in the lumber
business and when he passed ajvay, left
the larger part of It for tho establish-
ment of a school that shall help educate
men and women for all time to come for
useful lives.

"I might cite the careers of Jiosts of
men like Peabody, Montehore, Stephen
Glrard, Peter Cooper, Slater, and Fayer-w-the- r.

1 can visit almost every com-
munity of any size In our land and point
you to some important lasting ana per-
manent improvement made by men suc-
cessful in business We want such men.
Corcoran and Shepherd have given this
city lasting monuments to business thrift.
To secure more citizens of this character
we must have more business. Le us help
to make it.

"Tho manufactory employ..ind brings
people who buy not only aiistores but
expend their money for all luxuries and
necessities of life. The circulation of
money brings thrift and happiness. Con-
ditions in and around Washington are
favorable to manufactories and are grow-
ing more so every day.

"The vast water power of the Potomac,
both above and below our city, is being
harnessed by a corporation who will soon
give us electricity to the extent of from
50 to 100.000 horse power. AVe have im-
portant lines of railway and shipping to
convey any goods we may produce to dif-
ferent sections of the Union at competing
rates, and as business grows it will take
care of itself and if rates are not low
enough it will resent unjust and partial
treatment and provide more means of car-
rying its product to the outside world.

"Let there be and direct
work to secure Industries here. We need
not aim for the largest establishment, but
let us make some small beginning and at
least retain enterprises here which will
give opportunities for our young men and
work for the unemployed.

"We have allowet' the sewing machine,
the graphophone. the gramaphone, thetypewriting machine, and many other Im-
portant inventions to be manufactured
elsewhere aftfr having their birth, here.

"The fact that not many men have
made fortunes out of manufacturing in
Washington is, perhaps, the reason why
so few arc anxious and willing to Invest
In such enterprises. I liave no special

"If this association can. through any
committee, select "some enterprise, such
as the shoe factor' which is successful
in our neighboring cHJcs of Baltimore,
Alexandria, and Fredericksburg the mak-
ing of shirts, rcady-mlid- e clothing, col-
lars, cuffs, laces, souvenirs, novelties of
various kinds, or a thousand and one
other things, and secure contributions
enough to start antf'conduct it In a proper
way, they will take, a Iqok step forward in
this new cntury, and help carry Into
execution one of the pTans of the Father
of His Country, nnd thiJ founder of this
city, expressed and advocated when this
Capital City was located."

At the conclusion of Mr. AVarner's ad-
dress a vote of thanks "was extended him
bv the association on the motion of Col.
O. G: Staples.

In the general discussion which follow-
ed. Dr. R. Rcyburn. Conrad II. Symc, R.
P.. Andrews. Capt. J. P. AValker, William
Hahn, and E. A. Poe, and others partici-
pated. The project of inducing manu-
facturers to locate in AVashington was
unanimously accepted.

Dr. Rcyburn suggested that an unfor-
tunate condition militating against the
establishment of manufactures here was
found in the ability of the municipal
government to impose regulations which
might be obnoxious or an Impediment to
the business of such concerns.

Mr. Andrews gave statistics indicating
the discrimination in freight rates against
AVashlngton as compared to nearby cities.
Mr. Poc recommended that the associa-
tion, with the Board of
Trade, effect Congressional action in the
interest of local manufacturing; He con-
ceived that Government consideration to
the project would, be an advertisement of
the purposes jof the District of Columbia
which could not be secured by a great ex-
penditure of money.

It was announced that the association
would hold its annual excursion about the
l3t of June, and that Chesapeake Beach
had been chosen by the committee incharge as the objective point.

Unidentified Mnn Killed by a Train
nt Grafton, W. Vn.

The search for D. P. Hurley, freight
agent of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road at Alexandria, Ara., has extended to
this city. Last night a brother of tho
missing man called at headquarters and
saw Inspector Boardman. He gave the
latter a description of his brother and at
his request Inspector Boardman tele-
graphed to Grafton, AV. Ara., to obtain
particulars of the death there of an un-
identified man by falling from a moving
train.

Mr. Hurley thought the victim might
possibly be his brother, because the de-

scription reported from Grafton is said
to tally with that of the missing agent.
No reply to the despatch had been re-
ceived at a late hour.It Is said that D. P. Hurley lias been
missing since Thursday from his home,
209 South Washington Street, Alexandria.
His disappearance Is mysterious, because
there is said to be no apparent reason for
It. A wife and family in Alexandria are
anxiously awaiting tidings of the missing
husband.

Friends fear Hurley may have met with
an accident and all hospitals, both in
Alexandria and this city, will be searched
for him. He Is about thirty years of age,
of medium height, and has dark hair.

JUDGE COLE'S SUCCESSOE

The President Expected to Jiame
District Attorney Anderson.

A I'erHoiin.1 Friend of Mr. Melvln-l- ej

Ills SuvcexH In. Office Ashley
31. Gould AVIII Probably Succeed
Hlin A lloom for II. F. LeiKhton.

It is stated on high authority that the
President has decided to appoint Thomas
H. Anderson, the present District Attor-
ney, to the vacancy in the Supreme Court
of the District of Columbia, caused by
the resignation of Associate Justice Cole.
The elevation of General Anderson to the
bench will undoubtedly be followed by
tho nomination of .Ashley M. Gould to
be United States District Attorney In his
stead. Mr. Gould is now Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney.

It is expected that the official announce-
ment of these nominations will be made
within a few days. Justice Cole will re-

tire Monday, and it is anticipated that his
successor will qualify shortly thereafter.

There is still being made an effort to
secure the appointment of B. F. Leigh-to- n

as justice. Mr. Lelghton was a can-

didate for the office at the time Justice
Barnard was appointed, a, year and a half
ago. Tho President Is said to have decid-
ed to name General Anderson, however,
and in consequence the friends of Mr.
Gould are confident that he will be the
next District Attorney.

General Anderson is a native of Bel-
mont County, Ohio, and has long been a
warm personal friend of tho President.
He has always been a hard worker in the
ranks of the Republican party and in
each campaign has taken an active part
on the stump. The President holds him
in lofty regard, personally, and has a
high opinion of his legal ability.

AVhen the term of Henry E. Davis as
District Attorney expired General Ander-
son was selected as his successor out of
a long lfst of applicants for the honor.
He has been remarkably successful In the
prosecution of a large number of Impor-
tant criminal cases during his Incumbency
of office, and lias won the respect and es-

teem of the bench and bar. AVhen he was
made District Attorney it was predicted
that he would be elevated to the bench
when the next vacancy should occur, but
It was not then anticipated that Justice
Cole would resign. It was thought possi-
ble that Chief Justice Bingham, who Is
eligible for retirement, would soon leave
the bench and that General Anderson
would then be appointed, as both are
Ohio men.

General Anderson was a practicing at-
torney at Cambridge, Ohio, when Presi-
dent Harrison appointed him in Septem-
ber, 1SS9, to be Consul General and Minis-
ter Resident to Bolivia. His rank was
shortly thereafter raised to that of Envoy
Extraordinary and Minister Plenipoten
tiary. He resigned in January, 1S03, and
immediately thereafter settled in AVash-ingto- n

and began the practice of his pro-
fession. He was appointed District At-
torney in October, 1S99.

Mr. Gould, as one of the younger mem-
bers of the bar, has won an enviable repu-
tation, and he has the endorsement of a
large number of the leading members of
the bar. A 'petition in his behalf, signed
by more than one hundred leading attor-
neys, was presented to the President yes-
terday, and his appointment as District
Attorney is regarded as practically as-
sured.

Although Mr. Gould resides In Takoma
Park, and has been a member of the
Maryland Legislature, his interests are
all in Washington so that his nomination
would be regarded practically as a local
appointment. His experience in the Dis-
trict Attorney's Office is said to have es-

pecially fitted him for the place, and in
fact it Is stated that he virtually has the
field to himself.

Two separate meetings of members of
the District bar were held yesterday aft-
ernoon to consider the advisability of rec-
ommending some one for the vacancy
caused by the resignation of Justice Cole,
The younger members, numbering nearly
one hundred, met at the office of Percy
M. Brown and decided to endorse Benja-
min F. Leighton for the position. Sever-
al of the older members met at the office
of Worthington, Heald & Fralley. In the
Columbian Building, to consider the mat-
ter, but it was stated after the meeting
that it was determined not to recommendanyone for the vacancy.

What other action, if any, was taken,
was not learned, as it was said by one of
the attorneys who was present that it was
agreed not to make public what line of
action the conferees agreed upon in ref-
erence to the selection of a successor to
Justice Cole.

Corcoran Thorn presided at the meet-
ing of the younger members of the bar,
with Percy 31. Brown as secretary. Mr.
Thorn explained the purpose of the meet-
ing, saying that It is the wish of a great
number ot the members of the District
bar that the vacancy caused by the res-
ignation of Justice Cole should be filled
by the appointment of a practitioner at
the District bar, who is a resident of the
District.

George F. AVilliams made a motion that
the meeting endorse Benjamin F. Leigh-to- n

for the vacant justiceship. In sup-
port of the motion. Mr. AVilliams spoke
in the highest terms of Mr. Lelghton for
the position. The motion was seconded
by A. E. L. Leckie and Wilton J. Lam-
bert. An amendment was offered by
Charles A. Douglass to tho effect that a
committee of ten members of the bar be
named by the chairman to press Mr.
Leighton's claims for the office The mo-
tion as amended was unanimously en-
dorsed.

A motion providing for the appointment
of a committee to wait upon the Presi-
dent and urge Mr. Leighton's appoint-
ment to the vacant justiceship way also
endorsed. Mr. Thorn will announce the
names of the members of the two com-
mittees this morning.

A Snowstorm In Clilvnw.
CHICAGO, April 18. A heavy snowstorm

struck Chicago early this morning for a
few hours. The flakes were large, but
melted as fast as they touched the pave-
ments. In the suburbs, however, the
ground was covered with white. The
storm was caused by a sudden fall in tho
temperature after a showery night.
