
STOCKADYANCES CONTINUE

The Market Develops an Amazing

Buying Power.

Bnrliiiirton nnd Northern rnclfle Suf-

fer Tlironicli "Want of Information
as to the Deal Striking UKe.s

Apiicnr In the Ilallvinj- - Quarter.

XEW YORK. April 18. After stating
the fact that the general stock market
continued to advance today, very little
that ivrs new could be told in connection
with the dealings. The most important
news of the morning was. of course, that
rfsiecting the improving conditions in
the threatened labor troubles at Pitts-
burg.

The London market for American
stocks was, as a rule, quoted at prices
btlew those of the final dealings In the
London market yesterday, and the deal-
ings here for foreign account were over-
shadowed by the magnitude of the local
trading. Scant attention appeared to be
paid to the statements of railway traffic
submitted today, although most of them
were very gratifying showings.

There was again an abundant supply
cf money on call at the average THtes pre-
vailing throughout the week, with an
increased disposition evident on the part
of the lenders to put out their funds on
time. Slight change appeared in the deal-
ings in foreign exchange. Under these
gtneral circumstances, the market open-
ed with a somewhat irregular tendency,
but boon developed general and aggres-
sive strength.

The public was again without definite
Information respecting the Burlington and
Qulncy-Xorthe- rn Pacific arrangement,
apart from that furnished in the some-
what negative statements published in the
newspapers. At the same time. It seems
to be a fact that the transaction in ques-
tion has virtually been concluded and that
official announcement is withheld pend-
ing only the settlement of a few details
of small significance.

It was again the case that the trading
In general varies but little from the con-
ditions which have become familiar to all
observers of the market In the last few
months. The professional ele-
ment decried and contested the advance;
the general tenor of the advice of commis-
sion houses was toward extreme caution,
notwithstanding which facts a buying
power almost amazing in extent was evi-uc-

at the close.
In some cases the continued liquida-

tion of small speculative pools was re-
flected in further declines, but. broadly
considered, the market could be described
onlj as ,,.,.. noteworthy chapter in the !

movement. The usual number of rumors j
ot one sort or another, bearing on par-- j

ticular stocKs. were acrain mirront hut
seemingly the advances appearing, while,
Oi course, intiuenced in part by manipu-
lation, were owing to a renewal of the
genuine absorptive and investment de-
mand which has been evident m the
market for so long a period.

There remain only to Le cited some of
the more pionounced movements of theday. In the railway list the most striking
auane.--s were in the Atchison shares, SuPaul, Missouri, Kansas and Texas, St.
Louis and Southwestern preferred, theSouthern Railway issues, and Union Pa-
citlc.

Nothing new appeared in the discussionending these several movements, it is
commonly expected that Atchison com-
mon will be placed upon a 4 per cent dividen-

d-paying basis at the next dividend
declaration period, and at all events thecurrent speculation in the stock is basedupon that notion. The advances in Mis-
souri, Kansas and Texas and St. Louisand Southwestern were likewise to be

only by the general acceptance of
the idea of the general amalgamation of
the roads in the Southwestern States.

As regarded St. Paul, few opinions
seem to be more commonly entertained
than that the quotations for the stockare altogether too low, or, that is to say,
out of relation to the prices obtaining
for the other Granger securities. Con-
siderations of present merits and pros-
pects only could be cited in connection
with the aggressive strength of the
Southern Railway issues and Union Pa-
cific.

Both Burlington and Union Pacific suf-
fered comparatively through the absence
of official statements regarding tlie ar-
rangement between those two properties.

In other quarters of the market ma-
terial advances were shown throughout
the local traction group, where the con-
spicuous feature was Metropolitan Street
Railway. Among the specialties Colorado
Fuel and Iron scored a further sharp ad-
vance on purchases apparently designed
to obtain control of the property, while
Tennessee Coal and Iron and People's
Gas wore also extremely strong. The
copper stocks again liuctuated exten-
sively and erratically.

The strongest features of the industrial
quarter were American Smelting and
United States Steel Corporation stocks,
the latter naturally responding to the en-
couraging news from Pittsburg.

Soon after the opening of the market
yesterday the statement was made, on
alleged authority, that there is to be no
Ftrike of the employee of the United
States Steel Corporation, The news, gen-
erally regarded a trustworthy, acted as
a fillip to the market and during the lirst
hour there were sharp advances in many
securities, after a little hesitation at the
opening Later the market held Its own,
but made no further gains Steel com-
mon advanced more than a point, to 471,
nnd the preferred, although Irss bj"i ant,
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did more than hold its own. In the rail-
way list the gains were even larger in
many securities and these, too, should
be regarded as due to the better labor
news, for the most part at least. The
foar of a strike against the new billion
dollar corporation has hung very heavily
over the market. Of other news there
was little. London sold American securi-
ties and, with the exception of the Eris,
the London prices were off. The Bank
of ISngland discount rate remains at 4

per cent. Money was easier yesterday,
as it was on Wednesday. Definite olll-ci- al

announcement of any phase of the
"Burlington deal" is withheld from day
to day, although day after day it is prom-
ised by the wiseacres. Careful people
continue to assert that whatever the an-
nouncement may be, when made, it can-
not allow Burlington to be worth its pres-
ent prices, intrinsically. The supposed
completion of the deal is causing much
comment as to the retaliatory measures
that may be adopted by other large inter-eel- s

in the West, the St. Paul and the
Northwest among them.

Opinions regarding the market are nat-
urally much at variance. There are many
confident people advising the purchase of
stocks all over the list for much further
gains, and others talk ofa crash being
imminent. It is probable, however, that
neither of these extreme opinions is near
the truth. Many stocks are too high,
measured by any standard of actual val-
ues, and in the end these securities are
sure to get back to their proper level. Jn
the reaction they are even likely to go
below their legitimate level. Other se-

curities may have a further advance.
The people that have been manipulating
the lecent market are not likely to al-
low any violent break if they can pre-
vent it.

Tlie latest statement regarding the
terms of the Burlington purchase is that
the stockholders of the company will be
given $200 in per cent bonds for each
share of stock. This is a slightly better
deal than $220 or even $225 in 3 per cent
bonds. Inconceivable as it may seem, It
is stated that the Burlington controlling
interests refused the offer of ?220 in 3M: per
cent bonds. As has been pointed out in this
column hexetofore, the Burlington com-
pany has not. at any time in its history,
earned enougli to pay the interest ou this
bond issue. Burlington stock was some-
what reactionary yesterday, it failing to
advance with other railway issues.

It is stated in authoritative quarters
that the controlling Interests in the Chi-
cago and Northwestern Railway are con-
sidering plans for counteracting the effect
of the Burlington deal. An extension to
the Pacific Coast has been much dis-
cussed. It is said. A rumor along the
same line is that the St. Paul people have
similar ambitions not to be outdone by
the Northern Pacillc-Gre- Northern-Burlingto- n

consolidation. They, too, are
said to be figuring on a line to the Coast.
It seems likely that some plan for Joining
forces may be adopted by these two sys-
tems. Perhaps the Union Pacific may be
acquired by them or an alliance may be
made with it which will prevent the
necessity of new construction. The North-
west is a Vanderbilt property, and the St.
Paul Is regarded as a Rockefeller system.
The Union Pacitlc Is In friendly relation
with the Vanderbilts. but it is regarded
generally as a sys- -
tern A union of these three systems
wmild bo m,htv mlP. A bo0m in
Union Pacific yesterday was attributed
by some to the possibility of an alliance
of this kind. The stock advanced two
points in a few minutes to about 96.
Rumors of an increase in the dividend
on the stock also had some effect. St.
Paul was strong.

The Atchison securities were very strong
after the opening quotations. The com-
mon advanced to above KF. Tips were in
the street that It will soon sell at $0. The
reason for the bullish feeling regarding
the stock Is undoubtedly to be found in
the rumors that the Pennsylvania people
are buying the stock heavily with the in-
tention of securing control. Pennsylvania
was also strong. The Pennsylvania sys-
tem, if it buys the Atchison, will be In a
position to compete in the AVest with thegreat combinations. The rumor Is not Im-
probable.

The Gould securities were again strong,
Missouri Pacific and Missouri, Kansas and
Texas being the features. The street is
looking for a Gould deal this week, or
early next, and is telling of much higher
prices to be expected in Missouri Pacific.

J. Overton Paine, the New York stockbroker that turned a small beginning Intotwo million dollars in a few months, ayear or two ago, and that has made him-
self pretty well known all over the"HTastas an interesting and picturesque writeron the market, was in the city yesterdaymaking arrangements for a branch office
here. He will open at 1331 F Street In a
few days with M. D. Jacobs, of this citv,as his manager.

The Southern Railway securities werboth buoyant yesterdav, the preferred es-
pecially getting as high as 83 and closingpractically at the top. The recent heavybuying of the stocks in Londan hascaused many careful market people tolook for an advance In them as a resultof Mr. Morgan's work on the other side.Both are selling at relatively low pricescompared with much of the remainder ofthe market.

The tractions were taken up again yes-
terday. The tips to buy these stocks havebeen persistent. There Is no known rea-f- P.

for Vneir advance except the manipu-
lation of insiders on the strength of thegeneral market. Metropolitan at onetime reached 175 and it closed with agood net gain. Manhattan and Brooklyn
had smaller gains.

Lnited States Steel common advancedto 47 and the preferred advanced to94. Both closed near the top prices forthe day. It is suggested that Mr. Morganmay have cabled his lieutenants that astrike must ba avoided at all hazards andthat the result of this cablegram proba-
bly was the much more conciliatory atti-
tude of the magnates yesterday. Thechances of a strike, according "to theviews of the magnates, are very small ifthey are not nil. The steel securities areconsidered by many to be among the beston the list at the present level of themarket. They are not high compared
with earnings, or with the dividends thathave been promised by the insiders totheir friends. On the contrary, they arefairly cheap. In such a market as this,with prices away above actual values, se-
curities that will pay from C to 10 per
cent on the investment must be consid-
ered an excellent speculation.

Colorado Fuel and Iron and Tennessee
Coal and Iron were both buoyant early
yesterday, but later both sold off some-
what. They closed with good net gains,
however. The Colorado stock went ashigh as 03 and closed at Dl. Both of thesesecurities are being manipulated. Theyare regarded by many as on the gold
brick order.

Sugar had a. break from 150 to 147
and it closed at the bottom. The stock
had little or no support apparently. No
news that would account for its weak-
ness was heard.
