Mr. Gatley questioned Gardner as to
whether Oliver A. Gardner waa his right
name, and the witness stated that his
name was Orin Addison Gardner, but
that he had changed the first name to
.Oliver, as hHked it better. While being
questioned concerning the changing of
hiw name Gardner fainted.

He was partially revived and then help-
ed from the room In order that he mighthae quiet and rest and fully recover. He
informed the judge that he had had noth-
ing to eat since morning, and requested
that something be procured for him,
which was done.

Detective K. It Mulier was then placed
upon the stand, aod related the particu-
lars of radarr arrest. He said that when
the prisoner was taken into custody, he
had ? canceled and signed car tickets
In his lunch basket. The accused inform-
ed the witness that he was taking them
home for the children to play with.
Cadarr afterward told witness that he
had said tickets to Parker and Gardner.
The witness bad a conversation with
Parker whrn Mr. Harries was not pres-
ent. In the presence of Detective Uoyd,
at the Sixth precinct station, Parker ac-
knowledge having bought tickets from
Cadarr. Mfrra said, the witness testi-
fied, that he had bought two hundred can-
celed tickets from Parker for $2.60. Some
of them were pretty badly damaged and
could not be uwd again. He corroborated
the testimony of Harries to the effect
that in th-i- r presence Keating had ac-
knowledged having bought sixty-seve- n

tickets from Parker for f.At thflB boint Gardner returned to the
stand. Attorney Gatley resumed his ex-
amination and questioned him closely as
to bis past record and what had brought
him to Washington. The witness stated
he had never been convicted of any crime.
In July of last year he secured emltloy-me-

as conductor with the Metropolian
Railroad and had held that position ever
since.

Lieutenant Daley, of the Ninth precinct,
was sworn and identified the property
which was found in the possession of
Parker at the time of his arrest. lie was
followal by Detective Cat I Flather. who
related a conversation he had with Mey-
ers at the Georgetown police station after
le had been placed under arrest.

An effort was made to have Introduced
in evidence the full stenographic
of the conversations with the defendants
at the stationaouses, but such evidwe
was not admitted. The usual motions to
dismiss the defendants were made and
overruled and aft'r short arguments

counsel the case was closed arid
Judge Scott held the defendants for the
action of the grand jury, as previously
stated.
