The Ringling Brothers did not have the

only circus here this afternoon. At the
baseball park, next door to the tented
exhibition, Johnny McGraw and his com-

panion Orioles had a regular circus with
Pitcher "Win Mercer, of the Washington
baseball team, and for an entire inning
there was more doing than in the three
rings and two elevated stages of the Bing-Hn- g

performance. That one inning-th- e
first was much in the nature of a hard
luck story for Washington, for every ball
the Baltimore men hit seemed to take a
fiendish delight in scampering away out
of reach of any of the Senatorial fielders.
Mercer was not a bit discouraged after
the cannonading had ceased, for in the
succeeding inning he settled down to
work and from that time on pitched mas-
terly ball.

Eliminate the fatal first and you would
have by all odds one of the very best
games of ball that has ever been played
in Baltimore or any other city. For eight
innings the men went up to the bat brisk-
ly and hopefully and were retired with
great regularity and quickness, with the
result that the game was played in less
than an hour to be exact, fifty-si- x min-
utes. After the initial try on the part
of the home players they were unable
to do anything with Mercer, while the
visiting pitcher received admirable sup-
port, especially from Coughlin and Quinn.
