Reports from General MacArlhur
show that Aguinaldo is now permitted a
large amount of liberty but until civil
government is inaugurated it is not
probable that he will be allowed to
have perfect freedom

Aguinaldos explanation for wanting
to visit the United States is that lie
would like to study American institu-
tions

and the English language with a
view to benefiting his country on his
return He desires to take up the study
of economic and political questions in
the United States and asjted General
MacArthur for suggestions as to the
best time to come
