of visitors to the Capital in July Mr
McKInley has earned the gratitude of
his political henchmen in relieving them
of this extra duty

The American people have not yet
recovered from their astonishment at
the Brown decisions and are not even
now ready to say what they think of
them or of the institutional Changes
they Involve

Whether the Immediately future gov-

ment

based on the Spooner amendment
does not signify It is plain that
the Administration has received a court
fiat to do as it adjectively pleases with
the colonies and there is no appeal
The Constitution has been divorced
from the flag not only a menso et
thoro but a vinculo matrimonii and
that settles the matter for the present
The United States is not a term com
prising States and Territories as Chief
Justice Marshall held but is an oli-

garchy
¬

of States holding Territories in
subjection and without rights save such
as the legislative body representing the
States may be pleased to extend as a
matter of grace In the absence of
Congress the President is Supreme Dic-

tator
¬

and Emperor of the Colonies and
the Territories This is a fact which
needs to be kept well In mind and may
account for many things which we are
about to see which would be inconsis-
tent

¬

with the Constitution of the fath-
ers

¬

but entirely consistent with the
new Constitution enacted by the dicta
of Brown

Whatever objections we may have to
the Brown Constitution It must be said
for it that it removes the last obstacle
to the annexation of Cuba Under the
late Constitution the acquisition of that
island would have entitled it to un-

restricted
¬

domestic free trade with
other parts of the United States We
can only contemplate with horror the
anguish such a thing would cause to
the Sugar and Tobacco Trusts But
now that Mr Justice Brown has de-
cided

that the President and Congress
have plenary power to ignore the pro-
hibition

of the old Constitution and to
impose export and import taxes upon
the products of Alaska Arizona and
the District of Columbia the case is
very different The trusts would like
to see Cuba American for purposes of
exploitation and loot They are happy
to think that such an aspiration can be
realized while still treating Cuba as
foreign ground for purposes of tariff
oppression So unless our island friends- -

acquire a propulsion they will find
themselves subjects of the great Ite
ptiMte next winter or we are greatly
mistaken

is nothing that we can see in the Con
stitution rs amended by Mr Justice
Brown to prevent an executive declar-
ation

that the Territories whether in ¬

sular or continental are Crown Col-
onies

Under such a theory of gov-
ernment

it would be easier than it now
is to turn over the undeveloped re-
sources

of Arizona New Mexico and
Alaska to friendly monopolies The
figment of home rule which has existed
in them heretofore might easily be
banished and the areas they include
transferred to the control of our best
business interests or in the case of
Alaska ceded to Great Britain It is
a great imperial expansion with which
we are In contact

The Evacuation of China
Yesterdays news from the Celestial

Empire conveys the impression that
the evacuation of Pekin and of the
country by the allied troops may not
be as timely as might be wished We
ail know that the Powers without ex¬

ception are sick of the business and
glad to get out but they liave responsi ¬

bilities as well as feelings and it may
be said that their representatives have
not prepared the way for a general
withdrawal as well as they might

For example it seems that the ques-
tion

¬

as to whether the Empress Dow-
ager

¬

or Kwang Hsu Is in dominant
power has not been settled by the en-
voys

¬

which is a sad mistake Iicent
ly a decree granting jfriclal honors to
several mandarins was Issued over the

signature of the Empress Dowager
and this would naturally lead us to be-

lieve
¬

that the enthroned murderess
who should be taken and hanged for
her fiendish design against the lega-
tions

¬

and their inmates last year will
return to the capital after the troops
leave in complete possession of her old
and villainous power

The effect of such a thing upon Chi-

nese
¬

opinion will be bad It will be
represented to Chinamen throughout
the Empire that upon hearing that the
ever victorious Tsi Ifsi was about to
return to Pekin the foreign devils at
once took to their heels and ran In
any event it would have bcn better
for the allied forces to remain until
an agreement with the Court could be
effected for its return to the capital
Such an arrangement was feasible
enough but the Ministers seem not to
have realized the Importance of the
stop and the bulk of the civilized

I forces including the German interna
tional commander-in-chie- f are getting
out of China as fast as possible When
they arc all gone but the small legation
guards and the Empiess Dowager is
back in her old haunts it would not
surprise us to see a great deal of dis-
order

¬

rapine and riot in the city The
Chinese themselves fear this and the
conbequences which might arise from
it No one can blame them

Cuba
Today it is expected that the Cuban

Constitutional Convention will meet to
receive the message which Governor
General Wood has been instructed to
convey to them What its purport ts
the people of this country already
know although of course the text has
not been published When it has been
laid bofore the body there will be but
one of two things to do The conven
tion must either accept or reject the
Piatt terms without further ado If
the delegates accept there is an end
of the matter and within a year Cuba
will be an autonomous State with local
independence under American suzerain-
ty

If they reject they will simply
incite a continuance of military occu-
pation

¬

with the prospect of annexation
next winter We shall watch their ac-

tion

with interest
As far as It is possible to judge of

Cuban sentiment from correspondence
and the tone of the Havana press ft

annoying to the Government and people
of the United States

How About Citizenship
The confusion engendered by the

mixed decisions and contrariety of
judicial reasoning in the various in-

sular
¬

cases recently acted upon by the
Supreme Court is by no means con-

fined
¬

to the question of revenue laws
but extends to many other matters as
welL Prominent among these is the
status of the people living inJLhe Ter-
ritories

¬

Are they citizens of the United
States If so why are they andIf
Congress is free from all constitutional
restraint in the Territories what as-

surance
¬

have the people living therein
of my permanent status whatever
Without a most careful and labored
study of the various opinions it would
be presumptuous in anyone to venture
a positive expression upon these sub-
jects

¬

and it is doubtful if any amount
of study of the opinions would justify
such an expression

The majority opinion in the de Lima
case presents no difficulty whatever
when considered alone for It holds
broadly and clearly that Porto Rico Is
American territory which of necessity
makes its permanent Inhabitants citi-
zens

¬

of the United States But in al-

most
¬

the same breath Justice Brown
reverses himself and holds that the isl¬

and is not American territory but
merely territory under American Juris-
diction

¬

whatever the distinction may
be This distinction is clear enough to
that Justice to enable him to hold that
the uniform revenue clause of the Con-
stitution

¬

does not apply to it and that
Congress may lawfully pass a revenue
act affecting it that differs essentially
from the general law

What Justice Brown would hold with
reference to the citizenship of the na-

tives
¬

is altogether uncertain On its
face it would appear that if the people
of Porto Rico are not entitled to the
benefit of our general revenue laws
they cannot be covered by the provi-
sions

¬

in the Constitution relative to
citizenship If Porto Rico is not Amer-
ican

¬

territory but is merely under
American jurisdiction or control the
conclusion follows logically if not ir-

resistibly
¬

that the natives are not
American citizens but simply people
over whom we are exercising jurisdic ¬

tion
Then again we have no means of

knowing how far Justice Brown would
go in applying the same rule to the
other Territories because his reason ¬

ing appears to be so contradictory as
to furnish no safe guide to the judg
nent Mr Justice White seems to pro-

ceed
¬

upon the theory that the status
of Porto Rico is essentially different
from that of Arizona and the other or-
ganized

¬

Territories but even he Inti-

mates
¬

that there are parts of the Con-

stitution
¬

that are not applicable to the
Territories He Is silent though as to
what parts thepe are and here again
we are left in a state of rather painful
uncertainty

In this connection it must be borne
in mind that leading Republicans
Including representatives of the Ad ¬

ministration are now very earnestly
contending that the position of the Gov-
ernment

¬

is fully sustained by the de-

cision
¬

in the Downes case In the argu
ment of that case the law officer of
the Government admitted broadly that
the status of Porto Rico was the same
as that of the other Territories and he
claimed for Congress the same unre-
strained

¬

power In New Mexico and the
District of Columbia as in Porto Itico
He made no distinction This certainly
tends to cast a cloud upon the citizen-
ship

¬

of persons born In the Territories
or the District of Columbia and those
of AmerUan birth permanently domi ¬

ciled therein
The question Is both a serious and a

curious one In view of the fact that
the Secretary of State under the very
Administration that has invoked this
remarkable doctrine Is a resident of
the District of Columbia and possibly
not a citizen of the United States if
the position of the Administration is
fully sustained To appreciate the im-

portance
¬

of this suggestion It must be
remembered that the Secretary of Stas
is In direct succession to the Presidency
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of the President and Vice President
Mr Hay would probably be deeply of-

fended
¬

if it were intimated to him
that he is not an American citizen but
merely a person over whom the United
States has jurisdiction And yet in a
certain contingency he might not only
be met with such an intimation but his
right to exercise Presidential authority
be broadly and successfully challenged
on this identical ground

It has been urged by some of the
champions of this imperialistic policy
that a decision holding Porto Rico to
be American territory within the
meaning of the revenue clause of the
Constitution would have led to end-
less

¬

trouble It is difficult to see how
except to a few favored beneficiaries
of the Dingley tariff But on the other
hand it is perfectly clear that the de-

cision

which has been rendered besides
laying down a principle that is fraught
with Infinite danger to the Republic
has left us In a state of blank uncer
tainty as to what the court will say
upon the next analogous case arising
under this new fangled doctrine

not entitled Every plea that has been
put forth on Sampsons behalf is fully
understood by the people and has been
dispassionately and fairly considered
Regardless of party predilections the
belief is entertained by an overwhelm-
ing

majority that Schley as the rank-
ing

officer in the action Is entitled to
the chief credit for the destruction of
Cerveras fleet and that an unjust ef-
fort has been made by at least a por-

of the Administration to deprive
him of the recognition that is his due

The placing of Sampsons portrait
upon a medal commemorative of the
naval operations in West Indian waters
to the exclusion of that of Schley is in
itself a small matter but it is of a

thought of a proposition to give Gen-

Grant the glory of Winchester to
the virtual exclusion of Sheridan No
one ever dreamed of such a thing and
never wilL Nevertheless Grant had as
much to do with Winchester as Samp-
son

had with the naval Battle of San-
tiago

¬

Grant was Commander-in-Chie- f

in the field and gave general direc-

tions
¬

to Sheridan as he dfd to Sherman
and others but the special glory of a
great victory is always given to the
officer actually commanding in the ac-

tion
¬

Even the glory of Sheridan himself
in connection with Winchester Is due
not to the bald technical quibble that
he was the senior officer but solely to
the circumstance that he got back to
the field in time to take part in the
action and convert a rout into a
triumph If Sheridan had not returned
in time and the fortune of the day
had been retrieved under General
Wrights direction the glory would
have been Wrights and Sheridan
would never have questiond it

Suppose that instead of going a few
miles away to meet General Shafter
Admiral Sampson had gone to New
York to meet the Secretary of the
Navy and had been In New York when
Cervera made his dash for liberty I

MANY ANXIOUS ENQUIRIES

Co ii nl General Stone Overwhelmed
With AVrlc ut Cane Town

The Department of State has reevjred
a despatch from the Consul Genenl atCape Town In regard to the duties vhlch
have devolved upon him on accoum of
the large number of American citizens
whom the war between Great Britain and
the Boers have brought to South Africa
Colonel Stowe states that covering a pe
riod of three months about 700 letters of
enquiry reached his office The despatch
then continues

Tho requests in these letters were
many and varied Parents and friends in
the United States enquiring for their re-
lations

¬

who had come to Africa many of
whom had enlisted in the British and
Boer armies and who in many Instances
ask their discharge and passage home It
may be well to explain that very many of
the muleteers who came in charge of
mules and horses in the British transports
from New Orlenns enlisted in the army
Many came for that specific purpose and
many being out of funds on their arrival
were obliged to and many also gladly
joined for adventure Many left their
homes without tho knowledge of their
friends who afterward learned of their
destination and have asked the assistance
of tho Consul General to discover and re-

port
¬

on these men their whereabouts and
condition to forward them letters and In
some cases packages Some of ther- - let-
ters

¬

are very pathetic
It has been my pleasure to have been

the means of returning to the United
States free hundreds of these boys to
ascertain their whereabouts and to report
to their friends to raise money from
American residents to care for them in
their great need and to draw from my
own limited means more than I should
have done One cannot see an American
boy starve Many who have served their
time In the army I am now sending home
It Is thoso who still remain In the service
who came as muleteers but also many
who had seen service In the Cuban war
who through their friends and their own
letters are deluging this consulate with
requests and In some cases with demands

There are also others who entered the
Transvaal through Dclagoa Bay to serve
the Boers and who are now prisoners of
war that urgeaction in their behalf Somu
who have been taken In arms are very
urgent for discharge and as they are
without funds a free passage home

It has been my sad duty to report toparents the death of a son to report their
whereabouts in the hospitals and also theprison camps in which they arc located as
prisoners of war captured on the battle-
fields

Americans have served both in the

British and Boer armies The work of
the consulate Is enough at all times but
with warand plague added the duties grow
I am doing all I can and while many
parents and friends in the United Statesmay think I am dilatory they must re-
member

that I was on leave of absence

which was necessary on account of break-
