Mr Montague educated himself having
borrowed money to attend college and
the University of Virginia lie is and has
always been a hard student and pos-

sesses
¬

a good library He received his
education at public and private schools
In Middlesex until he entered Richmond
College session 18S0 S2 Here he won the
medal for improvement in debate the first
session and was final orator of his lit-

erary
¬

society in 1SS2 Here he graduated
in two schools and successfully passed
all of the collegiate examinations but one
On leaving college he most successfully
taught school in Orange County for two
years He took the summer law course
at the University of Virginia in 1SS4 and
returned for only eight months of the
regular session 1SS4 S3 taking his B L
degree in June 1SS5 He commenced the
practice of law in Danville where he has
since resided in October 1SS5 and he soon
secured a varied large and most respon-
sible

¬

practice Many of his efforts at the
bar gained for him far more than a local
reputation

He was appointed United States At¬

torney for the Western district of Vfr
trict of Virginia July 1 193 and tendered
his resignation to McKinley in June 1597

Ids resignation was not accepted and on
July 28 1S97 Chief Justice Fuller appoint ¬

ed him District Attorney ad interim the
duties of which office he performed until
the day preceding his qualification as At-
torney

¬

General of Virginia on January 1

1E9S to which position he had been elected
in the fall of 1597 having run ahead of
the State ticket over 1000 votes

Mr Montague has always been a stu ¬

dent of politics in the proper sense of
that term His voice has been heard upon
the stump since he was nineteen years
of age and in the gubernatorial cam-
paign

¬

of 1E97 he was in constant demand
for public speeches as he was in lSSo
when he spoke in behalf of Bryan though
threatened with removal direct from
Washington He has made a successful
Attorney General He has won some of
the most Important litigation in the his-
tory

¬

of the Commonwealth and his suc ¬

cess before the Supreme Court of the
United States in the famous Wadley case
wherein he established the lack of power
of a Federal court to enjoin the State
In a criminal prosecution was a great and
distinct honor recognized both by the
bench and bar of the State

Some interesting developments In the
gubernatorial fight are expected to occur
within the next few days as it is said
here tonight that one or two of the can-
didates

are to withdraw from the race
Those who are opiosing the nomination
of Mr Swanson say that he will be the
man to eet out of the fight but Mr
Swansou was seen tonight and said that

3 saya that he is in the race for a finish
He is not at all dismayed over the heavy
odds against him and still hopes to win
out

Mrs Mulvlhill Asks tlic Court to Con
lirm Her Possession

The proceedings in equity instituted by
Mary Jane Mulvlhill against Mary Jane
Murphy Isabella Murphy Thomas and
John Murphy for the purpose of perfect-
ing

the title to a certain piece of real
estate In the extreme northeast section
of the District promises some interesting
developments from a legal point of view
before the litigation is ended

The tract of land in question contains
twenty six acres and was left Mrs Mul-

vlhill

by her father Thomas Miller who
died Intestate It Is also explained that
the property was held by the complai-
nants

father for a period of forty eight
years and aside from other reasons claims
title by adverse possession under the act
of Congress of March 3 1S99 According
to the terms of the act referred to the
party holding a title which has been vest-
ed

by adverse possesion may file a bill
in equity to have his title perfected and
it shall be sufficient for him to state that
the same was vested In him by adverse
possession

Mrs Mulvihlll states that in 1852 Thomas
Murphy and one James Miller were joint
tenants of a certain tract of land which
was conveyed to them by Edward Dawes
in 1S3C Murphy and Miller by agreement
divided the land and a party line was es-

tablished

of which each built one half
Afterward James Sillier conveyed his

I share to Thomas Miller the father of the
complainant Arter tne ueatn or ner
father Mrs Mulvlhill states that his
share of the property was divided among
his children and that she became the
owner of thtf part known as lot No I

As the result of a survey recently made
however it was developed that Mrs Mul-
vlhill

was in possession of land within
the boundary fence which it Is claimed
belongs to the defendants Fearing there-
fore

that her title might be attacked and
having no remedy at law she filed pro-
ceedings

in equity to perfect her title
under the provisions of the act of 1

strain

The Alabama Convention Expected
to Take Such Action

According to Representative Wil ¬

liam Richardson lie Iliui of Sen
nlnr Morjrnn Is Likely to Kail
Xeiv Restrict Ions to He Adopted

In an interview given out yesterday
Ropresenlatlve William -- Richardson of
Alabama who succeeded Gen Joseph
Wheeler in the House and who has been
in Washington for several days stated
that the Constitutional Convention now
in session at Montgomery will adopt a
constitution which will effectually elimi-

nate
¬

the negro as a factor in the elections
in that State He predicts that the plan
of suffrage prepared by Senator Morgan
will fail as it places too much power in
the hands of the registrars Senator Mor-

gan
¬

is now in Montgomery having left
this city several davs ago to place his
scheme before the convention

Mr Richardson is here on departmental
business for his constituents and is stop ¬

ping a the Raleigh AVhen questioned as
to the probable result of the convention
being held in his State he stated that
there was a mistaken Idea throughout the
Xorth that Alabama Intended to tear the
Fifteenth Amendment out of the Constitu-
tion

¬

of the United States and trample it
under foot This was a great mistake he
saiu as there were good lawyers In the
convention and wise legislators and they
did not Intend to take any action which
could be set aside by the United States
Supreme Court

1 have found that the whole country
Is deeply interested in the result of the
Constitutional Convention said he The
gravity and responsibility of the work is
keenly felt by the delegates and while
I cannot say that the convention is com-

posed
¬

of the ablest and wisest body of
men ever assembled in Alabama many of
the members are the ablest most pru-

dent
¬

and most conservative men of our
State and the people confidently expect
good work from them

The formation of new constitutions by
many of the Southern States under pres-
ent

¬

conditions in my opinion marks a
crucial point in the history of the South
We have met and mastered by common
sense and prudence grave difficulties In
the past thirty years I -- have absolute
faith that the Alabama convention will
take the lead In settling the negro suf
rage question on the right basis and that
its work will be approved and ratified by
the people

Of course the chief object in calling
tho convention was to get rid of the ne¬

gro vote and this the convention will do
in accordancewith the provisions of the
Fifteenth Amendment to the Constitution
1 do not think the Fourteenth Amend-
ment

¬

has anything to do with the matter
for it is virtually replaced by the Fif-
teenth

¬

There is not a man in the Alabama
convention who believes that the nc gro
can be deprived of a Vote slmplv because
he is u negro The drift of opinion is that
conditions and qualifications applicable to
both races will be attached to the right
of suffrage The people of both the North
and the South are at this time on a
sound basis of understanding on the ne-
gro

¬

suffrage matter J am satisfied that
the convention will provide a fair elec-
tion

¬

law There will he no semblance or
pretence about It by which liny person will
be able to manipulate the vote of another

The people of Alabama are in dead
earnest about this matter and the dele ¬

gates to the convention feel the same
way Senator Morgan has submitted a
carefully prepared plan of suffrage but a
great objection has been raised against
this because it places a dangerous powtr
in the hands of the registrars who are
elaborately providedTor ThlsIs fatal to
the Morgan scheme as a whole

You must understand that we have no
use for the negro in Alabama and we in-
tend

¬

to get rid of him as a factor our
elections But we are not foolish enough
to violate the Fifteenth Amendment to
the Constitution We can do it In a way
that wlil defy the United States Supreme
Court to find a-- flaw We have a bigger
job on our hands in this ntgro question
than many people are aware of and it
niUEt be S ttled now

AVhen questioned as to the sentiment in
the South over the Cuban question Mr
Richardson stated that in his opinion
Cuba ought to be and will eventually
become one of the States of the Union

I am glad that the Piatt amendment
has been accepted by the Cuban conven-
tion

¬

said he but what our Government
must inevitably do is to clothe Cuba
with statehood What world power could
complain of so called broken pledges or
faith if we gave Cuba the same govern-
ment

¬

which wc have been constructing
for ourselves In blood prayer and tears
for more than a century and a quarter
What Cuban could complain Cuba Is
needed In our governmental purposes
The natives are Incapable of framing a
government which will make them law
abiding citizens

About 915 oclock Waters returned to
the room and found Condon ling across
the bed dead He was pailly dressed Po-
