Prsssvivas: w—There is just now a gefier-
al waking up throughout the State, and we
have every reason to hope that the result’ of
the October election will show u large majority
in favor of the enactment of & Prohibitory law.
The recent action of the Supreme Court shows
the utter folly of attewpting to coutrol the
traflic by restraints and regulations.  Nothing
short of entire Prokibitiox will answer the pur-
pose, and Prohibition the people are deter.
mined to have. In counties where the polit-
ical parties fail to nominate temperance can-
didates for the Legislature, the friends of Pro-
hibition will place third tickets in the field.

- Micu1Gas.—The decision of the Supreme
Court has nearly neutralized the law of this
State, but the people are not discouraged.—
They are preparing for the campaign with
great vigor and energy, and are determined to
elect men to the next Legislature who will
give them a law that will stand the test of Ju.-
dicial subtlety and perversity. Conventions
have been held, and the people are thorough-
Ay aroused.

ITundreds of cots, formerly fill-
ed with the elements of misery, now begin to
overflow with domestic happiness.

New Bronswior.—The < Telesraph’ publish-
ed at St. John's, speaks hopefully of the re-
sults of the Iate election in that Province.
From four of the counties, the members re-
turned are all out-spoken friends of prohibi-
tion, “while in most of the others, the prin-
eciple has ecither held its own, or gained
ground,”” The editor expresses his confident
belief, that ssthere will be a decided majority
of the next House, in favor of a stringent Li-
qnor Bill.”
